AGAIN SQUALLY.

Berlin, January 2!>th —Premie:- Tiza's
statements in the lower House of the Hun-
garian Diet yesterday have confirmed the
conviction that war between Austria and
Ri:.-sia is inevitable. Each is simply lying
in wait for the first chance to strike. The
reports received at Ihe War Office from
agents on the Polish frontier intimate a
renewal of activity among the Russian
troops.

Tlie Austrian war officials suspect that
ihe real object in view 13 the invasion of
Bulgaria. The sinews of war have been
obtained for the Russian treasury by a loan
arranged in Amsterdam, which is said to
be £4,000000 sterling. Herr yon Tiza has
concluded negotiation! with the Frankfort
Rothschilds lor a loan of 129,000,000 florins.

COACHED BY THE C/.AK.

The liiiDKiauEnipreg Deals inDiplomacy
at a Grand Ball.

St. Petersburg, January 20th.— At the
last court ball the Czarina, instead of
inviting the Turkish Erubassador,
Doyen, of the diplomatic corps, toopen the
first quadrille, gavo the honor to the
Austrian Embassador. The incident is
widely commented upon, and is regarded
as a peaceful augury.

Indignation Aroused by a Propoitliioii *<>,

Favor the Canada Pacific.

has been created among the independent
members of the Conservative party over
the proposition for a compromise with the
Dominion Government and the Canadian
Pacitic outlined in the Conservative meet-
ing at Brandon. This proposition
comlemns the selection of Norquay as
the Conservative leader, and declares that
all agitation for the completion of the Red
River Valley Railroad should be aban-
doned, ifthe Canadian Pacific makes cer-
tain concessions

among them that its

monopoly shall be abandoned in189 L
J. B. McKillingan, oue of the most

prominent Conservatives, sends in his res-
ignation as a member of the Conservative
Association, and declares that, as between
the Dominion Government and the Pro-
vince, no compromise can be made that
does not give an immediate cessation of
the disallowance policy. "And if." he
says, "agitation is necessary to accomplish
our tnds, itwill be the Dominion Govern-
ment that is to blame for the conse-
quences."

convention. As matters now stand before
the Commission, the Dominion Govern-
ment deems a satisfactory or in fact any
settlement of the fishery side of the negoti-
ations beyond a possibility. Their only hope
is that the result of the convention may
lead up to a broader basis upon which all
questions in dispute between the Domin-
ion and the United States may be amicably
settled ami a satisfactory arrangement for
more extended trade relations between the
countries be arrived at.
