Tax strikes in the coal regions are most

largely promoted by foreign laborers who
in their native plates did n>>t get
third the wages which they here receive,
nor live cue third as well. It appeals to
be the rule that the most discontented in
the l:ii>or ranks are those who have most

to be thankful for. Except m degree, the
strikes in the coal lections do Bot differ
from strikes elsewhere and generally, DOT
are the methods greatly different. In the
coal fields they arc characterized by more
of the spirit of lawlessness, however, and
the disposition to resort to force and ai>-

peabj to mob law, as is always the re alt
where the motive power springs from the
lower levels of intelligence. The laborers
in Pennsylvania, who burn and destroy
property, and l>eat and kill those who dis-
agree with tin-ill, are mainly those who in
Europe, whence they came, had few per-
sonal liberties, and in case of strikes
marked l>y savagery, would have become
food for powder. No lesson is more pro-
nounced in these Pennsylvania ii.>ts and
strikes than that intelligence, knowledge
and due appreciation of the American sys-
tem, anil respect for inalienable rights, is
essential to order and the Weil-being of
American society. If we continue to in-
ject into our labor system the worst and
lowest elements of European civiliza-
tion, we must expect to have such
troubles as those of Pennsylvania multiply
U]Kin our hands. The laboringdasset that
appreciate American institutions, assimi-
late with them, attach themselves from
conviction to our systems, and are im-
pressed with the obligations that attend
American citizenship, are not likely In

cause trouble, or to resort to lawless
methods.

Just what would result should Russia in-
vade Slav States, the treaty aflbrds no

aid in divining. It i- not a violent con-
jecture, however, to forecast the interfer-
ence of Austria to prevent the further sub-
jugation of Bulgaria, in which case it Ls
altogether probable that the aid of Ger-
many could be depended upon tocheck any

southeastern advance by Uussia. The pub-
lication of the treaty may Ik- counted upon
as insurance of the peace of Europe, and
thai the financial market has already re-
fiected confidence in that belief, is one of
the significant incidents of the hour.

THE DELAYED TRAINS.
General Maimgt-r Tonne Denies Faltie-

The statement having been made that
the passengers upon the California and
Oregon trains, detained at Sissons by the
heavy land-slides, are required to work for
the company, if they have no money, in
order to get food, (ieneral Manager A. N.
Towne says to an Bxamvttr reporter :

"It in so great an outrage to charge us
with trying to force our delayed passengers
to work for their food that l" cannot imag-
ine who, or what circumstances, could Imve
enabled anyone to circulate such reports,
when I am positive there is not one word
of truth in them. I know it ia an awful
trial to the patience ofanyone to be tied up
in that country for a week or more, but the
company cannot help it. The land-slides
come unawares. They were very extensive
in character. We have bent every energy
to get the trains through to San Francisco
since January 28th, but have found it im-
possible. Just as soon as the occurrence
of the land-slides became known at the
head office, Division Superintendent George
was ordered to put at work all the men he
could employ to clear the track. Men were
sent up from here also, and now there are
IHK) men at work, and night and day shifts
are employed.

" In addition I willsay that my instruc-
tions to the agent at.Sissions;was to feed, at
the expense of the company, all those
passengers who had run short of money.
There is a good country hotel right at tlie
Bissions station, and a dozen more eating-
houses close by, and 1 hardly believe that
the agent is not properly obeying his duty
in seeing that all thoae without money get
three meals a day. As for sleeping accom-
modation the first and second-class passen-
gers have their regular sleeping-cars."

" Superintendent George,"' continued the
i;eiitle«nen,"has been instructed to give the
delayed paiminneil daily bulletins of the
progress nt the work being done to clear the
track this sitie of Sissons. Further, he has
been ordered to procure stage teams and
wagons, so that either to-day or to morrow,
and not later than Tuesday, the train
may he run this way as far as possible, and
then have the passengers transferred by
wagon across the very bad places down to
Helta, where they can take the trains for
this dry."

< >ur blessed Lord, said the reverend
speaker, taught his disciples the golden
rule of doing unto others as we would have
others do unto us. ltut here we see that
golden rule put into practical operation.
Jn reading this matchless parable many of
us are apt to see only the one bide of it.
We :ire so attracted by what that noble
stranger from Samaria did for the wounded
traveler that we do not think enough about
those twoSelfish cravens who were branded
with infamy for simply " passing by on the
other side," and their sin is the sin of so
many about us to-day—the oft-repeated hin
of doing nothing ut all. The parable might
be called the story of a man who did his
simple, manly duty, and the two selfish
churls who dodged by what they knew was
;i lacrtd duty and a manly obligation.

Likely neither of them premeditated
SUCh :i mean, selfish action when they
started out that morning. They did not
say: "This is a rpther dangerous road I
have to travel, and if I meet any one on
the way whom the robbers have roughly
handled, I Will hurry along and give him
no attention, for why should I trouble my-
self over some wounded trump by the way-
si'iiI.'' No, they bad no such premedi-
tated Intentions when they act out that
morning—their :-in wiii the am of neglect-
Ing to do a noble action when the oppor-
tunity was brought before them. Their
sin belonged to that large class which tills
up the left hand page of the ledger of life
in many .1 one's history—the sin of neglect
—of indifierence and omission.

Alter presenting a vivid picture of the
iraviler lying wounded by the way-
side, and the sorry spectacle of the
priest and the I.'-vitc dodging by in order
to avoid any penonal concern or outlay—
with the feelings ol sneaks instead of the
pleasure of heroes—the speaker dwelt en
the tonchias; scenes of the noble stranger
from Satnaria tenderly kneeling over the
wounded man, binding up bis wounds, and
cheering him <>n with words of comfort
mid inning him on his own beast and tak-
ing him to an inn lor care and lodgment.
Here, said the speaker, we have the picture
ol one who was willing to do his whole
manly duty when the opportunity pre-
sentea Itself. Then was no passing by on
the other side to avoid personal Incon-
venience. And by passing by ou the other
side they lost the opportunity to honor
their culling—they lost the gratitude of
tlmt wounded stranger; but moat of all,
they lost ihe oooscioasness of being good
and noble, which in every good and sincere
beart Is s well-spring ol pride and satisfac-
tion

1 believe, said the speakex, that some of
'he mo t mortifying regrets and
memories of life will be the recol-
lection of neglected opportunities and
duties, ami it that regret does not
come to the narrow and sellish soul in this
life, ii must come to such a soul in the
great hereafter. Leaving undone thatwhich
we inij;b.t h.ive i!one will make as sad a
record against us as the doings of things
evil and wickt-d. And who among us can-
not recall neglected duties and obligations
—neglected opportunities to help or com-
fort those about iis—neglected opportuni-
ties to make more out of life and its priv-
ileges—wasted opportunities to grow in
jrrace or to Improve ounel vet in mental and
intellectual directions? How many there
art- who sigh over the sad thought of what
they are an<l whhl they might havo been '

Ili'W iiiuny nun leave to their
wiws ii'nl children the spiritual obligations
of church mill charity, as though their
faithfulness could atone for their neglect,
in us though they could work oat their
salvation or sj':!'.u::il uili.ire by substitute
or proxy. Borne of the keenest regrets.
said the speaker, 1 have < rer felt in my
short ministry, have been over what] be-
lieved to be neglected opportunities; op-
portunities to help and comfort those about
me; opportunities to aid and comfort the
sorrowful and alllicted; 'opportunities to
warn and help those who have now passed
beyond the reach of earthly aid and com-
fort.

The speaker dwelt forcibly upon those
who were neglecting God's house and their
spiritual welfare. Only a little while ami
life's probation, with its opportunities, will
begone forever." You who pass by on the
other side of the church door—what do
you think of your condition beyond this?
Do you not somehow think that your
moral and spiritual growth now willde-
line and determine ii ? Often, said the
speaker, the one who is doing the most
evil is the one who does nothing at
all when his help, his presence, his ex-
ample, is wanted to move and encourage,
others. The direst condemnation in the
great day of judgment will fall upon those
who knew their duty but failed to do it.
" I was an hungered and ye gave rue no
meat."

Salvation is a positive thine to be se-
cured by doing something. Ido not know
the exact effect of certain ordinancts upin
the soul and spirit, but this Ido know, that
if the Lord commands them you re-
fuse at your jeopardy. The neglect to
take a certain medicine not long since coat
the lite of a patient; the failure to comply
with certain legal requirements of a will
sent an estate in the wrong direction ; the
neglect to swing a signal light a few weeks
ago caused all the deaths and horror of a
railroad collision; and the failure to stop a
leak in time has sunk many a ship in mid-
ocean.

The speaker closed nn impressive (and
eloquent) seriuon by ursine his hearers not
to pass over on the other tide of life's op-
portunities and blessings. Be on th» safe
side. IfGod asks you, through his In-
spired ri-velaiion to do a thing, do it. ]!e

on the safe side—go according to the greater
probabilities! And the proDabilities are a
thousand to one that what you do now will
determine your condition hereafter; there-
fore do not pass your opportunities by as
the piiest and l,eviie passed that wounded
Btianger long ages ago on the way to Jeri-
cho.
