TWO MEN MEET VIOLENT DEATHS |

AT PORT COSTA. ‘

Twenty-four Lives Lost by a Coast
Wreck—Utah Items—Suicide
at Napa.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

AN OCEAN HORROR.

Loss of an Fnglish Bark and Twenty-four
Lives, Up North.

SAN Francisco, February 6th.—Tele-
grams received here to-day report a tertible
wreck and loss of life on the Washington
Territory coast, the first serious affair of
the kind in many years. The ill-fated
vessel was the Dritish bark Abercorn, an
iron craft, en route from England to Port-
land, Oregon.

It appears that she arrived on the 1st in
stant, but was unable to cross the Colum-
bia river bar, and put to sea in a heavy
storm to await a more favorable opportu-
nity to enter. The gale drove her to the
northward, and early on the next morning
she was wrecked on the coast near Gray’s
Habor. The sea was so high that the of-
ficers and crew could not leave the vessel.
They tried to do so, but without avail, and

ALL PERISHED MISERABLY,

Except two seamen and the apprentice.
They were saved by some Indians who
happened tc be on hand when the wreck
occurred. The names of the saved are not
known, nor is it yet known how many
lives were lost. Itis supposed that there
were twenty-seven men on board, and the
loss of lifeis placed at twenty-four men.

The disaster occurred on a point just out-
side the south entrance to the harbor. The
surf was so high that no one could enter it
until the morning of the 2d instant. As
there is no life saving station near the
place of the disaster, the canoes of the In-
dians were used as soon as possible.

The Abercorn was a comparatively new
vessel. She was constructed at Giasgow
only two years ago, and registered 1,262
tons net. Her length was 238} feet. The
vessel was worth $65,000, and the cargo of
railroad iron. without the duty paid, was
worth $50,000. The loss is total, but is
fully covered by insurance in English com-
panies,

PorrrLaND, February 6th. — The Mer-
chants’ Exchange to-night received a tele-
gram from, Astoria, via Shoalwater Bay,
confirming the report of the loss of the
British bark Abercorn. She went ashore
late Sunday night, January 29th. The
weather was very thick, and she struck
twelve miles north of Gray’'s Harbor, one
of the dreariest, most barren stretches of
the coast, inhzbited only by Indians. All
hands were lost, except two men and one
apprentice boy, who were saved by Indians.

Among those lost is Pilot Charles John-
son, of Astoria, who boarded the vessel off
the Columbia river entrance on January
23d. The vessei had a cargo of rails for
the O. R. & N. Company.

LIVERMORE COAL.

Coal Mines in Contra Costa to be Devel-
oped at Once.

LiverMORE, February 6th.—A survey is
being made for the railroad from Liver-
more to the coal mines. The party is in
charge of Engineer T. Newberry. The
road will be about eight miles and cwned
by the Livermore Coal Mining Company.
At the mine they are sinking a shaft on'a
4-foot vein, and expect to begin sinking
and tunneling on the $-foot vein to-mor-
row. Within twenty days the daily out-
put is expected to be 50 tons and within
sixty days 250 tons.

These mines have lain dormant for years,
but the present bigh prices for coal will
cause their development, and, with rail-
road facilities, will secure a good market.
The coal is superior to any coast coal ex-
cept Wellington, and is used for black-
smithing with good results.

A White Man and Chinaman Crushed by
Cars Near Port Costa,

Porr Costa, February 6th.—Yesterday
was an unfortunate day on the railroad
track in this vicinity, two deaths being
caused, the first that of a Chinaman at
Valona by train No. 2, and the second that
of an unknown man at the same place
during the night, and it is not known by
what train.

He was
returning from a funeral at Antioch. The
train was delayed and the Vallejo ferry
missed. Other Vallejoites jumped from
the train, one disloceting his collarbone in
the act. Itis not known whether Briody
was killed in that way or not. He was a
poor man, and leaves a wife and eight chil-
dren in Vallejo.

PITISBURG RIOTERS.

Another Attempt at Violence

Squelched by the Police.

PrrrssurG, February 6th.—When the
non-union workmen quit work this after-
noon a large crowd of strikers and their
friends gathered in the vicinity ot the mill.
A few minutes after 4 o’clock thirty of the
negroes, under the protection of a squad of
twenty-five policemen, made their appeai-
ance. They were greeted with cries of
“*Black sheep!” and *“Scabs!” but no at-
tention was paid to the angry crowd.
Pretty soon the workingmen started down
Smallman street, followed by the mob,
which steadily increased in size until the
street, for a square, was black with people.

SOME STONES THROWN.

At the corner of Thirty-third street
stones commenced to fly, and it began to
look dangerous, but the officers promptly
turned on the crowd and drove them back,
after which they escorted the colored men
to their homes.

Three trips were necessary to get all the
men from the mill, and the same scenes
were repeated each time. A number of

ersons, including non-unionists and on-
ookers, were slightly injured by being hit
with stones and other missiles, but no one
was seriously hurt.

Officer Friedman, whom it was alleged
fired the shot that hit Kenny, was arrested
to-night on a charge of felonious shooting,
preferred by an uncle of the boy. Fried-
man says he never used his revoiver.

GOOD GENERALSHIP,

A Polish Priest in Shenandoah Prevents
a Riot Yesterday.

SHENANDOAH, February 6th.—One power-
ful influence in preserving the peace of the
town this evening was the calling of a
Polish meeting at Robbins’ Opera House
by Rev. Father Waluski, of the Greek
Catholic Church. He timed his meeting
for five o'clock, the hour when the trouble
would begin, if it all, and he held his
audience for nearly and hour and a half
explaining to them the tenor of the
proclamations issued,the results that would
follow acts of violence, and the future evil
that would be entailed on their cause as
workingmen.

There were
already twenty-six Assemblies in England,
and twenty-four in Belgium, and the es-
tablishment of a General Assembly in
England, to include the continent, is but
the formation of a plan to organize the en-
tire world into five General Assemblies,
which would be subordinate only to a Su-
preme Assembly composed of representa-
tives of each country.

BISMARCK MAKES A
ABLE SPEECH.

REMARK-

Germany Prefers Peace, But if At-
tacked She Will March in
Solid Procession,

|SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE REECOED-UNION, |

BerLiN, February 6th.—The announce-
ment that Prince Bismarck would speak on
the military bill, drew a general throng of
people to the to-day, and
long before the day’s business was begun
the galleries were filled to repletion.
Prince William, of Prussia, and Prince
Leopold, son of the late Frederick Charles,
occupied the court box, while the diplo-
mats' gallery was crowded with different
representatives and their families,

Prince Bismarck was enthusiastically
greeted on his way to the Reichstag Palace
by the dense crowds which lined the route
along Wilhelm Strasse to the Palace. He
entered the Reichstag at two minutes after
one, and was received with deafening
cheers.

The House proceeded with the first
reading of the military loan bill, and
Prince Bismarck arose to address the
House. He said :

1 do not believe I can add anything to
the true state of the case regarding the
bill. I do not address you on that account.
My object is to speak of the general situa-
tion of Europe. 1 may confine myself to
referring to what I said on the same sub-
ject over a year ago. There has been very
little change since then, when I feared war
with France. Since then France has
elected a peace-loving President, and a
pacific disposition has prevailed. 1 can,
therefore, reassure the public that, so for as
France is concerned, the prospects have
become more peaceful.

“Regarding Russia, also, T am of no other
opinion than when I said that we have to
apprehend no attack from Russfa. The
situation must be judged from the press
comments. The Russian newspapers I do
not believe. T believe the Czar's word ab-
solutely. The situation, on the whole, is
not different from that of 1879. I grant
that the concentration of Russian troops on
the frontier may appear serious, but per-
ceive no cause or pretext for a Russian or
European war.

“Russia has no interest to conquer the

’russian or Austrian provinces. Indeed, I
go so far in my confidence as to say that
even a war with France would not necessi-
tate war with Russia, although the latter
eventually would involve the former. Itis
a time that I cannot demand an explana-
tion from the Russian Foreign Office re-
garding the concentration of troops on the
frontier, but, having been well acquainted
with Russia's foreign policy for a genera-
tion, I may have my own opinion on the
matter. I believe the Russian Cabinet in-
tends to make Russia’s voice heard at the
next European crisis, and therefore wishes
to push her military forces as far westward
as possible.”

“To effect this purpose,” continued the
Chancellor, “no sacrifice must or can be too
beavy. The warlike tendencies of France
and Russia drive us to defense. The pike
in France and Russia compel us to become
carp. We are better able than any other
nation to offer a strong resistance to ounr
foes. Prussia has always shown herself
complacent to Russia, and has done Russia
many services for which she might claim
ber gratitude, and for which she has, in
fact, received acknowledgment. Prussia
has at all times sought to maintain good re-
lations with Russia, although the latter left
as in the larch at Olnetz.

“I say this in order to make it clear why
we concluded an alliance with Anstria.
We were iiitlined to accede 1o the deinacds

maintain peace. Austria followed this
thoughtful policy in 1870 in resisting the
entreaties of France to come forward
against the Germans. Austria is your nat-
ural ally in the dangers which threaten us
from Russia and France. But there need
be no fear of the hatred of Russia. No
wars are waged for mere hatred. for other-
wise France would have to be at war with
Italy and the whole world.

* The strength we possess will reassure
our public opinion and the nervousness of
the Bourse and press. Our task is to

strengthen this strength. We must, of
course, have the best of weapons for the
fathers of families who will have to serve
under the present bills, with the aid of
which we shall be able to place a million
of good soldiers on each of our frontiers.
Jehind them stand our reserves. It must
not be said that others can do the same.

That is just what they cannot do.
We have material not conly for
forming an enormous army, buat for
furnishing it with officers. We have

corps of officers such as no other§power
has. When we undertake war it must be
the people’s war, which all approved in
1870. 1f we are attacked, then the furor
teutonicus will flame out. No enemy can
make headway against that. Neither the
consciousness of our strengthnor the hope
of victories can restrain us from continu-
ing our peaceful efforts. We have en-
deavored to maintzin our old relations
with Russia, but we do not run after any
country.

“With regard to Bulgaria, we have re-
mained perfectly consistent. Ruassia cer-
tainly has every reason to feel grateful for
the loyal attitude of Germany to the Bul-
garian question. We place our reliance on
the strength of our army. If we have no
cause, it is all the better, but we must
make our arrangements with the idea that
we do use it. We Germans fear God and
nothing else in the world. Fear of God
makes us wise to foster peace. Who breaks
peace will arnive at the conviction that the
warlike and exultant love of Fatherland,
such as summoned the whole population
of Prussia to arms in 1813, is 2 common
procession of the entire German ration:
and he who attacks it will find it armed to
a man, and every man bearing in his heart
the first belief that God is with us.”

The speech occupied an hour and forty
minutes. Bismarck was frequently inter-
rupted by applause, and his appeal to the

Juror Teutonicus was particularly effective.

The loan bill was referred to the Budget
Committee, and on motion of Dr. Franken-
stein the landwebr bill in its entirety
passed the second reading.

Bismarck left the House at the close of
the sitting and walked home, accompanied
by a cheering crowd, who, in defiance of
the efforis of the police, surrounded him
on all sides. The Chancellor appeared to
enjoy rather than resent the compliments
of the people.

SIGNIFICANCE OF THE SPEECH.

BerLix, February 6th.—It is remarked
that although Bismarck, in his speech in
the Reichstag, denied that the Austro-Ger-
man treaty had been published asa warning
to Russia, he omitted to reveal the true
motives for its publication; and further,
that he made no reference to the relations
between Austria and Russia.

The chief firures in a new Min-
istry will be prominent enemies of Ger-
many, Floquet, Clemencean and Boulanger,
and its composition is already the subject
of intrigues. The fall of the Tirard Cabinet
will not be forced at once, but will be
retarded until the budget business is con-
cluded, unless the rupture between Russia
and Germany and Austria comes to pass
sooner than is now expected.

His Parents ~ue His Slayer for $151,000
Damages—The Complaint,

The readers of the Recorp-UnioN are
familiar with the circumstances of the
murder of E. L. Craft, February 7, 1886, at
Woodland, by J. H. Harlan,a wealthy Yolo-
ite.

Walsh’s and Broderick’s Mint Appoint-
ments Confirmed.

WasHINGTON, February 6th.—The Secre-
tary of the Treasury to-day confirmed the
appointments of General Patrick Walsh
and William Broderick to be clerks in the
office of Superintendent Lawton, of the
San Francisco Mint, vice William Lasalle,
removed.
