$1,000 contribution of Charles Crocker was
acknowledged, this journal suggested
that these evidences of interest by those
not residents, ought to stimulate our peo-
ple to renewed exertions ; that the limitof
asking and receiving for the benefit funds
might to be set far up in the thousands,
that the Asylum might be put beyond
(juestion of need for the future. Very
evidently this idea is that of the people
also, for they continue to give, and ought
to.

In landscapes
Mr. Jackson is making as rapid, if not
greater, advancement than any California
artist now called to memory. Anevidence
of this is found in the fact that some of his
Sierra views have been selected from among
hundred of others, for reproduction in the
new artotype work. "Picturesque Califor-
nia." Whoever secures the picture will
possess a work of art of high merit, and
have the consciousness also of aiding the
School ofDesign, which has not one-half the
attention from the Sacramento public that it
deserves, a fact upon which Kastern visit-
ors to the Art Gallery comment freely, re-
marking that such an institution so located
in nmst Eastern cities would be considered
a matter of exceeding local pride, and be
fostered and aided with great liberality.

THE REVIVAL.

Interest Among the Children—The Meet-
ing Last Night.

A special feature of the Union revival
meetings is the morning prayer and in-
quiry meeting at 9:30 o'clock at the N'inth-
street Baptist Church. At this hour daily
the lecture-room, where these meetings are
held for this week, is filled to overflowing
with Christians, Christian workers and
those who desire to experience a change of

heart. Mr. Hammond yesterday took oc-
casion to note the great number present for
a morning hour. It is made a meeting for
reports of the work of the day previous,
and for prayer for the services of the day.
Mr. Merrill, reporting for the down-town
Mission, Second and X streets, where
services are held for a short time early each
evening, gave a brief sketch of the conver-
sion of \u25a0 roans sailor, a native of Switzer-
land, only live yean from his native cour-
try. and said : "There is many a sailor
who is extremely ' happy' when ashore,
but never was there one more happy than
this man, who now rejoicing in his
new-found hope. Help WBB offered him.
but he manfully refused it. Offers
to secure work for him were proffered,
but he said, "No ! I am well and stroii;;,
the Lord gave me work tij-day and I earned
two dollars : I am willing to trust him lor
tomorrow and eveiy day." He added
" the saloon has had the last dollar it will
ever get from me."

Many of the ministers and other- re-
ported increased interest in those attend-
ing the evening meetings, and also many
conversions. The interest, they say. may
not be so manifest physically, but it is a
deep, strong tinder current and is breaking
up here and there through the crust of iu-
ditlerence that seems to have frozen in the
sensibility of Sacramento.

The children's meeting yesterday, at the
Calvary Bapt st Church on I btreet, near
Twelfth, was the largest by far that has yet
been held, there being many hundreds pres-
ent. There was the same kindly instruc-
tion and fervent exhortation by Mr. Ham-
mond, and the same eager interest on the
part ofthe children. Opportunity to cov-
enant as Christians was given, and there
was a large response. Over one hundred
children, up to this time, have professed
conversion in this way. The meeting of
the children will be held in the Congrega-
tional Church on Sixth street, between I
and J, at 3:5 Mi\ >!., to-day.

LAST EVENINI.H ItKKTIBO.

The seating capacity of the old pavilion
was nearly tilled by the large audience that
assembled to hear Mr. Hammond's fourth
discourse last evening. The audience,
without exception, was largely composed
of ladies. Rev. Mr. Herrick, the first,
speaker of the eveninir, made some
remarks very pertinent to the oc-
casion, and urged upon his hearers
the necessity or doing all the good
that they possibly could in this work
of aiding the meetings. Mr. Hammond
selected as his text, Romans xiv, 17, upon '
which he dwelt with great earnestness and
evident emotion, bringing out the points he
wished most distinctly understood by re-
lating anecdotes, and he has one for every
occasion.

The text ran: '" For the Kingdom of God
is not meat and drink, but righteousness
and peace and joy In the Holy Ghost.' It
was part ofa letter by St. Paul, induced by
a great revival that created much debaf
among certain Romans and he wrote ash-:
did defining the "Kingdom ofGod.' It is,
he told them, righteousness from which
flows joy and peace : not outward appear-
ances, meat and drink, but righteousness.
Religion is derived from parts of speech
meaning to bind to. Ifmen do not tie up
somewhere they would be like planets Hy-
ing wildly in space; and here Mr. Ham-
mond told of a wonderful meteor he saw
when in New Haven. He heard many
say " 1 don't want to be lost. I'llbe a
Christian sometime, but I'm in no hurry."
Like a meteor they are aimless, attracted
first one way and then the other, and they
drop into a Christian meeting or a saloon
just as it happens, and like a meteor they
will tall some day aimlessly. He told a
story of a wild young fellow who rode up
to a store and asked how far it was to hell.
He was in too great a hurry to wail
for an answer and spurred his
horse around a corner; the animal
fell and the young fellow was killed.
He compared a man without religion
to a planet without a fixed orbit, and dwelt
upon the illustration, fixing the thought
that religious conviction is a conservative
force, steadying and molding character and
binding men and women to steadfast orbits
\u25a0'i ilit nt to the greatest of all truths. It is
well nigh impossible to present an adequate
idea of Mr. Hammond's earnest exhorta-
tion. In many respects it is novel, unique.
He states a point, tells an anecdote, sand-
wiches it between two others, punctuates
it with an epigram or two, illuminates each
story by another or collateral thought, and
finally gets oack to the original and initial
point, and applies the whole mixture toil
to develop its truth and force. At the con-
clusion of his address the sock.! inquiry
meeting began, the choir singing spirited
songs and the exhorters moving among the
people and urging sinners to declare for
Christ.

To-night will be a gospel temperance
meeting. The announcements call for:i!l
men who feel that they want to quit the
cup that inebriates to come out and learn
how it may be done. Mr. Hammond said
to a reporter: "] have nothing to say
against temperance societies. They did a
goo.l work. I say, Godspeed em. " But I
believe conversion alone secures completely
a man against the appetite. John It.
Gough told me some years ago that he
never knew but two men thoroughly in
the grasp of alcoholic appetite who, getting
free, remained free, except through the sav-
ing grace and help of Christ."

Found Concealed in a Cupboard.
Shortly after the garroting scene on L

street, between Ninth and Tenth. Wednes-
day evening, a lady livingin the immediate
vicinity rushed across the street to a neigh-
bor's house, ranc the door-bell violently,
and when she was admitted was so badly
frightened she could Hot speak. After a
time she stated in the most tracir manner
that while sitting in the dining-room ofher
home, her husband being down town, the
rear of the house was attacked by robbers,
they had tired a shot ihrou<;h the kitchen
window, they sought to kill the entire
family, and she knew thai by that time her
little children were murdered. The entire
family rushed across the street, armel with
brooms, canes and all kinds of weapons,
followed by the distracted woman. They
found the front door open, as the lady
had left it in her tlight. The
men folks, who by ttii- time had been re-
iniorced by <i'.nte a crowd, surrounded the
house to cut oft all avenues of escape, and
a thorough search of the premises was
made. The littleones were found quietly
sleeping in their crib. The old tom-cat
lay warming hims?lf in front of the grate,
while FSdo was dancing around, wonder-
ing if this was another surprise party.
There was no shattered window-pane— in
fact there was nothing to indicate that a
marauding party bad been in the neighbor-
hood. Ju-t as the party was giving up the
hunt and trying to assure the good lady
that she was mistaken, a lady called atten-
tion to the Cupboard. It was opened, and
ttiere stood the cause of all the tumult. A
large-sized jar of tomato catsup had blown
out its cork.

AN INDIGNANT COURT.
Police Judge Ilackley Spraks Bis Mind,

In the Police Tour: yesterday morning
when the case of Louise Monin was called,
W. A. Anderson appeared as counsel for
the women, and after expressing some sur-
prise at the arrest, moved for her dismissal. 1
Judge Buckley stated that he had caused
the arrest, and. in explanation of his action,
said that the defendant appeared Wednes-
day morning in the Court-building io an-
swer to two charges of "exhibiting," pre-
ferred against her the previous day. Whin
her name was called she failed to respond,
and her two *5 deposits were forfeited to the
city. The Judge said that he had been in-
formed that some one had deterred her
from appearing, under the threat that ifshe
did so, a charge of "vagrancy" would be
preferred against her, and she would be
driven from the city. "Iam aware," re-
marked the Court, "that since she testified
for the prosecution in tnis Court a few day.-
since, against the three men accused
nf living in hoOMfl of ill-fame, she has in-
curred the hatred of M. Ddbois, a::ii he
has threatened to drive her irom here be-
cause she dared to intes fere with his busi
ness of renting houses of ill-fame ;ind
testify against his tenants. Slie was. and
is an important witness against Wm.
Taylor, convicted in this Court of being a
Vagrant, and whose case is now on appeal
to the Superior Court. lam satisfied tb&t
Dubois wishes her away, that in the event
that Taylor should be granted a new trial
her damaging evidence would not be
used against him and others of his kind
who may be arrested, and concerning
whom she can say much to their discom-
fiture. Through his threats and persecu-
tion she was last evening induced to consent
to depart for New York, he agreeing to pay
her a certain sum of money for so doing.
I lelt that this was a shameful and an un-
warranted interference with the adminis-
tration of criminal law, and an attempt at
banishment, quite as disgraceful as the
slavery existing among certain Chinese. 1
accordingly issued a warrant for her arrest
upon one of the complaints charging her
with 'exhibiting,' (or the sole purpose of
exposing the methods employed by some
landlords of these houses to defeat the
ends of justice, and punish by arrest and
by exile their unfortunate women tenants
who dare appear in Court and testify
against vagrants living in disreputable
quarters. Such conduct must be stopped,
and the whole power of this Court will be
used to bring about sucli a result. lam
willingto continue this case until the Tay-
lor case can be decided, iv order that this
woman may be used as a witness ifneeded."

in this connection, W. A. Anderson sub-
mits the following: " That was a strange
order ofJudge Buckley, to arrest the French
woman Louise Monin. It was given as a
reason thai she is a necessary witness in
the vagrancy case of William Wilson. She
has given her testimony in that case, and a
verdict and judgment rendered True, an
appeal has been taken, but Section 1466 of
the l'enal Code provides that an appeal can
only be heard upon a statement. No wit-
nesses are ever allied or sworn. The ap-
pellate Court may either atlirm the judg-
ment or reverse it, and can order a new
trial—in the Superior Court only. But this
is a contingency too remote for the exer-
cise of any jurisdiction of the Police Court.
In misdemeanors triable in Police Courts.

and to the Point.

there is no authority or power vested in
those Courts to arrest or detain witnesses.
The only authority is in examination
case?, under Section 878 of the I'enal
Code, which, on the holding of a defend-
ant to answer, authorizes the Magistrate to
exact an undertaking from material wit-
nesses for their appearance at the trial in
the Superior Court.

" Whatever may be the suspicions of the
Judge as to the causing of Louise to leave
the city, he is in error as to the necessity of
her appearance on the appeal in the Wilson
case, and he has no legal power to hold
her, or admit her to bail for her appear-
ance at any such trial. The poor woman,
however, is the victim and is locked up in
default of friends or bail, ostensibly upon
charges of 'exhibiting,' and lor which
alleged offense she has already paid the
penalty. A search among the various
sections of the I'enal Code and the I'enal
Ordinances fails to disclose any such an

Bas exhibiting,' What is evidently
intended by this ambiguous charge is the
violation of a provision of Ordinance 17,
relating to women standing at or being in
the vicinity of the doors or window, of
disreputable houses. It wouldseem tobe
more in accordwithsubstanti.nl justice to
institute proceeding against the parties
who are alleged to have offended, if any
such there be. If any one has attempted
to dissucde a witness, or one who may be-
come a witness, from attending upon any
trial, he or she can be prosecuted under
Section 138 of the I'enal Code.

11 There is no necessity for :i cheap I
ti•>ii in holding an (admitted) innocent
creature under the pretext of being a ma-
terial witness, unless it is for the purpose
of a prosecution under Section 136 of the
Penal Code. Of course no successful pros-
edition could be made under the latter sec-
tion with regard to the Wilson vagrancy
case, because there is no trial or prosecu-
tion pending in which the woman is or
could be a witness at this time in such
mailer.

"The whole trouble in these matters
seems to be among the. ollicers. who
are exercising their vindictive spirits in or-
der to get even on one another, and thus
punishing Louise and Dubois.

"' The Bee had an extended item about
the privileges granted French Marie, the
woman who it is said was the starter of the
discord in the delectable precincts of L
street, by having Louise and another
woman arrested upon a charge of grand
larceny of a diamond pin, and referred to
the fact that Marie could be seen
every day upon the street, and tinmo-
lested. This will be news to the denizens
of that part of the city, as Marie left the
city more than three weeks ago, and, it is
needless to say, for the city's good."

SMALL-POX.
A Case of a Week's Standing Discovered

in a Lodging-House.

Yesterday morning a full-developed case
of small-pox was discovered in a lodging-
house on J street, between Second and
Third, next to Wells. Fargo & Co.'s build-
ing. l>r. Nichols, the Health Officer, had
heard a day or two ago that there was a
small-pox patient in the above lodging-
house, and he immediately proceeded to
investigate. Wednesday he entered the
lodging-house and inquired if a man by
the name of Lyons lived there. He was
greeted by an individual who said his
name was Lyons. Upon the surgeon's
telling the man his mission, the latter
laughed and said: "Well, if you think 1
have the small-pox, examine me.?' The
doctor did so. and could find no trace of
the disease on him, and. withdrawing, re-
ported to Mayor Gregory that the suspected
individual was not in the least sick. The
Mayor, however, thought that another ex-
amination would reveal something: but,
to his \u25a0 is&ppolntment, the same individual,
and not Lyons, was examined again, and
not a sign of the dreaded disease was per-
ceptible.

Yesterday morning; the Health Officer
and the Mayor and others received the
news that the case was trying to be con-
cealed and that if proper search was
made the alllioted man could be found.
Accordingly Dr. Nichols again went to the
boose, and this time he met the landlady
and inquired of her where Lyons roomed.
The lady pointed to the door of the room,
and as the doctor opened the door he saw
two men in the room. Approaching them,
he readily saw thai he had been deceived
by the man whom he had met on previous
vi.-its. The "genuine" Lyons was in the
room, and it was ascertained that the other
man was ncting as his nurse, Robert
Hilton, a half-Spanish, is the name of the
nurse, and he had worked his little game
of concealment almost to perfection. How-
ever, he laughed and said he did not want
to make the case public.

After the discovery, I>r. Nichols sent for
the ambulance wagon, which has been
lately fitted up comfortably. The small-
pox patient, Lyons, and Hilton, the lying
nurse, were made to enter the wagon nnd
were speedily driven out J street to the
pest-house.

The ambulance is an ordinary-sized
wagon, covered with black oilcloth, and is
almost air-tight. It is provided with
blankets and mattresses so that patients
can be carried without any injury.

As soon as the ambulance wagon was
seen at the place and its errand was made
known, the public generally gave the place
a wide berth. A bustle of excitement was
created down town, and before an hour had
passed, after the parties were taken to the
pest-house, everybody throughout the city
knew of the atFair.

It has been ascertained that the first one
to give notice of this case nasa lady who
resides in Washington. Hilton lives over
there, and while tending to his patient
would, during spare moments, go back and
fortli from the room to his house. About
three days ago he went across the river
and, stopping at a friend's house, he in-
formed the lady that he was attending to a
man that hail the small-pox. Upon receiving
this startling information Hilton was or-
U-red from the premises. The lady itnme
diately sent word to the authorities. Late
last evening it was rumored that Hilton
had gone from the hospital and was at his
home in Yolo. Such proved to be the
Eact, and the Mayor notified the police to
arrest the man ifhe again placed his foot in
Sacramento. The bridge-tender was also
notified to warn Hilton not to come into
Sacramento again. The citizens of Wash-
ington ought to take this individual, bind
him hand and foot and cast him in the
overflow back of town.
