TEACHERS' CONVENTION.

Fnrtlier I'repiiratlunfi for the Coming
Meeting liulueementfl lor Kxlilblts.

The Excursion Committee of the Na-
tional Educational Association met on
Wednesday evening, those present being
J. J. Haley. President; William White,
Secretary; .lamps O'Connor, Fred. If.
(lampbell, T. B. White, (ieor^c Metcalfe, J.
H. I'rior, A. L. Mann and D. H. Jackson.
Henry I.unstedt, Kred. Jones, M. Stern,
William H. Minturn, Samuel Miller, Hans
Kohltr atul William Center were added to
a committee whose duty it is to present the
views of ihe Excursion Committee with
regard to the best manner of securing the
advantage of the excursion rates to the
teachers of California. Two more will he
added (o Iliis committee l>y the President,

Mr. O'Connor was in favor of closing the
Rchoolsone week before the meeting nt the
National Association, so that the teachers
of thi'i city and of the State could be pres-
ent at the meeting. Several Other gentlemen
expressed their views on the inatter.saying
that the local teachers who went on excur-
sions with the Eastern teachers would
have extended to them the benefits of the
cheap excursion rates.

Fred M. Campbell announced that KK).-
--000 copies of a bulletin were tobe issued.
This bulletin would contain general in-
formation about California, the excursion
rates, steamship rates, programme of the
meeting ami other items of interest, and
it would be distributed throughout the
Kast and Colorado. The cost will be (6,000,
to be paid by advertisements.

Mr. (> Conner had prepared a circular to
be sent to all State and County Superin-
tendents and active educators generally
regarding the national exhibition ofschool
work in its various departments, prior and
during the session of the National Educa-
tional Association. The committee desires
to have such an exhibit of the work done
by the older anil more populous States
which are to be educationally united with
this State. A :>")U0 cash prize, with diploma,
willbe awarded to the State or Territory
sending the best representation in accord-
ance with the general plan already Issued,
and the committee trusts that some distant
State may thus be enabled to pay the ex-
penses of sending an excellent exhibit.
California will make the best exhibitshe
can, but will not compete for the prise.
The circular gives further the general rules
and Information concerning the exhibit.—

THE FLORIDA ORANGE CROP.
What a Southern Grower Thinks of th» ,

Northern Citrus Delt.
M. E. Gillttt, a leading orange-Riower of

Florida, and who spent several days in
Sacramento recently, and spoke at the Im-

provement Association meeting upon the
subject of planting sour orange trees as
shade trees, has been visiting San Fran-
cisco, and while there said to an Examiner
reporter:

" Iwas much pleased with what I saw
about Oroville in the way of orange-grow-
ing. I consider that region exceedingly
well adapted to oranges. The flowerof the
fruit is unusually fine, and if they can
staud as cold weaiher as you have had this
winter, which is now conclusively proved,
why. th«re is no fear about oranges any
winter in that region. In fact, the cold
spell will act as a stimulus.

" The orange trees in Florida two years
ago were injured somewhat by cold weather,
so that the following year we had but from
one-halt to two-thirds of a crop.

"Our trees are now in bloom an<l bloom-
ing very full. It looks as though we would
have a very fullcrop.

" Our lemon crop promises very big also.
The lemon industry is young. It is only
six or eight years since they were planted
at all, and the crop is proving more profit-
able than the orange, badness. Our lem-
ons come in just while there la&acardty
in the general market.

" We pick them green in Auizust, and put
them into a sweat-root and cure for about
two weeks, when they DOOM out bright and
yellow. Lemons are better picked green,
uiiil m this way they will keep for months.

"Orange and Lemon islands in Lake
Weir, which cover about fifty acres, when
the country was discovered, were almost
completely overgrown with wild oranges.
IVople went in tuid tried to clear them out

by cutting and destroying them in various
ways, but they could not succeed. Then
when people began to pay some attention
to oranges, they budded these wild ones
and soon produced a tine marketable
orange."

Mr. Gillett insists that the cold weather
of two years ago in Florida acted as a
stimulus to orange growing, and says that
it will take both Florida ami California to
supply all the oranges that are needed.
Eastern people are eating more of them,
and the " orange habit " is growing every-
where.

THE FISH MUDDLE.
J. I>. Holding Kxplulns the l«>i ;il of

the Suit AgaiiiHt .1. Romier.
The San Francisco OaU of ypsterday liad

the following: Judi;e Wallace a lew days
ago, on motion of the attorney for the
pluintiti, dismissed the suit of Joeeph 1).

KeddiiiK vs. Fish Commissioner Uoutier,
an action to declare the defendant a
usurper ofoffice. Mr. Koutier received his
commission during the administration of
the late Governor Jtartlett, and the present
Governor appointed as his successor Mr.
Bedding, bat the first named gentleman
declined to vacate the oflice. hence the
suit. It would appear from the dismissal
of the action that Mr. Redding had
abandonded the contest, hut in an inter-
view with Call reporter last evening he
stated that he had no such intentions.

"The reason 1 brought suit against Mr.
Hotitier for usurpation of otlice,' said Mr.
Redding, "was that when 1 presented my
credentials to the Fish ('oramissioners and
asked for a seat in the Board, Mr. Harvey
voted against my admission ami I was then
compelled to take legal proceedings, setting
forth my claims. A lew days ago, at the
request of Governor Waterman, I went to
Sacramento and was informed that he be-
lieved that the best interests of the State
required the reorganization of the Uoard of
Fish Commissioners, and that Mr. Harvey
of I,os Angeles should retire, in order that
some one might be appointed who would
act in harmony with Mr. Sherwood and
myself.

"He chose J. K. Orr, a gentleman well
known throughout the State, and well
qualiiied to till the position. Messrs. Sher-
wood, Orr and myself will organize and
proceed with the business of the Commis-
sion in a few days. When Governor Wiitei-
man appointed Mr. Orr I dismissed my suit
against Mr. Koutier, because 1 knew that
Messrs. Orr and Sherwood would recog-
nize my appointment, and we would con-
stitute the Hoard. Mr. Routier will have
to bring suit against me, ami Mr. Harvey a
suit against Mr. Orr if they desire to con-
test our appointments.

"The decision of .ludge Wallace in tho
Pilot Commissioners' case does not decide
the question of the Fish Commissioners.
The appointment In our case is laid down
inthe Political Code as being at the Gov-
ernor's pleasure, while in the Pilot Com-
missioners' case there are udditimia! sec-
tions of the Code possibly giving the Chief
Magistrate of the Stale further authority in
the premises. The Governor states thai he
willnot approve any of the bills of Mr.
Koutier or Mr. Harvey that may be here-
after presented ; therefore a contest on their
part would only clog the wheels of the
Commission, and prevent the work neces-
sary to keep alive one of the most import-
ant Industries of the State.''

A large Dumber of applications for ap-
pointment to the office <>l Chief I'airulnian,
left vacant by the death oi J. \V. Willage,
have lieeii received, and the new Commis-
sion will probably act on the matter at the
first meeting.
