
PURIFYING MUNICIPAL ATMOS-
PHERES.

Chinese and other lottery shops are
haying \u25a0 hard time of it in San Francisco.
That city has determined that her officers
shall not iind it convenient to "let things
run." The consequence is that the lottery
robber i^ hunted down. The police break
in hi* doors, they drop through skylight*,
into his innermost dens, they crawl in
upon him through windows, and come up
through trapdoors. They not only seize
the dealers and their money and tickets,
bat they cart of}" the spectators to the lock-
up, one night last week " nabbing " twenly-
uine in one den, and turning the prison
bolts upon them. For all which let San
Frandsoo official* be given due meed of
praise. Now the city authorities are "go-
ing for" the gambling fraternity with the
same vigor. The Supervisor's Committee
on Health and Police has resolved to pro-
hibit the maintenance of metal doors and
heavy barriers to the gambling dens
which the jtolice cannot batter down. The
CStJ Attorney has drawn and submitted an
ordinance that prohibits the hanging of
any door of greater thickness than two
inches in any building within the fire lim-
its, without permission of the Board ofSu-
perriaens, and forbids the securing of such
doors by bars or props, or any means other
than liolts or locks. Within ten days after
the passage of the ordinance, any such
doon now maintained must l>e removed
Whenever the Chief of Police or Chief
Engineer shall declare any door of a
greater tliiekmivs than two inches, which
may have l>een erected by permit of the
Board, to be an ofcstmetiaD. to the Fire De-
partment in extinguishing fires, such per-
mission shall be revoked, and the door
must be removed within ten days from no-
tice. This looks very much like " Itusi-
neN-,'" and may well serve as a suggestion
to the authorities of other cities to "join
the- [iffonfinn "

shall be deeply, sorely, grievously disap-
pointed in securing settlement among i:s of

lottery rabbetl are permittee! to prey upon
the Wage-eaXMM of the community. It
should not l»e necessary as in the case of
the drfaeee Intlillfand gamblers, for the
BbCOBB-Ukioh to jiointout where other
o:!"".tiers can be found. Let the Police
Commission continue in well doing and
clean the moral atmosphere by some vig-
orous activity. No one ezpedi to make
anybody dm rsl, decent or re-]>ci'table, l>y
hiw. or enforcing law; but society has a
rifrlit to tiie removal of temptation from
the path of youth, the weak and suscepti-
ble, to sqnander their earnings in lottery
and other gaining. It has a risht to de-
mand th:\t these OBenaea be driven out and
brtiken uj>, as (an be done by commn-
nity with com age ; nou^h to exist.

Senator Butler said to the committee
that conceding the propriety of incorporat-

[ ing any prohibition of polygamy and
i bigamy in the State Constitution, he
1 thought that under the present national
! Constitution the Government had no right
thereafter to control the matter. Ile ad-
mitted that if the Territory were to come

! in under the present provision in its Con-
stitution, then Congress and the President
would have the right to interfere, but he
for one did not propose to admit a State
with any such right of interference. Sen-
ator Butler's idea may be born of a view of
our Government not entertained uni-
formly, but as applied to Utah his conclu-
sion that after the admission of the Terri-
tory Congress would have the right to in-

j terfere is sound. But of what use
i would that be ? There would in al'
probability be no cause given for
interference; no amendment of the
Constitution would be attempted)

i for the simple reason that, as it now stands'
j it is all the polygamous Mormons want. It
was not adopted with the intention ot sup-
pressing polygamy. It makes it a mere
misdemeanor, and after conviction does not
provide for punishment if the polygamous
relation is resumed. Congress, therefore,
would be unable to interfere in any way,
however well established her right to do
so. 1 lere would be a free and independent
State, with a Constitution approved by
Congress, and yet evading its spirit. How
could the Federal Government proceed to
compel the State of Utah into sincerity and
abandonment of polygamy, when it has
been unable to do so with full control of
the Territory? Ex-Senator McDonald
argued that the power of Congress to com-
pel submission to any regulation with regard
to the marriage relation was not impaired
by an admission to Statehood. He cited
the case of LooisSOa, where it was secured
as a condition to her admission. lie argued
that Congress had a. right to protect our
civilization. Provisions against polyganiv (

and bigamy have been incorporated in the
Constitution, anil the history of the past
showed that provisions so fixed were effect-
ive. This is all true, but the case of Utah
is phenomenal, and not to be judged by
ordinary standards. The right policy of
the Government is to adopt the views of
the majority of the Utah Commission, and
make admission dependent upon urefa-
tory works by the Mormons as evidences of
sincere abandonment, rather than upon
evasive constitutional declarations.

Tiik argument had on Wednesday by
the Representatives and Senators from the
Pacific coast before the Senate sub-Com-
mittee on Foreign Relations, on the ques-
tion of restriction of Chinese immigra-
tion, portends good for this side of the
Union. The Pacific delegation was out-
spoken in its demands, and it is evident
made a, deep impression upon the sub-
committee. It is noticeable that our Sen-
ators and Representatives no longer give
much time to arguing the question of the
desirability of excluding the Chinese;
they now devote their attention mainly to
legislative and other methods to be em-
ployed. This is certainly due to their
conviction that there has been a great
change in the sentiment of the East for
the better, and that the California demand
for exclusion is now understood, and is re-
ceived as that of an intelligent and reso-
lute people who are not to be answered by
sentimental gush about the brotherhood of
man, and this heritage of ours being the
refuge for the outcasts of the world. It is
no more thrown inlo our faces that we are
" Western rowdies," and that the cry for
exclusion is the voice of the sand-lot, ig-
norance, and inhumanity. Still, the East
is not yet wholly convinced, and we need,
while pressing our demands, to relax no
activity in disseminating the truth con-
cerning the non-assimilability of the Chi-
ne*e with this people, the menace that
their presence constitutes to indus-
trialinter ate, and the obstacle it is to pro-
gressive endeavors. *

Thk San l'"ranciaco ArgoruaUsajH:
There is no propriety in arguing 11 question

that has advaured to demonstration. The Chi-nese unioiiK us in California are a demonstrated
evil, not an unmitigated one; their danger lies
ill their crimes and their virtues ; they are our
inferiors and superiors. We have passed the
line of argument-, and content ourselves with
the assertion that the unrestricted immigration
of Chinese will,iv time, enable them to eat us
Up. They will lower our standa:<l ofciviliza-
tion, arrest our national progress, and destroy
our republican form of government. We ure
not speaking of California, but of the United
Slates ofAmerica.

It is true that the day for argument of
the question has, in one sense, paused. In
another it i.s just at hand. The sentiment
of our brethren at the East, once appar-
ently immovably fixed in opposition to us,
now wavers, and, indeed, in some quartets,
has come over to the right view. But
there is need still for argument, for prose-
lyting labor, for urgency at the East. The
light of experience upon the question in
which Californians live is but feeble at the
East, as yet, but the time i.s ripe for mak-
ing it effulgent there, and we must not
neglect the duty in that direction ifsuccess
is to be attained. We have entered uj>on

a Presidential year, which affords us .1

new and favorable opportunity to move
upon one claw of men who in such a
season are more susceptible to our pleading
than at any other, and we will Ik- more
than foolish if we let it slip by unim-
proved.

The San Francisco Bulletin says : "In
less the President Ls belied he fully re;il-"
izes the value of a disciplined political
force like the internal revenue officials
during the coming campaign. Their parti-
sanship in his cause is not to be deemed
' oilensive,' nor their activity to secure

his rc-elertion 'pernicious.' 1' There are
3,500 internal revenue employes; they con-
stitute a lowirful working force for advo-
cacy of Mr. Cleveland's claims.

FOREIGN TOPICS.

DISCOURAGING SEWS FROM THE
CROWN PRIXCE.

Russia Openly Exposes Her Hand—
A London Political Mystery

—The Great Armies.

RUSSIA'S AIMS.

The Czar Cornea Out Openly and De-
clares His Intentions.

Berlin. February 19th.— Prince Bis-
marck has obtained trom Count Shouvalow,
the Russian Embassador here, a definite
declaration of the Czar's demands with
reference to Bulgaria. No secret is made
of the exact character of the proposals nor
of the official opinion that they will be
summarily rejected. The Czar asks a sub-
stantial recognition of the rights of Russia
to control Bulftiria aud Roumania. Prince
Ferdinand and the Sobranje are to be wiped
out, and a Russian Commissioner with a
Tuikish colleague is to reorganize the Gov-
ernment and army and control the election
for a new Sobranje.

Russia further claims the right to occupy
the principality until the Czar deems it
proper to withdraw his troops. The im-
possible nature ofthese demands aggravates
the situation.

It is reported that Prince Bismarck has
advised Count Schouvalow to urge the Rus-
sian Government to refrain from officially
presenting them to Austria, on the ground
that they would certainly meet with per-
emptory rejection without discussion.

The military preparations ofAustria and
Germany now approach a condition of
readiness. As an adjunct to the treaty of
alliance a plan has been agreed upon"for
the co-operation of the allied forces.
When the campaign opens there will be
three armies in the field, one consisting of
the First or East Prussian Corps, the Fourth
or West Prussian. Corps, the Fifth or Poseu
Corps and the Sixth or Silesian Corps, and
willbe under the command of the Prince
William.

AL'STKIA AND UERMANA READY.

The second army, led by the King of
Saxony, will consist of the Saxon con-
tingent and ttie Austrian troops stationed
in Galicia and Bohemia. The third arinv,
under Archduke Albrecht of Austria, will
be composed of the bulk of Hungarian
and Austrian troops, and will form the
southern corps.

IfFrance enters the tield this plan will
be modified, but the German and Italian
armies mobilized are relied onto dispose of
the French.

NOT IMPROVING.
Kather Depressing Accounts of the Crown

Prince's Condition.
Berlin, February 19th.—The officjfcilbul-

letin concerning the condition of the Crown
Prk.ee to-day, says : "The wound in the
throat presents a more favorable appear-
ance, and is gradually closing. His cough
is the same as yesie'iday, and there is a
little more expectoration. The patient's
appetite is excellent.''

Another report says the cough is trouble-
some, and that the expectoration is tinted
with olood.

IT PROBABLY MEANS MUCH MORE.
San Kemo, February 10th.—Midnight—

The Crown Prince is somewhat better. His
cough is less troublesome. Although getting
on fairly he does not show his average
power oi recuperation.

A GERMANSCANDAL.
Alleged Keatiou i». Delaying the Opera-

tion ou the I ruivu Prince.
London, February :!Uth.—There is likely

soon to be an explosion of German wrath
over ilie Cruwn Prince's bed. It seems
that the Germans have a notion that Sir
Monetl Mackenzie, at Ihe beginning of the
Prince's illness, refused to perform an op-
eration, tearing immediate fatal results.
Ha ijoped that oy keeping the Prince alive
the Emperor might die first, and by the ac-
cession of the Prince to the throne the
English Crown Prince*.-) would attain im-
perial rank ami an immense fortune, which
she would uiisj il her husband died before
his lather. This suspicion of a conspiracy
to benefit the English is expected soon to
Sod expression.
