A TAN GAME RAIDED.

•' Fish of One and Fowl of Another."
About 8 o'clock last evening oflicer

Frazee became aware that some Chinese
were conducing a lan g.inie on the south
side of I street near Tiiird, in an establish-
ment formerly used for a lottery shop. At
a favorable moment he surprised the
game and cap!nrcd the dealer and a com-
plete layout, bnt .the players escaped by
mingling with a crowd of spectators. The
oflicer touk his prisoner and the spoils
to the station-house, where the former
p;ve the Dame of Ah On, end the
latter was found to consist of $47 25. a
number of "chips," some Chinese coins, a
large ba<; of white glass buttons, and a trsy
TO hold the entire onttit. Shortly after the
arrest George K. Rider, the Deputy Sheri3
who looks after the interests of a beat in
Chinatown, appeared at the station-house,
followed by two sleek Mongolians, and
asked what charge had been placed against
the prisoner. He was informed that the
Chuiaman would bp prosecuted for gaming.
Whereupon Mr. liider waxed hotly indig-
nant, saying, " Yes, they arrest a poor
Ohinoman and allow five "orsix faro games
to run unmolested, although they well
know where they are." He continued for
a time in this indignant strain concerning
what lie denominated au outrage. He then
took the Chinamen who accompanied him
before Judge Buckley, and they gave bonds
for the prisoner, in the sum of $500, for b/sappearance in Court on Thursday morning.

When asked what wr.s the technical
name of the game for which the layout
was used, Rider replied in a surly, snappish
manner as if the question was very inI-
pertinent. "How do I know ? I know
nothing about it." and in a very rude tone
added, "You had better ask detective Fra-
zee about it." Mr. Rider's logic concern-
ing the consistency of the police in
"bouncing" Chinamen and allowing white
men to run games undisturbed, is irrefut-
sble. While his indignation over the dis-
turbance of his Chinese wards is somewhat
pardonable, he might cultivate with profit
a more courteous demeanor towards such
of his fellow men as venture to ask him
for information. Interference with the
customary revenues from Chinese gam-
bling is not, however, well intended to
make interested parties amicable.

Yesterday was the first day of the change

The men listen atten-
tively and keep perfect order and quiet
during the service.

The evening open air service was
held last night under the electric lights in
front of Weiustock, Lubin <fc Co.'s. Agreat
crowd gathered. I*ed by the organ, the
ministers and ladies sing. Mr. Hammond
talks a little while, leaves the meeting to
the ministers and mounts his horse and
gallops off to open the pavilion meeting.
Last night Rev. Mr. Lockard, of Dixon,
and Rev. Mr. Davis, of Los Angeles, ad-
dressed the meeting. They urged the
reasonableness of Christianity, and invited
all to accept Jesus as a Savior. This meet-
ing closes at 7:30 sharp. Many of the
crowd follow to the pavilion.

THE TAVILION MEETING

Was opened with prayer by Key. Mr.
Lockard, of Dixon. The announcements
for the week were made, as follows : To-
night, sermon on " The Divinity of Jesus
Christ;" Thursday night, sermon to law-
yers, with an account of the conversion of
Hon. Thomas A. 1). Fessenden ; Saturday
night, sormon to men only: Sunday after-
noon, grand children's rally at Old Pa-
vilion Hall.

Mr. Hammond read portions of the 21st
:iml 22d chapters of Revelation- John's
vision of heaven. He emphasized the
glory of heaven, specially by contrast with
earth and beautifully of the delightful ex-
perience he has had in the contrast of
chilly Denver and snow-robed New Kng-
land with the oranges and lemons and
flowers and the balmy air of this Sacra-
munto valley in February. " But," said
he, " this is nothing compared with the de-
lightsome and transporting contrast be-
tween heaven and earth th.it tiie revelator
almost bankrupts human language iv at-
tempting to describe."' He said his sub-
ject was the

lii heaven. "My text is Ps. cxii., 0: 'The
righteous shall be held in everlasting re-
membrance,' that is, those who have seen
themselves as unrighteous in (iod's sight
and have accepted his provision ol right-
eousness through Jesus Christ, these shall
be remembered fur ever and ever. It is a
natural impulse of the human heart to de-
sire to be rtmembered; we see this more in
England and on the continent of Kurope
than here. Men there build monuments
of remembrance, such as Napoleon built
at Boulogne, but after a few hundred
years they crumble. Here is promise of
everlasting remembrance. Can you define
eternity, or tell how long itwilltake to get
to it. Time is only an inch long, it is only
a mile to death, but it is a million of miles
beyond it. Here Goil promises that you
may be remembered that long. And it is
a specially desirable kind of remembrance
that is offered here. Men are often remem-
bered in the earth in execration; this is a
remembrance in affection. Where? On
earth ? no, the best are first forgotten here,
but in Heaven, by God himself, and by
those with whom we have been in associa-
tion here in the earth, with whom we have
taken sweet counsel in cur tryiug pilgrim-
age. The Bible is full of this assurance.
As to God himself, it is said that he has
graven the very names of his saints on his
hands, and as to Jesus Christ, who loved
us here so much as to bear so much for us,
the buffeting nnd scourging in Pilate's
Hall, the mocking on the cross ot Calvary,
the crown of thorns, and the cruel nailing
to the tree, of him it is said, ' having loved
his own he loved them to the end.' and
'neither life nor death, nor principalities
nor powers, nor things present, nor things
to come, nor hight, nor depth, nor any
other creature shall be able to separate
from the love of God that is in Christ
Jesus.' Yet men often have no love for
this in return, they love everybody but
Jesus.

We have known and labored with on the
earth ? Yes. Some one asked Simigeon
this question. He answered. 'Why should
we not know them?

Will Contested
The contest over the will of Frederick

Appei, who died June 26, ISS7, in the vicin-
ity of the County Hospital, was on trial he-

j fore Judge Van Fleet and a jury yesterday
j The facts of the case appear to be as fol-
I lows : Appel was an old resident of this

city and well-known among the German
population. Previous to his death he stated
that he did not intend to leave his heirs
any property, because they had not treated
him properly. When near the end of life
he had his attorney, Mr. Johnson, prepare
his will, in which he bequeathed to George
E. Kuchler $500. to be applied on the in-
debtedness due the estate; to A. Flohr his
own note of $500; to JacobGerbert his own
notes aggregating $1,890, six lots in the
Capital Homestead Association, a black
marc, sulky, harness, etc. To John Ker-
win his own note for $100, and to Chris
Weisel $500. The will named Chris Lages
as executor and was witnessed by Louis
and Herman .Leiuibach. The contestants,
two sisters of the deceased, by their attor-
neys, Catlin & White, claim that Appel
executed the will under menaces and
threats; that he did not declare the docu-
ment as his last will and testament, and
that by long continued sickness he was in-
competentto executethe will.And further-
more, that the will was prepared in the city
of Sacramento, and taken to thn home of
Appel and there signed by him; that at the
time of signing the will deceased did not
know its contents, and that the will was
never read to him. The contestants pray
that the will be declared void, and that the
property be distributed to the rightful heirs.
The entire day yesterday was consumed in
taking testimony. The ease will be argued
and submitted to the jury Thursday.

Amador County to the Front.
Senator Caminetti, of Jackson, called at

the Recobd-Union office yesterday. He
says the outlook for Amador county is
very bright, and from the number of vine-
yards and orchards that are being put out,
at no distant day that county will take a
frontrank in the production of wine and
fruits. He says Professor Hilgard, of the
State University, went up last Friday to
Jackaon and spent Saturday in looking
arouud among the ranches of that vicinity,
with a view of selecting a location for the
Eroposcu viticultural station. He expressed

imself as being agreeably surprised at the
general appearance of the country and the
cmality of the soil, as he had formed an
idea that Amador county was composed
mainly of barren hills that had been
washed over by miners in early days, and
was not worth much for agricultural pur-
poses. He found several places that would
be suitable for the location, but did not de-
cide defi-.itely upon the exact location. He
selected specimens of soil from several dif-
ferent localities* to be taken below and
tested by scientific analysis before the final
location i3made. He seemed to think the
future prospects of the foothills were very
bright, as they are especially favore<l in re-
gard to soil, climate and water.
