A Witness Gives

DIMMIG.

Damaging Evidence
Against Him and Mrs, Zeising.

SAN Francisco, February 24th.— The
most important and direct testimony that
has yet been brouzht forward by the prose-
cution in the Dimmig case was adduced
this morning, when Dr. D, L. Harlow was
called to the stand. On Saturday, October
224, he had left the Fountain Theater, and
when he had reached the corner of Kearny
and Geary streets, the strange behavior of
a party of three attracted his attention.
On the sidewalk on Geary street, near
Kearny, a man and a2 woman were trying
to induce anotber man to go up the street
with them. He was without his hat, which
the woman held in her band. ** I want my
hat,” said the one whom the witness spoke
of as the lone man. *I want to go home.
I ought to have been home long ago.” The
man then spoke roughly to him, and as
this proved unavailing, the woman took
him by the arm, saying to the man who
seemed to be her accomplice, * This must
be done to-night, if at all.”” The face of
the lone man denoted a mingling of anx-
iety and sorrow. The witness watched the
strange perfermance for fully fifteen min-
utes, concealing himself behind a post.
When he left the spot the man and woman
were still engaged in trving to induce the
third person to go with them.

“ Did vou see the face of that man and
woman ?” asked Mr. Deuprey.

‘ I did, distinetly,” answered the witness.

“ Do you see any one in this Court-room
who resembles that man ?”’

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FORTUNATE DISCOVERY.

A Plot to Murder a Jailer and Release
Nixty Prisoners.

SAN BerNarpiNo, February 24th.—About
10 o'clock yesterday a general search and
renovation was made of the County Jail
by Sherift Cole and bhis deputies, and a
striking discove made, which, had it
slumbered for an r twenty-four hours,
might have cost some one his life. Every-
thing progressed favorably till the cell of
Walter D. Steymus was reached, when the
discovery was made of the most daring plot
ever planned for a general delivery of sixty
prisoners. The first thing was a sack with
a cord arranged to close it tightly, and this
was to have been placed over the head of
the deputy who locks the prisoners in their
cells at night, which of course would have
been death.

The next was the discovery of a large
number of nails, wires, pieces of steel, etc.,
beaten into various shapes with which one
could unlock any door in the jail. The
plan was to “ sack "’ tbe deputy, open the
doors and all hands leave last night.

Steymus’ father is said to be residing in
New York, and to be a millionaire. The
prisoner is 24 vears old and a very shrewd
fellow, and gives the name of Frank Taylor.

Pacific Railroad Matters — Ham-
mond Starts for Home—Alleged
Timber Frauds.

THE CEXRTRAL PACIFIC.
C. P. Huntington Sends a Letter to the |
House Heailroad Committee.

WasningToN, February 24th. — The |
House Committee on Pacific Railways re- |
ceived a letter from C. P. Huntington this !
morning. In it he calls atiention to the
fact that he was prevented, by reason of
interruptions, from giving a full answer ai
his last hearing to the question putas to
what the Central Pacific Railroad has done
oward paying its deobt at maturity. He, |
therefcre, thinks it advisable to make it in
writing. After a resume of the ineffectual
efforts of the Government and company to
provide for the debt, he tells how the Di-
rectors of the company in 1878 resolved to
create a sinking fund in their own treasury
to meet its debts. It is now apparent, he
says, ‘‘ that the money could not be made
to earn 8 per cent., as was anticipated,
Nevertheless, a considerable fund would
have accumulated by 1898, more than half
the entire debt would be paid, and the
whole would have been seitled in the early
part of the twentieth century, after which
the whole net earnings would have gone to
the stockholders, so that whether my as-
sertion was right or not, would have made
but little difference.”

Continuing, he says: *The passage of
the Thurman Act followed, and this, of
course, puts an end to the company’s own
voluntary eiforts, as we could not pay
money into the United States Treasury
and also invest it elsewhere. Congress
thus took the matter in its own hands, and
the result has been to impound a consider-
able sum in the United States Treasury
which ought to have been earning 5 or 6
per cent., but which has virtually earned
nothing, as it is to-day doubtful whether
as many dollars will be gotten out of the
fund as have been put into it by the com-
pany. Finally, it was impossible for the
Central Pacific Company to repay the
United States loan and the interest upon it
and at the same time to take careof its
first mortage bonds and the interest there-
on. within the short space of three years,
unless it had control of the traffic of the
territory it traversed.

“ When it became clear that other com-
peting roads to the Pacific coast. more lib-
erally aided than the first road, were soon
to be completed, it was evident that both
the first mortage and subordinate liens
must be postponed for a long time. For
reasons which were no doubt satisfactory,
the Government impaired the carrying ca-
pacity of the road and thereby its security
for the debt. This was a matter over
which the Governmenti had control and in-
quiry. It ought not now to seek to make
that impairment good at the expense of
the party injured by it, viz., the company.”

HIS LIFE AND DEEDS.
WasHingToN, February 24th.—W. W.
Corcoran died this morning at 6:30 o’clock.
Jorn at Georgetown, December 27, 1798, he
laid the basis of his great fortune under the
firm name of Corcoran & Riggs, bankers,
by floating Government bonds during the
Mexican War. He is best known asa
public benefactor and philanthropist. In
1847 he purchased thesite of Oak Hill
Cemetery, Georgetown, expended about
$120,000 in improving it, and presented the
cemetery to his native town. The Corcoran
Gallery of Art he established in 1857,
spending about $300,000 in fitting it
up, and in addition establishing an
endowment fund of mnearly $1,000000
for its benefit, and transferred his
entire collection of paintings, statuary
and works of art. Another of his gifts is
the Louise Home, founded in memory of
his wife and intended asa home for aged
women of refinement and education, who,
by reverses of fortune, have been reduce
from affluence to poverty. The building
cost about $200,000 and has an endow-
ment fand of about $300 000. Corcoran
also made large gifts to the Washington
Orphan Asylam, Columbia University and
many institutions in the South. He also
gave $100,000 to the Church of the Ascen-
sion of this city. To the University of Vir-
ginia he made gifts amounting to $200,000,
beside a library of about four thousand
volumes.

A PRISON CELEBRATION.
How the Convicts at Folsom Observed
Washington’s Birthday.

A Recorp-UN1oN representative was dis-
paiched to the Folsom State Prison last
Wednesday to attend the celebration held
by the inmates of the prison in honor and
commemoration of the Birthday of the
Father of his country. The arrival at the
prison was made after an hour’s ride across
the valley and into the foothills, on one of
the loveliest mornings, and over a section
bright with the verdure of opening spring.

At the prison everything was in perfect or-
der, and the grounds to the eye presented a
charming view. " The lawns are thor-
oughly well kept, and are especially beauti-
ful after therecent rains, succeeded by these
glorious sunshiny days. Thereare not many
flowers in bloom at present, as the plants
have been recently trimmed up, but the
promise for full floral wealth is seen on
every hand. The garden presents a most
pleasing aspect to the eye. Itisin a min-
ature valley, surrounded on three sides by
grass-grown slopes over fifty feet in hight.
On the eastern slope the gardeners have
planted various small, low-growing plants
of different hues in the forms of anchors,
crosses, Grand Army badges, etc., and
when the flowers are in full bloom these
designs will be very handsome, and be a
very striking feature in the landscape of
the prison grounds. The drives and walks
are as smooth and bhard as cement
walks, and almost as serviceable. The
cell buildings are well kept, and the
new addition, erected by the prisoners, is
almost completed. The building work of
the prisoners is admitted to be much
superior to the original work of the con-
tractors that erected the main buildings.
The courses are more evenly laid and better
pointed, and the blocks of granite are more
uniform in size and fitted much closer to-
gether. It was in this building that the
celebration of the day was held. In one
corner a large stage, some thirty feet wide,
bad been erected and was inclosed on three
sides by cloth partitions. It was fitted

They made their own costumes, and all
the characters assumed were original with
them. The performance opened with the
usual first part of a wminsirel show, with

composed of prisoners, and rendered very
creditable music, demonstrating that they

nished to other instruments. The compo-
sition of the orchestra was: J. Clark,
piccolo; F. W. Smith, clarionet; Frank
Wilson, first B-flat cornet; W. E. Green,
second B-flat cornet; E. C. Burke, first vio-
lin; John Brennan, second violin: W.
