MILITARY KOTOS.

The Cadet Company Inspected—Captain
fflwwNot to iCcM-n.

Dunne the past, week scarcely anything
of interest has transpired in military cir-
cles. The Captains of the different com-
panies are enlisting new material, and the
company Quartermasters are sorting out
the guns which are to be returned to the
Adju:.i::t(iineral.

plan without more definite information.

by consultation with those who would be
likely to require such labor. We recom-
mend tl'i- appointment of a committee of
fiveto act with Mr. Langly, whoseduty shall
be to investigate the whole question in all
its bearings, and interview such persons as
employ laborers and all persons that would
be interested, and after obtaining the neces-
sary information to formulate such a plan
as would be likely to meet the views of
those whom it is desired to interest, and re-
port the same at a public meeting to be
called for said purpose as soon thereafter
.%* practicable."

Along the Railroad.
The Piactrville Republican of yesterday

says : "We are again able to report pro-
gress in the operations of the railroad.
The bridge over Webber creek is completed,
and it is truly a magnificent specimen of
the mechanical arc. The exact dimensions
are found to ue 880 feet in length and 111'
feet (1 inches in night. The center span,
which is the largest, is 90 feel long, and is
crowning eight inches in the middle. The
.spaiis are of the truss pattern. There a:e
two sets of rails, together with an outside
girder of timbers, to guaid against the pos-
sibility of a car or a locomotive running off
in the event of an accident that would
cause the wheels to leave the track. The
construction train is now running across
the bridge loaded with supplies for the
completion of the road to the depot
grounds, which are about three miles from

it and watch the trams as they cross and re-
cross. Tnose who have ridden ."cross the
structure say that there is not a perceptible
vibration or deflection in tte timbers, and

SIGNAL SERVICE.

BRIEF HISTORY AS TO ITS OBIUO
AMI GROWTH.

interesting and Useful Branch, of
Government Service-The Sacra-

mento Station— lnstruments.

[By Sergeant J. A. Warwick. V. B. Signal Beryioe
Observer.]

General Albert J. Myers, United State*
Army, was the father of the Weather De-
partment of the Signal Beryioe in the
I nited States. In his annual report for
the fiscal year ending .June 30. 1871, he
says concerning the origin of this service :

"On November 1, 1870, at 7:35 a.m.,
Washington GUy time, the Bret system-
atized synchronous meteoric reports ever
taken in the United States were received
from the instruments by the Observer-Ser-
geants of the Signal Service at twenty-
foal stations, and placed upon the telegraph
wires for transmission. With the delivery
of these reports at Washington, D. C, and
at the other cities and posts to which it
had been arranged they should he sent,
which delivery was made by '•' \. m.. com-
menced the practical working of this di-
vision of the Signal .Service in this country.

"The pleasant feeling with which tile
service was everywhere recognised, and the
aid everywhere tendered and rendered the
office, arc known to the Secretary of War.
On the first day of report the tabular
bulletin rejiorts were bulletined and fur-
ni-hed at twenty-lour cities. The organi-
zation and instruct ion-- seem to have been
sufficiently minute to guard against acci-
dent or error, and the form and plan com-
menced with the tirst morning report lias
continued without need of alteration, as
that under which the labor of the past
year has been conducted."

General Myers con tinned as Chief of the
Signal Service until his death, which oc-
curred on the 24th of August, 1880. He
was succeeded by General W. B.Hazen,
who. after nearly seven years service as
head of the Department, died on January
16, 1887, was succeeded by General A. W.

• ireely, the present Chief Signal Officer.
To -how the growth of the Signal Serv-

ice within sixteen years, we will give the

number of stations now in operation. As
will be remembered, the service started
with twenty-four stations on November 1,
IS7O, and at the close of the fiscal year
ending June 30, 18Si>, (ieneral (Jreelyre-
ports 452 stations, 1(50 of which send re-
ports daily by telegraph.

It was early seen that stations on the [
Pacific slope would be useful, and they i

were established and rejiorts commenced
as follows: San Francisco, February 2,
1871; Portland, Or., and San Diego, Cal.,
November 1,1S71; Sacramento, Bed Bluff,
Los Angeles and Visalia, .July 1, 1N77.

Since that time there has been (|iiitr \u25a0
number of stations established all along
the northern Pacific coast, and several in
California. It willIk-seen that from the serv-
ice of giving general warning of the ap-
proach of storms in 1870 it enlarged in
scope until in 1886 the approach of floods,
frosts and cold waves we c announced, j
Also forewarnings were given as to the di-
rection from winch severe gales were to l>e
expected along the Atlantic coast and the
Great Lakes. Special reports for the in- ]
terests of the cotton belt region have been
added and a sea coast telegraph line, as
well as other telegraph lines in the Terri-
tories. The United States Signal Service
also co-operates with more than twenty i

State weather services, and thus the in- j
creased benefit derived from the Signal I
Service now, B8 compared with that of six- I
teen years ago, is extremely great and still 'increasing.

TJIK I.NSTIUMKXTS lsF.l>.

The signal office at Sacramento is
supplied with two mercurial barometers,
two standard or exposed thermometers,
two wet, two maximum, two minimum
thermometers, two anemometers for ob-
taining the velocity of the wind, one self-
register for the anemometer, two rain
and one snow gauge—the latter very
seldom used. These instruments are all
carefully compared with the standards at
the chief signal office, before being sent
out to the different Signal Service stations.

Six observation* are taken daily—a 4,
9 and 11 a. m.: 12 m., sunset and 7r. m.

D. C. Three observation* daily, with all
the instruments named, are made, as also
concerning the clouds and their movement-,

The Lieutenant makes two predictions
every day, covering an advance period of
."."J hours each.

THEKKOXBTEB READING&
The thermometers, dry, wet, maximum

and minimum, are placed in a latticed
shelter on the roof (as seen in the annexed
cut, near the front of the building , the
bottom raised above the roof ten feet, and

' the north. This exposare of the
instruments is to prevent :i> much :: pos-
sible the effects of radiation and reflection
from other objects, as that would have a
tendency to vitiate the readings. This is
to obtain an accurate record of the tempi :-
attire of the air.

Till: WKT THEttMOMETEB
Is the same aa the dry. with the exception
that it is kept wet by wrapping a piece of
thin muslin around the !ml!>. and securing
it there by a thread tied both above ana
below. A hollow piece ofwicking is drawn
over the niii-liu-covered bulb, with it-
lower end resting in \u25a0 cop of water, either
distilled or rain water. By capillary at-
traction the water ascends the wickiup-.
and keeps the bulb of the thermometer al-
ways most; and, as evaporation produces
cold, the wet thermometer always reads
less than die dry one,except during a very
dense fog, or an excessive and continuous
rain-storm, when occasionally thetwo ther-
mometers willread alike, indicating a com-
plete saturation of the air in the vicinity
of the instruments.

Till: MAXIMt.M TEHFERATUBE
of the day is obtained from aself-register-
ing rnstmment, and of course .-hows the
highest temperature reached in the 24
hour-. The thermometer used for show-
ing the maximum has the bore of the
tube just above the bnlb, somewhat con-
tracted, and when the heat of the day
expands the mercury in the bulb it forces
it up and through this smaller aperture,
which continue- to rise as long as tin.-
temperature increases. When the great-
est heat of the day has been reached, am!
the air grows cooler, the mercury in the
bulb contracts, allowing all below the
smaller portion of the bore ot the tube to
recede into the bulb, while the mercury

that was forced through this aperture dur- I
ing the day remains above it; and the !
greatest heat of the '24 hours i- found by
reading the figures at the end of the eol-
uinu of mercury fartherest from the bulb.
It is then reset by whirling it aronnd
several times. This thermometer as well
as the minimum, is placed in a horizontal
position.

TIIK MINMMI'M THKBStOMETBH
llms its tube filled with alcohol, and in-
setted in this liquid is a small L'lass rod
\u25a0boot half an inch in length and a little
smaller than the bore of the tube. This
index is immersed in the column of
alcohol, but must be brought in contact
with the extremity of the column. The
capillary adhesion between alcohol and
glas.s causes the jod to be Carried along
with the alcohol when the latter contracts
by cold. After the lowest temperature
has been reached and the alcohol begins
to expand from increasing heat, it passes
)_v the littleglass rod, leaving it at that
IHiint to which the alcohol carried it. To
Bod the lowest temperature, the figures at
the end of this glass rod fartherest from
the bulb willbe noted. This thermometer
is reset by raising the bulb to nearly a
horizontal position, thus allowing the glass
index to run down to the end of the
alcohol.

TUX VELOCITY OF THK WIND
is obtained from the anemometer, which
consists of four metallic cups in the form
of hemispheres att iched to the two arms,
crossing each other at right angles, and are
suprnirted so as to turn freely about a verti-
cal axis. These cups, as will be Been in the
aceompanyingcut. are placed upon the dome
of the observatory upon the rear end of the
building. Whenever these cups make 500
revolutions they register a mile by elec-
tricity upon a prepared sheet of paper in
the office below, and by this self-register
the wind's velocity can always Ik-obtained,
it being a continuous self-registering in-
strument.

The rain and snow gauge, for the meas-

urement of the amount of i>rccipit-itiou in
the shape of lie. dew, snow, ruin. hail,
sleet and frost, is also upon the roof ol the
building.

The direction of the wind i< obtained
808 the large wind-TSIM seen in tlie cut
near and to one side of the observatory on
tiie roof. A rod from this tone exti•!»!>
into the office, and upon the lower end is
placed a small gilded arrow, :::u\ upon the
ceiling is painted the eight cardinal points
of the compass, adjusted to the true merid-
ian. The direction or point from which
the wind I.lows i< thus obtained. This is
not a self-registering instrument, but those
which do register are in tue a! tin chief
Signal office at Washington and also at a
few other iioints.
