Increasing Demand for Nevada C'emutv

Nevada City, February 26th.—The com-
pany of capitalists who recently purchased
of the Nevada County Land and Improve-
ment Association SOU acres of foothill fruit
land, situated five miles south of Grass
Valley, and heretofore known as a part of
the Stewart tract, are preparing to offer the
same in subdivisie>ns of from twenty to
forty acres each for colonization purposes.

Home-seekers from the East who have
arrived here during the past few mouths
are writing to their former homes glowing
accounts of the prospects and almost sum-
mer-like weather of the Bartlett-pear belt.

SETTLED AT LAST.

Redding to Kemalu tlie County Seat of
Shasta.

Redding, February 2»ith. —In November,
188<i, over two-thirds of the voters of this
county decided in favor of removing the
county seat from Shasta to Redding. The
removal was, however, obstructed, and 'three trials have been held, one in the Su-
perior Court of this county and two in the
Superior Court of Tehama. All were de-
cided in favor of Redding. The ejase was
then carried to the Supreme Court and late
yesterday the news came from that tribunal
that the judgment of the lower Courts had
been affirmed. Only three guns have thus
far been tired to proclaim the victory, as
Redding's citizens believe in the higher
victory of allaying all feeling that may
possibly exist.

THE MEXICAN INVASION.

Troops to be Sent From Mexico to Repel
the Guatemalans.

Guaymas (Mex.), February 28th.—Great
excitement prevails here over the news that,
the Mexican Government has chartered
the steamer Alejandro for two trips to take
troops from Ma/.atlan to San Benito, where
the Guatemalan insurgents are invading
Mexican soil.

The steamship Topeka is not expected to
return on her usual Mexican coastwise
trade, and this regiem has been left without
coast steamers for two months.

For this reason the prices of suirar, soap,
lard and other national products, which
come by steamers from Mauzanillo. have
been already raised.

The supply must come therefore from
the States.

The sloops-of-war Democrats, Mexico
and Jaurez will also take troops from Aca-
pulco and other ports.

The impression here is that Guatemala
will not be easily checked.
