proposing to strike out Section O, and in-
sert the following :

Janitors must do their work under the direc-
tiou of the Principals of the schools. In addi-
tion to the general routine duties of each day,
they will be required to carry out the following
particular instructions: To close and lock the
buildings and yards at 3:30 o’'clock each day,
and to see that no pupil is founnd on the prem-
ises after that hour; when kept open later than
$:30 P. M., it must be upon the express command
of the Principal; to wash down the front steps
and sweep the sidewalks three times a week:
to keep the yards and yard closets well scrubbed
and in a wholesome condition at all times, sod
where there are vaults they must be flushed
each school day; to scrub and clean the floors
of each school building twice a year, once dur-
ing the summer and once during the holiday
vacation; to clean the doors and all finished
work and windows four times a year, and
oftener if deemed necessary by the Principal;
to dust and regulate seats and desks of pupils
and blackboards every school day; Janitors re
ceiving over $0 per month shall not absent
themselves from the premises during school
hours withoutthe consent of the Prineipal; to
go of errands for school purposes when re-
quired by the Principal. Where men are em-
ployed as Janitors they must do all needed re-
pairing and urgent carpenter work, under the
direction of the Committee on Repairs, and a
carpenter must not be sent for when it can be
avoided. Principals must report the condition
of the janitorial tervice every three montns,

Mr. Todd called up the question of the
salarv of the janitor for the Capital Gram-
mar School, and said he demanded more
pay. Mr. Hopkins opposed any increase,
upon the ground that the pay was already
greater than the price puid in San Francisce
and elsewhere for the same amount of
work. Other members discussed the mat-
ter, after which it was unceremoniously
dropped.

Clear Water Proposition.

The Water Committee of the Improve-
ment Association held a meeting at 429 J
street last evening to discuss the proposi-
tion of filtering the river water to make it
wholesome.

Caldwell, of the Hyatt Pure Water Compa-
ny, was present and explained the proposi-
tion made by his company to furnish this
city with pure water by the process of fil-
tration. He stated that a plant with a
6,000,000 gailon daily supply, that would
stand a 60-pound pressure, would cost
$100,000 completed and in perfect running
order. The members of the committee
held quite a lengthy discussion with Mr.
