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BOLSTERING A DECLINING MARKET.

The San Francisco Chronicle gives cur-
rency to a silly story relating to the re-
moval of the railroad shops from this city
to the city of Los Angeles. It is scarcely
necessary to ray that the story is without
the slightest foundation in fact, and yet
the Chronicle publishes the details of the
purchase of a large tract of land at $1,700
an acrc near the city of Los Angeles, to
which the shops now located here are to
be removed. It is now pretty thoroughly
understood that the real estate market of
Los Angeles has been declining for the
past six months; that the first effect of this
decline was felt on outside property ; that
the subsidence of the boom feeling 15 shown
and felt in the declining real estate values
in that city. During all the period of
scandalous speculation in real estate in Los
Angeles and vicinity the location of rail-
road shops has played a conspicuous part.
Some ten of the paper towus located on
the deserts in the vicinity of Los Angeles
were floated on the market by statements
that the Southern Pacific Company had
purchased large blocks of land as the basis
for shops for the manufacture of cars after
the style of the Pullman car factory at
Chicago. No sooner was a town sold, and
the suckers taken in, than the proposed
location of the great car factory of the
Southern Puacific Company was removed
from that locality. The journals of Los

Angeles, with a shamefacedness which
would have disgraced piracy, re-
peated these stories over and over

again, and that oo when the proprie-
tors of the journals making the assertions
knew that the statements were false, and
knew that the scheme to which they were
selling themselves was far less respectable
than picking the pockets of strangers.
And now comes the San Francisco Chron-
icle to aid and abet a scheme of rapacity
and plunder, and declares that the railroad
shops now located at Sacramento are to be
removed to l.os Angeles. There is not a
man, womsn or child in California so
simple-minded as not to understand that
the Chromcle is paid for the publication of
this outrageous and contemptible lie, while
the weakness of the ILos Angeles market
which this silly invention discloses will be
apparent to every thinking mind. There
is within the distinctive municipal limits
of Los Angeles to-day 130,000 building
lots—a land basis sufficient for the estab-
lishment of 1,000,000 ot inhabitants. Im-
mediately adjacent to that city there is
sufficient ground laid out into town lots to
constitute a basis of a suburban population
equal to 2,000,000 of inhabitants. Los
Angeles real estate is being sold on a
speculative and prospective population of
3,000,000. Of course, this condition of
things - cannot last. Of course, a plan of
dishonest jobbery so pronounced and glar-
ing as this would have its ultimate noon,
its afternoon and its decline into night.
The story of the removal of the shops from
this city to Los Angeles is a sort of dying
gasp of the real estate market in the latter
city. It is conceived in fraud and perpet-
uated in falsehood, and has all the moral
quality of robbery. It is not worth while
to mince words about these matters. The
real estate boom at Los Angeles has no
more relation to the healthy growth of the
State than has a cancer to the healthy con-
dition of the human body. All such booms
are the worst possible conspiracies against
the permanent growth of any common-
wealth. They must invariably end in
disaster, and they will involve in
their ruin hundreds of simple-minded
folks who do not understand how
easily certain of the press cor-
rupted, and who will take stock in just
such apochryphal stories as the Chronicle
has concocted in the instance under con-
sideration. The reaction isinevitable, and,
unfortunately, when it comes it will react
against all portions of the State—in fact,
all portions of the Pacific coast. The real
estate boom in the southern country has
acquired such proportions as to have at-
tracted the attention measurably of the
civilized world. Its collapse will be equally
conspicuous, and the harm will necessarily
be incalculable. The Chronicle bases its
statement upon the authority of certain
railroad officials. Now we challenge that
paper to narse the officials who authorized
it to state that the railroad shops were to
be remaved from this city. Here is a plain
issue of journalistic veracity. The Chron-
tcle can name its authority for the state-
ment, and the anequivocal challenge for it
to do so is hereby put forth. On the other
hand, if it had no other authorit: than the
real estate boomers of Los Angeles, in
whose employ it is now serving, let it either
name its authority, or confess its employ- |
ment. !

THE “JULIA" DISASTER.

The explosion on the steamer Julia was
a terrible event. So far as reported be-
tween twenty-five and thirty people were
killed. It is not perfectly clear as to
whether the petroleum tank or the boiler
exploded, nor probably will it ever be
ascertained. One witness is positive that
it was the oil tank, the appearance of the
explosion =s he saw it from a short dis-
tance convincing him that it was caused
by the o0il. On the other hand, a diver
reports finding one of the boilers with both
ends blown out. But the Captain and the
engineers testify that the boilers were but
recently inspected, tested, and found to be
safe. Light years ago the Julia was al-
most entirely rebuilt, and so far as her
machinery was concerned was entitled to
be considered a wew boat. It wouldavpear
from this that such precautions had been
taken as prudence advises and the law re-
quires for the safety of the crew and pas-
sengers of the Julia. Experts who fortify
their jadgment by very positive state-
ments declare that the oil tanks did not
explode—that it was impossible for that
to have occurred. The prevailing opinion
is that one of the boilers bursting caused
the scattering and burning of the oil. It
is doubtful it it will ever be as ascertained
why the boiler exploded.

the Indian wheat s not so clean as that from
Russia or the United States and Canada.
Where facilities for moving the wheat at a
small cost exist, the cultivation willi be
maintained. The Governor-General of In-
dia has ipstructed the chief officer of the
land transport department to see whether
railway charges cannot be reduced, and
certain changes are recommended. The
shrinkage in export may be understood from
the following siatement: The imports of
wheat into the United Kingdom from the
British East Indies were as follows: In
1885, 12,101,963 cwt; in 1866, 11 028665
cwt; and in 1887, 8,509,095 cwt. A drop
of about one-third in three years is so con
siderable’ »s to demand serious attention.—
