NEW JERSEY'S MILKLAW.
Farmers ( oiuplaiu that It is Too Severe

and the Standard U Too High.
The milk producers of the lowi-r New

Jersey counties are enlisted in a movement
to amend the present milk law, which they
claim to be harsh and calculated to drive
people out of the business. There are two
points in the law which are strongly ob-
jected to. These are the standard require-
ments oi 12 per cent, of solids in milk and
the omission to compel the prosecution to
prove an intent upon the part of a defend-
ant to adulterate milk. As it now ttaado,
the State has merely to prove by analysis
that the ruilk is below the 12 per cent.
standard to obtain a conviction. The de-
sire it to lower the standard to 11.5 per
cent., which is the standard of England
and France, and wliiih is contended by
experts to be the proper one.

Dr. Newton, the iStatu Milk Inspector,
stales that the average result of his
analysis is ] per cent, below the present
standard, whicfa is also taken as proof that
the law should bs amended. President
Burroughs, of the State Board of Agri-
culture, says that the 12|>ercent. Standard
is too close to the line, and does not allow
for the conditions of poor pasturages from
droughts, the scarcity of (cud, or bad
water George AbLiott, the largest milk-
proc'ueer in Booth Jersey, who became en-
tangled in the milk law last summer, in
the preparation of his defense secured an
analysis from thirty-seven different duties,
and these nearly all showed a decline of
from I to £ per cent, from the 12 per cent,
standard.

The two amendment* in question to the
present Act have been recommitted to the
Senate Committee on Agriculture, and on
Wednesday a hearing will be given the
farmers and milk-producers in its behalf.
President Burroughs states that he desires
to see as large a representation as possible
ou that occasion.

One result of the high standard setup
by New Jersey is that the milk of that
State is preferred in Philadelphia to the
Pennsylvania article.—Philadelphia Record.
