On Saturday
evening the men had a quarrel regarding
some sheep, and almost came to blows.
Bystanders separated them, and each went
home. Early on eiunday morning Crump

armed, and suspected nothing. He was
most murderously set upon by Crumpwho, armed with a large dirk-knife, just as
Barrett stepped from the door, stabbedhim a number of times, causing instant
death.

allegiance, and without regard to port,

; place or country from which he or »he may
\u25a0 come to the United States.

The second section provides that all Chi-
[ nese laborers who departed from the United
i Siates between the Z7ih of November, 1860,

and the G:h of June, 1882. having at thej the time of departure the right to return}to
the United States under the provisions of the
treaty between tbe United States and Cbfcja
bearing date November 17, 1880, shall atttil
themselves ofsuch right so secured and Te-
lurn to the United Stales withinsix nionfasafter the passage of this Ac:. Every Cjri-
nese laborer so departing who liMb to ire-
turn to the United States within said six
months shall betaken and deemed to hirve
waived his right to return under the jiro-
visions of the treaty, and shall foiejrer
thereafter be excluded from tbe United
States.

Section 3 reads as follows: "
The certifi-

cate provided by the Act of May 2, 18721t0
be delivered to Chinese departing from toe
United States for the purpose of identifica-
tion upon their return, shall, ninety days
after the passage of this Act, be such aa tlie
Secretary of the Treasury shall from titie
to time prescribe, and the Secretary of tbeTreasury shall have power to make all
needful rules and regulations to prevent
entry into the United States ofany Chinese
who are denied the right to enter by any
Act of Congress, and the Acts of Congiwjg
relating to the entry of Chinese into he
United States are hereby amended so as to
conform with this Act."

The general impression, howeve , is
that it will aggregate from $50,000,000 to
$5;>,000,000.

In the bill to be submitted to the full
committee, iuternEl revenue reduction will
form no part. The administrative features
of tho previous tariff are in the bill to be
reported, such as extending the bonded
period, etc.

The reduction on internal revenue will
amount to from $20,000,000 to $30,000,000.
This willbe principally upon tobacco and
the licenses and taxes ou distillers. Itis
very improbable that any redaction willb°
made on whisky, beer or spirit* distilled
from fruits.
