The
time for planting will soon be past, and it
is the wish of the committee, and should
be of every citizen, to see the city benefited
to the utmost by having a row of trees ex-
tend uninterruptedly on both sides of all
streets outside of the business portion. This
will add immeasurably to the attractiveness
of the city as a place of residence, increase
the equability of temperature, advance the
incoming of people from aboard to make
homes in the Capital City, and in itself
will speak volumes for the refinement of
taste and the enterprise possessed by our
property-owners and residents.

To accomplish this, let none await urg-
ing of the Shade-tree Committee, but let
every one owning or occupying a residence
or property in the city, consider himself or
herself a special improvement committee
of one to see that trees are planted in
front, or about it. In this connection it is
to be hoped, also, that the desirability of
bhaving at least a good portion of such
trees selected from the list of evergreens
which give a semi-tropic and luxuriant ap-
pearance in the winter season, will not be
overlooked. This, in fact, is the class of
trees that should be principally planted, as
heretofore deciduous trees—which are leaf-
less a portion of the year—have been the
favorites, and lend a desolate appearance to
our Eastern visitors, as well as ourselves,
when not in foliage. Shall we make Sacra-
mento the most beautiful city upon the
coast? Qur people must answer the ques-
tion, and should do so affirmatively and
prompuy by the good work indicated.

ter around our school days and happy
cnildhood hours, still remain fresh and
will continue until our latest days. The
position of teacher and papil in many re-
spects is similar to that of parent and child,
; and a separation in either case is always

attended with sadness. Ovne of the finest
educational institutions in this State
Sacramento Grammar School. I

i has a corps of fourteen capable teachers, an
| attendance ot over 600 bright-faced intelli-
gent boys and girls, and is the pride of our
local educatioral system.

For the past two and one-half vears this
model school has been under the principal-
ship of Prof. Madison Babcock. He came
among us a stranger, soon won the con-
fidence and admiration of the pupils under
his charge, and the respect of the entire
community. A few weeks since Mr. Bab-
cock was chosen Assistant Superintendent
of the public schools of San Francisco, and
with profound regret he tendered his resig-
nation to the Board of Education of this
city. While his many friends regretted to
lose his valuable services as a teacher, and
his presence as a good citizen, they con-
gratulate him uvpon his success abroad,
which i3 but a just appreciation of his
merit and ability.

Miss M. J. Watson was elected as Mr.
Babcock’s successor, and yesterday the lat-
ter served bis last day as Princip 1. Wish-
ing to have approp:izte ceremonies, and at
the sametime give the retining Principal
an agreable surprise, the teachers arranged
an excellent programme and called an as-
sembly for 1:30 . M. to which the Principal
was invited. Miss Lizzie Griffin presided
at the piano and was director ot the exer-
cises, which were appropriate and highly
creditable. The programme was as fol-
lows :

WISHING TO PLEASE MY PUPILS

On this, the last day, I assented and re-
marked that I would graduate. I did not
then know how appropriately 1had spoken,
I thought nothing strange of their request,
however, but when, just as all were seated
in the assembly-room, I noticed a reporter
walk in and take his seat, [ knew some-
thing was up. I had no idea there was
more to be done that to say pood-by. The
little giris that called upon me acted well
their part. They wore long faces, and gave
me no grounds to suspicion that they were
getting up a surprise party. I congratulate
vou one and all. T have heard no singing,
no rehearsing of recitations—knew nothing
of this whatever—but you seem to have
been well and thoroughly prepared. I
have felt proud of every boy and girl that
comes or has come to this school during
the past two and one-half years. They are

ladies. Iam proud to say that during the

time I had charge of this school—nearly
three years—not one pupil has been sus-
pended. I am proud of it on your ac-
count; it is a credit to your city and a com-
pliment to your teachers. As you pass out
of the assembly-room to-day I want to
shake hands with each one of yon and say
good-by.” Continuing he said he had an
autograph album centaining 600 neatly-

written signatures, the names of the
scholars in the school. * When in
vears from now I gaze upon the

signatures I will see in memory what I
behold before me now, 600 upturned faces
of brlght and promising boys and girls, the
flower of Sacramento.” He closed his re-
marks by paying a high compliment to his
successor, Miss Watson, and asked the
scholars one and all, particularly the boys
in the first grade, to stand by her and assist
in maintaining the high standard of the
school.

Prof. Babcock then introduced Miss Wat-
son as hissuccessor. The lady was greeted
with ronnds of applause by the little folks,
who clapped their hands most gleefally.
