
IGNORANCE AT THE EAST OF CALI
FORNIA AFFAIRS.

The New York Herald having replied
that its remarkable Chinese-immigration

statistics were drawn from the Bureau of
Statistics, Congressman Morrow called
uj>on the Chief of that department for a
report of the actual number of Chinese
who have come into the United States
since 1882. That officialpromptly replied
with an abstract of the exhibits on his
books, from which it appears that but 397
Chinese had immigrated to the (Jolted

States since August 5, 1882, up to Decem-
ber 1, ISB7. Mr. Morrow then sent the
Bureau copies of the reports of the Col-
lector and Surveyor of the |>ort of San
Francisco, showing irrefutably that be-
tween Aujrust \u25a0>, 1882, and December \u25a0'.'<],
1887, the Chinese arrivals by sea were
30,989. The Bureau now explains that
it does not treat the Chinese coming inun-

grants, but, for statistical purposes,

izens."
This is certainly very strange procedure'

upon the part of the Chief of the Bureau-
By what right or logic he treats these

"
re-

turning
'"

Chinese as citizens, even for sta-
tistical purposes, ordinary intelligence fails
to comprehend. The true statistician never
falsifies or obscures the titles of his calcu-
lations and exhibits : be invariably culls
things by their right names, and, as has
been said, "classifies without mercy or
fear." The thing Colonel Switzler should
have done was to state the exact fact, that
so many Chinese returned and were ad-
mitted under claim of prior residence.
The statistics were so reported !•> him, and
he had no right whatever to classify them
in any different manner. The stupidity of
his work led the Eastern press into serious
error, and no little injury has resulted.

We are at a loss for any possible reason
why Colonel Switzler should have sent out
these figures that have had the effect of
leading the [>eople into belief in a lie.
That they were so misled is proved by the
fact reported in the dispatches that when
Mr.Morrow called upon the President and
Secretary, ifState and pointed out the blun-
derof the Bureau and that thousands ofChi-
nese had come into the country under the
"prior residence" clause, bothofficials were

amazed and confessed their ignorance of
the iact. Itis astonishing that Mr.Cleve-
land and Secretary Bayard should have
been so profoundly ignorant of that of
which about all the people on this coast
are well informed. We had supposed that
these high officials were sufficiently awake
to such an important subject to possess
themselves of the exact facts relating to it.
For instance, how could the President pre-
pare the message which weare assured will
oceompany the transmission of the new
treaty, or Mr. Bayard negotiate the treaty
intelligently,in ignorance of the number
of Chinese who have gained admission un-
der the several clauses of the Restriction
Aii'.' It is said by the dispatches that both
the Secretary and the President were ig-
norant, indeed, that the

had been used at all to engineer
fr.ululcnt admissions. This, to Californians>
seem incomprehensible, inview of the much
debate ofthe question, the resolutions passed
by public meetings, the petitions sent up
to Congress, the personal appeals made to
the President and the Secretary, the letters
of the I-'e-eral Judges and custom
officers, aud the reports of the lat-
ter officials made to the Treasury
Department. The discovery now made
willserve to disabuse Californians of the
idea that this portion of the Onion fills a
very large place inthe vision of the Fast.
We are very apt to fancy that the Pacific

•\u25a0oast, of such magnitude to us, and the
interest* of which seem to us of such vast
importance, are the subjects of constant
thought or mighty concern at the East.
We are but a very small part of a great
nation :an infinitesimal factor, indeed, in
Eastern estimation, and our affairs com-
mand comparatively but very little atten-
tion in the midst of the activity of riftv-
ninc millionsof people beyond the Rocky
Mountains. Our distance from the great
centers of ]K>pulation, our comparative
littlenes> in the political and commercial
world, most account for the vcrv great
mUapprehension that certainly obtains at

the East concerning this portion of the
continent and the facts of daily history
with us. Itaccounts inpart for the blun-
der of the Eastern press in accepting
the figures of the Bureau of Statistics re-
ferred to, in the face of the fact that the
California press has teemed for months
with the true exhibits, and that the Fed-
oral Judges aud other officials have added
the weight of their testimony in letters
expository of the true situation, forwarded
to our Congressmen and published in our
own press Itmay be humiliating to our
pride, but it is undeniably true that the
East does not pay a tithe of the atten-
tion to our concerns that we have sup-
posed, nor take anywhere near the interest
in our affair- that we have beguiled our
selves intobelieving.

A TREATY WITH CHINA.

The dispatches inform us that the ad-
ministration and the Chinese Minister are

about to sign a treaty which will provide
for the absolute prohibition of Chinese ini-
i!iignition,except thut Chinese with prop-
erty in the United Slates value*!at i-l,<H>o
and inwards, and an umulated in this
country may come and go between the
two nation-. If this is correct informa-
tion, and itapi<cars to be authentic, it is
<juite as much as we can expect China to

concede in a treaty. The Chinese now
here who have property of $1,000 value
arc not so very numerous, and even if they
comprised the whole ;u!uil>?r of Chinese
in the United States it would Ik? bat a

very few years until they would disappear,
for removal, death and natural desire to

return to China to spend old age, would
presently rid the country of the whole
Chinese population. Moreover, the fact

that no more of their own countrymen are

to come here, willhave a tendency to dis-
cuurage tiiose with us, and prompt them
to early return to China to remain. The
Chinese are a clannish race ;they must

have association with people of their own
kind; tlieir social bmh are exceedingly

strong and their temperament demands
the society of their race and kin. While
we cannot look upon the reported willing-
ness of the Chinese Minister to sign the
treaty, without entertaining suspicion of
his sincerity, yet on its face the proposed
conversation appears to be so unmistaka-
ble, direct and simple, that we are com-
piled to give the story of the "treaty"
credit, until it is proven to have been de-
ceit. Itis possible that the administra-
tion has come to the conclusion that it
cannot afford to enter ujk>ii the approach-
ing campaign with nothing better to ofier
the Pacific Coast than promises upon this
Chinese question. If so, it is resolving
with wisdom and manifesting regard for
public opinion upon these shores, to which
it has heretofore given littleheed.

THE CHEROKEES

The Cherokee nation proj>oseh that after
a notice of ninety days all residents who
claim citizenship with them, but cannot
prove their relation to it by blood or de-
scent, must retire from the Territory
This pro[K>sition is the outgrowth of the
persistent efforts of a large number of peo-
ple who cannot establish any right totribal
consideration by birth or descent, to recog-
nition as Cherokees or of the Cherokee.-,
or because of tribal relation to any ofthe
several tribes of Indians in the territory
and under the jurisdiction of the Cherokee
nation. The immense value of the landed
paamßons of the Cherokees and the fact
that they are held in common, occasion
the strife out of which the proposal re-
ferred to springs. A great many whites
have intermarried witli the Cherokees,
and the result has been that the strain of
lii(li;uiblood has, in many cases, become
to obscure that itis very difficultto detect
it. This fact gives opportunity for the
presentation of a great many false claims
to the rights of citizenship in the nation.
Under the compact between the

"
Nation ;

'

and the United States, made in 1835, the
independence of the former, so far
at least as the determination of
citizenship is concerned, is irrevocably
committed to the local government. The
Supreme Court of the United States has
passed upon this point and settled it be-
yond all controversy in favor of the Cher-
okee Xation. The United States Govern-
ment is bound by every sentiment of right
and justice and by the express words ofits
own treaty to keep faith withthe "Xation"
and prevent all trespass upon its rights,
aud thus far ithas done so, as the "Okla-
homa Boomers" have found to their sor-
row. But the proposal now under debate
at Tahlequah may involve citizens of the
United States seriously. As we under-
stand the compact, citizens of the United
States, whilenot, unless accepted, having
any rights of Cherokee citizenship, have
the same right of \u2666esidenee in that Terri-
tory that they have in any State or Terri-
tory. Itmay l>e that the bill the Cher-
okee Council proposes relates only to in-
truders who settle upon and claim lands
as Cherokee citizens by tribal origin, or
mingled Cherokee blood. Ifthe bill of
expulsion is limited to such persons, no
apodal objection will be raised to it,if it
extends beyond that it is very likely to
breed trouble and be called to the atten-
tionof the United States < Government.

The very latest advice is that the
Crown Prince of t iermany is afflicted with
cancer of the throat, that it is malignant
and incurable, and that at the most he has
but a few weeks of life left to him. His
death willcertainly precipitate that of the
aged Emperor, now In the nineties, and
Cretmany willbe left with a ruler, who is
an inexperienced young man, feeble in
body, and, ifreports are true, not up to the
average of princes in intellectual vigor.
Such a condition of affairs as must
soon prevail in the empire, willgreatly
agitate it,and may eventuate in a plunge
into war or a withdrawal from the Aus-
trian compact. The Russian Czar is cer-
tainly anxious for an opportunity to break
the bond between Germany, Austria and
Italy,and he willbring allthe agencies at
his command into play to foment discon-
tent, and so distract the attention of the
German people that his own designs may
be pat into motion, with the least possible
resistance on their part. No one who has
studied recent political movements in Iji-
rope closely can entertain much, ifany
doubt, that the death of the Prince and
his father willbe improved by the Czar as
an opportunity to accomplish his ambi-
tions lying in the direction of the Golden
Horn. It is by no means certain that Ger-
many, even with Bismarck remaining, will
be in a condition to resist him. She may
be confronted with socialistic and other
manifestations that willdemand her undi-
vided attention home. Thenameof William
withdrawn, no man can confidently predict
that the succeeding aristocratic Govern-
ment, as opposed toconstitutional forms, will
gain such a hold xs he hxs upon the Ger-
man people. The idea of republicanism,
modified inform, of course, not onlyexists
in Germany, bat is active; democratic
doctrine is not only openly preached, but
but is no longer sternly rebuked by the
Imperial power, (iermany once cut loose
from the respect which William com-
mands, and freed from the traditions at-
taching to his long reign, may not enjoy
that internal quiet which now prevails.
Inlecd, in thU day of progressive thought
and political enfraiuhisnient, it is not
W.ld speculation to look forward to such
domestic movements in Germany as may
withdraw her from very active efforts to
impede the march of the Russian Czar.

THE VAL.LKJO DJSASTUR.
Recovery of Two More Bodies from the

Vallejo, March sth. —
The bodies of two

more victims of thesteamer Julia disaster
were recovered yesterday, where one week
ago to-day the explosion of the steamer
occurred. The bodies were found on rais-
ing the wreck of the vessel to the surface,
after tbe removal of the paddle-wheels,
engine and heavy material that held it be-
lowthe water. Eighteen bodies have now
been recovered. Two men have died
ashore from their injuries. There are yet
eight or nine men missing.

The wrecked steamer willbe taken to the
dry dook at Mare Island Navy Yard, that
the exact extent ofdamage may be learned.
The divers employed by Whitelaw, the
wrecker, have been instructed to search
thoroughly over the bay bottom, near the
place where the disaster occurred, in the
hope of there finding some of the missing
bodies.

The Coroner's inquest adjourned from
last Friday will be resumed to-morrow,
and, itis expected, will be concluded after
two more days work at least. Several ex-
perts on boiler construction willbe ex-
amined and a thorough effort made to as-
certain the precise cause of the disaster.

Marshal Meade has a
strong force of Mexicans, with fresh horses,
after them. All were heading for Casa
Grande.

The robbers are well-known here. There
were three of them who left the city of
Chihuahua overland nearly a month ago
to rob a train. One of them was disabled
near Janos, and remained until the other
two returned with their plunder, and then
joined them. Marshal Meade, A. C. Shib-
bell, Hill Smith and two Indian trailers
propose to keep up the pursuit until the
robbers are captured.
