FRIGHTFUL DEATH.

Young Hurley Hooker Killed at the
Depot.

Harley Hooker, a boy 15 years of age, the
son of Mrs. James Hooker, a widowliving
at Twenty-sixth and Bstreets, met with a
frightful death at the Southern Pacific Rail,
road depot at about 11:10 o'clock yesterday
morning.

The Sacramento local, No. 13, had just
arrived from San Francisco, on the south
track, and a crowd of newsboys and others
were gathered around the baggage stand at
the east end of the depot, where the San
Francisco papers, just arrived, were being
counted out to the boys. Xo. 51, the South-
ern Pacific train, had just pulled in on the
north track and No. 20, the Stockton train,
which leaves at 11:20, was being slowly
backed down the center track from the east
to clear the switch for the San Francisco
local. The switch engine was at the east
end of the train and the lookout on the
west end had stepped olf the platform of
the car to signal the engineer when
young Hooker suddenly stepped backward
upon the track directly in front of the
slowly-moving cars. Several persons who
saw his danger called to him, but it was
too late. The cars struck him and he fell
beneath the trucks, the two wheels of which
passed over him before the train stopped.
He was picked up in a horribly mangled
condition and carried into the station-
porter's room. Both legs and one arm were
Droken. there was a severe wound in the
right side of his head, and his entrails pro-
truded from a frightful wound in the abdo-
men.

Dr. Huntington and Dr. G. L. Simmons,
Jr., were summoned and were soon in at-
tendance, butall they could do was to some-
what alleviate the sutl'erings of the boy
durine the short time he had to live. The
littlefellow bore his pain manfully, and
asked that a priest be sent for. One came
soon after and administered the last sacra-
ments. The boy remained conscious al-
most to the time of his death, which occur-
red a little after 12 o'clock. His mother
and brother had not yet arrived and he de-
sired the priest to say good by to them for
him.

Inspeaking of this accident officer Tim.
Lee says that there are a number of boys
who spend most of their time about the
depot, and he is surprised that more of
them are not killed. He says they hoard
the trains while they are in motion, climb
allover the cars and commit all sorts of
depredations, which keeps him chasing
them all the time.

Important Damage Suit.
The case of H.S. Byain vs. George Cash-

man willcome on for trial in Department
One of the Superior Court, before Judge
Armstrong to-day. The action is one of
considerable importance inconnection with
the injunctions issued in the hydraulic
mining cases. The amended complaint
was filed on the 18th of July, 1887, and sets
forth that on tne 16th of September, 1885,
an injunction was issued by the I'nited
States Circuit Court, in the case of George
Cashman vs. Amador and Sacramento Ca-
nal Company et al., against the plaintill
and others, restraining him from tail-
ing debris into the Cosumnes river or
its tributaries ; that plaintiff was com-
pelled to give a bond in the sum
of $10,000 to stop work in the Hill
Top mine and stop running water through
the Arnador and Sacramento canal for six-
ty-four days ; to employ counsel at an ex-
pense of $1,200, and to lose money in vari-
ous ways. That subsequently the same
Court decided that said (ieorge Cashman
WftS not entitled to the injunction. A cross-
complaint and answer was filed by defend-
ant on the 15th of October, 1887, and the
whole case willcome up today for adjudi-
cation. Plaintill' demands judgment in the.sum of$(>,760 and costs. Messrs. MeKune
iGeorge represent the plaintilland Messrs.
Denson and Devlin the defendant.

Angelo Doinentini's Case.

The trial of Angelo Domentini, charged
with a criminal assault upon a 12-year-old
girl named Mary Wiedman, was com-

menced inDepartment Two of the Superior
Court, before Judge Van Fleet, yesterday,
District Attorney Elwood Bruner prose-
cuting the case, and W. A. Henry and C.
T. Jones appearing for the defendant. The
whole day was spent in an effort to secure
jurymen who had not formed and expressed
an opinion. Mr.Jones subjected each one
of the jurymen whose names were called
to a very rigid examination, and many were
excused. When the Court adjourned ten
men had been secured who were acceptable
to both sides. The prosecution expect to
prove that the child was engaged inselling
tickets for the benefit of the Orphan Asy-
lum, and entered the store where the de-
fendant was employed to sell him a ticket,
and that while there he committed an
assault upon her. The defense willbe that
the girlbeing over lOyearsof age was capa-
ble of consent under the statuie, and that
no violence was used. The Court-room was
filledwithspectators, mostly Italians.

MollieJones* Children.

Since the incarceration of Mrs. M. B.
Jones in the County Jail her three children
Nellie, Stella and Edward Chester, aged
reepective'y nine, seven and three years,
have been in charge of Manuel Strauss and
Mrs. Kate Cooper, who were arrested night
before last on the suspicion that they were
connected insome way with the death of
the stranger who was 'found dying in the
alley between L and M, Second and Third
streets. Yesterday it became necessary
that some piovision be made for them and
the case was taken before the Board of
Supervisors. Pending their action Mrs.
Dr. Clayton and Mrs. F. W. Fratt, of the
Protestant Oryhan Asylum, appeared and
offered to take charge ofthe children, tem-
porarily, for a small compensation. As it
was not desirable to send small children to
the County Hospitol the Board decided to
pay $12 per month to the Orphan Asylum
for the care of the children, and they were
accordingly sent out there yesterday after-
noon.

The Board of Supervisors met yesterday,
all the members being present.

MUSEUM ASSOCIATION.
Annual Meeting— Blection of Directors-

Official Reports.

The California Museum Association held
its annual meeting last evening, Hon.

Newton Booth presiding. The several re-
ports of President, Secretary and Treasurer
were submitted. The two latter were re-
ferred for verification and comparison with
the books, after which they willbe given to
the public. The report of the President
w?s as follows :

Sachamento, March 7, 1888.
To the Members of the California Museum As»j-

ciation: Inaccordance with the custom of the
Association, Idesire to submit the lollowing
brief report, as President. Iassumed the duties
of the office but \u25a0 few months since, and while
during that time Ihave become acquainted
with the purposes and work of the Association,
Ido not feel competent to treat upon subjects
relating to the aims of the Association, or to
offer suggestions with regard toits future pol-
icy. Careful inquiry and investigation, how-
ever, convince me that the work of the Associa-
tion has been carried on well and economic-
allyduring the year past. The Art Gallery and
School ofDesign, through the efforts of the As-
sociation, have become widely knowD, and the
increased visitation during the year ]>ist bears
witness to the popularity of the institution.
The custodian estimates that fully12,000 people
havevisi'ed the Gallery duiing tbeyear. The
School of Design coutinues to receive good sup-
port, and is now recoguized as an important
factor in the educational system of the city.
The instructor report!" most satisfactoiy progress
on the part of the studeuts inthe school, a fact
that has well attested by the showing made at
the lust annual exhibition, when over three
hundred drawings and paintings, all bearing
evidence ot careful training, were displayed on
the walls of the class-room. Inmaintaining
thti M'hool alone the Association is doing muuli
toward the development of art iv California,
and the members should feel proud of ihe honor
that must attach toits already successful efforts
in this direction. The interest feltin the Asso-
ciation by the people willbe largely augmented
through the addition of the State mineral cab-
inet tothe Galleiy,when properly das ilied and
arranged, as has been ordered by resolution of
the Board.

While the donations to the museum collection
Ihave been informid by the Secretary, have
not been numerous during the past year, the
AsH-intlon has been liberally encouraged by the
press aud people since its organization, and it
ishoped that more ofour citizens willunite in
the work for the ensuing year;become mem-
bers, and assist iv making the Association B
greater power for good inthe community.
Iattach the financial reports of the Secretary

and Treasurer, witha statement from the Cus-
todian aud Instructor in the School cfDesign.

After the reports were submitted, read

and referred, the election of Directors took
place, and resulted as follows : Margaret

Judge J. W. Armstrong, who has served
as a Director from the foundation ofthe in-
stitution, declined re-election only because
his judicial duties render it impossible for
him to meet regularly with the Board.

Clunie Opera House.
The Conreid-Herman Comic Opera Com-

pany had a fullhouse last night, an audi-
ence appreciative and thoroughly pleased.
The applause was more than liberal and
the encores very frequent. Strauss' new
opera, "The Gypsy Baron,' was presented.
The company is large, there being between
fiftyand sixty people on its roster. The
scenery was nearly all new and veiy hand-
some, and the stage was set ina novel and
very effective manner, the first and second
acts especially presenting scenes of beauty
and impressiveness. The chorus singing
was strong

—
the better part of the musical

feature. The tenor, Henry de Lorme, is of
fine stage preser.ce, aud is a dramatic singer,
rather than one of highly-finished accom-
plishments. He made an excellent im-
pression and greatly surprised old
California friends by the advancement
he has made. If not mistaken, we
believe he made his first operatic appear-
ance inSacramento under management of
D.J. Simmons several years ago in one of
the earliest formed "Pinafore" troupes.
The leading soprano, Louise Bianchi, was
well received and gave satisfaction by her
naturalness and the purity of her tones,
which, though not of broad register, are
sweet and sympathetic. In the fourth act
a full military company of Hungarian
Hussars, represented by" handsome and
graceful women, gave a capital drill

one

that very few of the best drilled of com-
panies of the National Guard could .sur-
pass. The opera was a success more as a
spectacle and for scenic ellects than for high
musical excellence perhaps, but for comic
opera was in music up to the standard.
Among familiar names in the troupe are
those of Jennie Keiflarth and Fred Urban.

Interesting and Valuable Discovery.
G. O. Hayford, of Colfax, has made a

most interesting, and what promises to be
a very valuable discovery in the wayof nut
growing. Owing to observations that the
nuts of the black oak and the Italian chest-
nut were similar in shell and texture of
•neat, he concluded that the latter might
be successfully grafted upon the former,
and last year tried the experiment. He
grafted a number of small oaks withsciona
from Italian chestnuts of previous year's
growth, and with the most gratifying re-
sults. Nearly every one of the grafts grew
and attained a remarkable hight fora single
year. The union between the stock and
grafted section is excellent, and the
new growth gives a specially vigorous
and hardy appearance. There can
be no doubi that trees so grown
willbe equal if not superior to the natural
stock of the chestnut, and from results of
experiments in other iugraftings it is be-
lieved that earlier bearing will be secured.
The outlook then appears to be that per-
sons having land upon which young oaks
are growing, may, instead of grubbing them
out, graft them, and thus soon have a field
of thrifty Italian chestnuts, without even
plowing the land. Thinning, however,
sufficient to permit the field being plowed,
would unquestionably increase the rapid-
ity of growth and be desirable. A sample
of the growth made upon Mr. Hayford's
premises last year may be seen at this
ofrce. Marco Varozza, who has an excel-
lent farm at Middletown, near Placerville,
El Dorado county, tried the same thing
successfully two years ago.

DAMON'S DEATH.
Probably Murdered by an Overdose of

The mystery surrounding the death of A.
G. Damon, who was found in a dying con-
dition in the alley between L and M,Sec-
ond and Third streets, Tuesday night, is
not yet cleared up, but enough is known
to convince Captain Karcher and officers
Franks and Ash, who are working up the
<ase, that the man was robbed, and lli;t

his death was probably caused by an over-
dose of some kind of "dope" adminis-
tered by the parties who committed the
robbery. Much that has been ascertained
by the officers is withheld from publication
for prudential reasons.

A.G. Damon, the victim, arrived in this
city on Monday night, and registered at
the International Hotel as coming from
San Diego. He deposited with the night
clerk, Nelson G. $100 in gold
and lelained considerable money in his
possession. He said he had been at
work as a carpenter on the big fturue at
San Diego, which is being constructed by
Carle cfc Croly, of this city. On Tuesday
morning, before leaving the hotel, he asked
Mr. Willcomb for his money, saying he
was going out to

"
take the town in

"
a

little. Willcomb told him ifhe was going
out for that purpose he had better leave his
money in the safe, but he intimated that he
was able to take care of it. When the
clerk asked him if he should take the
charge for his room out of one of the $20
pieces he said that he had plenty of small
change, and drew out of his pocket a hand-
ful of gold and silver, out of whichhe paid
his bill. Mr.Willcomb says he must have
had at that time from $175 to $200. As
stated inour report of yesterday morning,
when Damon was picked up he had in his
pockets only twodollars in silver, and that
was in his right-hand vest pocket, while
his purse, which was in another pocket,
contained no money at all. The night
clerk says that Damon commenced
drinking some the night of his
arrival and expressed adesire to go out and
have a "little run.' When he left the
hotel on Tuesday morning he said he would
come back and sleep in the same room that
night, but he did not return.

Damon was seen on J street on Tuesday,
about noon, by J. T. Walsh, steward
at the County Hospital, who bad known
him when he worked as a carpenter around
Auburn and Clipper Gap. He was then in
the company of a man named Gira.d and
was apparently sober. Mr. Walsh says he
was always known in that section as a
hard-working, inoffensive man and one not
likely to get into any trouble.

At 8 o'clock last evening Dr. White,
Superintendent of the County Hospital,
made a post-mortem examination of the
deceased. His lungs, heart, liver and kid-
neys were allfound to be in a normal con-
dition. The stomach was also in good or-
der, but itscontents willhave to be analyzed
inorder to ascertain whether or not death
was caused by poison. For this purpose it
was immediately sealed up in a glass jar
and wiilbe submitted to a chemist to-day
fora critical examination.

Manuel Strauss and Mrs. Kate Cooper
are still confined in the cityprison awaiting
the result of the investigation. The latter
now has her little four-year-old daughter
with her, and it is expected that her hus-
band will come and take charge of the
child. He is a respectable railroad man,
and was absent from the city when his
wife was arrested. She states that they
have not been living together for some
time.

The time for holding the inquest has not
yet been decided upon by the Coroner. It
may take place this afternoon or he may
decide to postpone it until the contents of
the stomach of deceased have been ana-
lyzed.

Further developments by the police will
be looked forward to with a good deal of
interest. When Damon was found, the
position in which he lay indicated that he
had been carried to the spot and that he
had not wandered there and fallen down,
and there are other evidences of foulplay.

Some Election Suggestions.

Eds. Keoord-Tkion : Just at this time
we hear a great deal of talk about purity in
elections, etc. Somehow, Iam under the
impression that there is somewhere in the
statute-book of this State a provision re-
quiring saloons to be closed on election
days. AmIcorrect ? Ifso, whose especial
duty is itto see that that very wise provision
is enforced? As a rule, men, be they ever
so vile, in their sober senses do not fall so
low as to sell their votes, or cast a ballot
where they have no right to, thereby run-
ning a chance of serving a term in the
penitentiary ;but once steeped in election-
day intoxicants they are then fit instru-
ments for the manipulation of corrupt
political ringsters who fatten on the pro-
ceeds of political chicanery. And, by the
way, as the late Republican Convention
so openly indorsed ring rule and violation
of fair elections, would it not be a good
idea for the Democratic Convention which
meets to-night to pledge in unequivocal
terms its candidate for Chief of Police,
whoever he may be, to enforce, so far as it
is in his power, all laws and ordinances
within the bounds of his authority ?

Supervisors and Auditor.
County Auditor Miller went before the

Board of Supervisors yesterday morning
and explained his position in regard to the
action of the Board instructing him to
draw a warrant in favor of A. W. Burrell
for $8,500, on his contract for constructing
the Twelfth-street bridge.

Mr.Burrell is expected here to-day, when
the Board willprobably take some further
action in the matter.

On False Pretenses.
Charles Weinrich was arrested yesterday

by officer Franks and Constable Barker, of
Fresno, on a warrant issued at that place,
upon a complaint charging him with ot-
taining money under false pretenses. It is
alleged that Weinrich borrowed $20 from
the City Marshal of Fresno, stating that he
had money in the bank, which statement
turned out to be false. He has been at work
with a party of railroad surveyors in the
lower country for some time, and returned
to this city only a few days ago. He says
tuat he borrowed the money, but had no
intention of defrauding the Marshal. He
was taken before Judge Buckley, and gave
a bond in the sum of $250 to appear in
Fresno on Monday next at 10 o'clock a. m.,
to answer to the charge. The young man
resided in this city many years, is respect-
ably connected, and has "many friends who
wili regret to learn of his present diffi-
culty.

Hospital on Fire.
About 1 o'clock yesterday morning a fire

broke out in one of the female wards at
the county hospital, the cause being a de-
fective flue. Dr. White happened to be
awake at the time, and the fire was soon
extinguished by the use of a few buckets of
water, though the inmates of the hospital
were badly frightened. A small arch was
burned out and some of the timbers be-
tween the ceiling and the roof, the damage
done amounting to $50.

Besides the other damage done at the
hospital during the late storm and already
reported, a wood shed 200 feet long was
blown down and totally wrecked, entailing
a loss of about $500.
