
WOOD ALCOHOL.
The Conversion of Harrt Woods into Mer-

chantable Material.

In a late number of the Bradford Era
me find the following interesting account
of • McKean county (Pa.) manufacturing
enterprise:

At the extensive chemical works of A.
B. Smith & 00. the interesting process may
!>(.' witnessed in all its details of convert-
ing hard wood intocharcoal, woodnaphtha
and acetate of lime. These three products
are shipped to all parti of the country,
when they are finally consumed in the
manufacture of various commodities and
in forming a part of different chemicals
used in the arts and science^. The wood,
cut in ordinary cord lengths, i- packed
closely in huge iron retort:- and BQqjei ted
t" an intense heat. The watery rapon
and gases ari' driven out, and, passing
through large cupper condensers sur-
rounded by cold water, arc converted into
the Liquid form. The liquid i< pumped
into ft series of tuiiks, where the tar settles
to the bottom, is drawn oil' and burned as
:< waste product The upper and lighter .
portion of the fluid is carried over to an- !
other tank, where it is treated with com-
mon lime. Itnext name into a closestill, I
where the application of heat drives oh
tin- wood naphtha or alcohol spirit, which
Ls collected in the ordinary manner of dis-
tillation. The residuum from the still is
thrown into an open vat. where the water
is evajiorated by tailing. The resulting
product is the acetate of lime, which is
spread over the floor of a kilnand very
thoroughly dried.

Mr.Smith's manufactory contains twenty-
four retorts and has an average consump-
tion of fifteen cords of wood a day. The
only fuel used is natural gas, although in
the manufacturing process a large quan-
tity of gas is evolved which ir. factories
which do not enjoy the advantages of
petroleum fuel is consumed under the re-
torts. These retorts are It feet long and
4 feet in diameter :they are made of heavy
castiron LJ inches thick, and weigh more
than three tons apiece. Each holds about
five-eighths of a cord of wood, which is ex-
pected to make thirty bushelsof men h:int-
able charcoal. Each retort is supplied
with a short, thick, curved outlet at the
back, which connects it with a peculiar
condensing apparatus of copper pipes,
ranging from 12 down to 4 inches in
diameter. The retorts are set ina firm
frame-work of fire-brick, and require a
very solid and expensive foundation.
When a retort is filledthe door is plastered
tightlyshut with mud find (irmlyclosed
by means of iron wedges. The outside of
the retort is subjected to a heat of 400°,
which, in the interior, rises to 1,200°.
The vapors immediately begin to pass
over, and a liquid which at lirst is as clear
as water runs from the condensers into a
long pipe at the rear of the great range of
retorts. The liquid soon changes in color
and becomes thick, brown and tarry. The
heat is applied from twenty-four to thirty-
six hours, according to the quality and
condition and drynese of wood. The gas
that finds its way through the condensers
is burned at the end of long, upright pipes.
When no more liquor runs from the i.on-
densers, the preliminary sta c of the man-
ufacture is at an end.
Ipon opening the heavy door of a re-

tort a solid pile of charred wood confronts
the observer. The attending workman
immediately thrusts in a long iron rake,
the large sticks are broken up, and the
whole pile bursts into a blaze. The pieces
of biasing charcoal are raked intoheavy
iron cylinders and conveyed away to cool.
Each cylinder is provided with a cover,
which soon smothers out all tendency of
the charcoal to consume itself. The cyl-
inders hold from four to five bushels each,
and are readily carried around the works
by means of light two-wheeled trucks.

Next to the range of twenty-four retorts
is the dry kiln, an elevated platform of
stone of twenty-five feet square, upon which
the acetate of lime is spread for its final
preparation for the market. Beyond this
heated floorof stone are the Iwilingvats,
and huge stills and tanks into which the
liquid from the retorts is conveyed before
itis converted into alcohol and acetate of
lime.

The wood used is principally beech,
birch and maple. The product of the
manufactory varies considerably, and de-
pends a great deal upon the market and
the demand. The year just closed has not
been remarkably prosperous. Too many
establishments of the kind 1-ave been
built,and the result is that wood alcohol
has declined from$1 05 to about 'ijcents a
gallon, and the acetate of lime, which at
one time was 15 cents a pound, dropped to
$1 80 per 100 last year, and now brings
but §1 25 per hundred weight. ;'hareoal
is worth from three to five cents ,i bushel.
The capacity of the works when run to
their fullextent is about 4,500 bushels of
merchantable coal, eight or ten tons of
acetate of lime and 240 gallons of wood
naphtha per week. This amount would
require the consumption of i)0 cords of
wood.

Other parts
of their b...lies are generally narrow and
iiv--ha en, which uetract«, ofcourse, from
their lK>:tom. Agood judste can tell at a
glance whether or not a horse be purely or

wellb:-ed. The thoroughbred has :istraight
croup, fine legs, is broad between the eyes,
with ears sensitive, small and pointed. The
lowl>red animal has slopinp (planers, into
which the tail is sot; large, floppy ears,
and sometimes a mustache. Much of value
regarding the horse can be learned from
hia eve. That of a well-bred animal is
<>{>en and alert; that of the low-bred dull
and half closed. Much of the white show-
ingdenotes timidity and sometimes vice,
Of course, to mount the cavalry on thor-
onghbreda would be too much likecreating
a troopers' paradise. .Such a millennium
can never be hoped for. liut the introduc-
tionof lowbred horses into the cavalry
service can and should be avoided. The
better his breeding the better is likely to
be his action, although same thorough-
breds are deficient in this respect.

In selecting lmr-c- tor remounts those
with hoofil pointing inward should be re-
jected as .-.hetild iliom- tliai tune them
turned out. When the framework isprop--
t-rlvcomtrocted tin- hoofa point straight to
the front. Such horses seldom interfere or
overreach, and generally have good action.
The horse's action is generally governed by
his formation, and hence too much care
cannot be Ixhstowed upon his general make
up. The animal with a deep chest com-
bined with high withers possesses as a
iH-L-osary adjunct a slanting shoulder. The
conformation, when accompanied by an
arched crest and a head wellset on, makes
a model cavalry horse, granting, of course,
that he is sound and not ruined iv the
training.

Much of the usefulness of the troophorse
depends upon the trooper who rides him.
Every cavalryman should be taught some-
thing of "the nomenclature of the beast. 1

'
Why should not a man of the mounted
service know as much about the animal's
construction that he rides :is the artillery-
man knows of his weapons? Instead of
waiting time over studies which do not per-
tain tn his arm of the service, instruct the
trooper inpharmacy, inveterinary surgery,
in shooting and in the secret lore of the
knowing horseman. Ktmounts will then
be less frequently required, and when they
are they willbe better.
