Ev Paso, March 19th.—On Friday even-
ing last the pursuing posse of Mexican's
came up with the three Stein’s Pass train-
robbers, Hart, Johnson and Sheehan. As
soon as the robbers saw they were pursued,
they took refuge in a Mexican adobe cabin,
compelling the family inhabiting it to
remain in it. The Mexican force was
afraid to make a general assault for fear of
killing the innocent tamily, and contented
themselves with laying siege to the hut
during the night. The next morning the
family made their escape, and an assault
was made, resulting in the killing of the
threerobbers. One Mexican sergeant was
also shot.

MOST OF THE SWAG GONE.

Additional news from Cusihniriachic,
State ot Chihnabua, where the three Stein's
Pass robbers were kilied by the pursuing
Mexican posse, states that after the fight
only $800 in money was found on the dead
bodies, but quite a large quantity of valu-
able jewelry was found.

An innovation on the usual proceeding
by Mexican authorities in such cases con-
sisted in the fact that a regular Coroner's
inquest was held on the remains of the
robbers, and thata formal verdict was
rendered, just as would have been done in
an American community.

WHEAT IT PROVIDES.

The Essential Provisions of the New
Chinese Treaty.
{Copyright. 1888, by the California Associated Press. ]

WasniNcToN, March 19th.—The follow-
ing are the first three articles of the treaty
recently negotiated between the United
States and the Chinese Government to pro-
bibit the coming to this country of Chinese
laborers. These sections embrace every
important point of the treaty, and the sub-
sequent sections are simply of an explana-
tory character:

Article 1. The high contracting parties
agree that for a period of twenty years, be-
ginning with the date of the exchange of
the ratification of this convention, the
coming—except under the conditions
hereinbefore specified—of Chinese laborers
to the United States shall be absolutely
prohibited.

Article 2. The preceding article shall
not apply to the return to the United
States ot any Chinese laborer who had a
lawful wife, child or parent in the United
States, or property therein of the value of
$1,000, or debts of a like amount due him
and pending settlement. Nevertheless,
every Chinese laborer shail, before leaving
the Upited States deposit—as a condition
of his return—with the Collector of Customs
of the district from which he departs

a fall description, in writing, of his
fawily, property, or debts, as afore-
said, and shall be farnished or

by said Collector with such certificate of
his rights to return under this treaty as the
laws of the United States may now or
hereafter prescribe, and not inconsistent
with the provisions of this treaty; and
should the written description aforesaid be
proved false, the right of return thereun-
der, or of continued residence on return,
shall

in each case be . forfeited;
and such right of return to the United

Btates shall be exercised within one year
of date of leaving the United States.
But such right to return to the United
States may be extended for an additional
period notto exceed one year. In cases
where, by reason of sickness or other cause
of disability beyond his control, such Chi-
nese laborer shall have been rendered un-
able sooner to return, the fact shall be
fully reported to the Chinese Consul at the
port of departure, and by him certified to
the satisfaction of the Collector of the port
at which such Chinese subject shall land
in the United States.

Article 3. The provisions of this Conven-
tion shall not affect the rights at present
enjoyed by Chinese subjects being officials,
teachers, students, merchants or travelers
for curiosity or pleasure, but not laborers,
of coming to the United States and resid-
ing therein. To entitle such Chinese sub-
jects as are above described to admission
into the United States they may produce
certificates from their Government, or the
Government where they have resided, is-
sued by the diplomatic or Consular
representative of the United States in the
country or port whence they depart. It is
also agreed that Chinese laborers shall con-
tinue to enjoy the privilege of transit across

the territory of the United States in the |
| course of their journey to or from other
{ countries, subject to such regulations by
i the Government of the United Stotes as
may be necessary to prevent such privilege
of transit from being abused.

Breckenridge has given notice that when
the proper section is reached, he will move
to reconsider the vote by which cotton
bagging was transferred from the free list
to the duatiable class with an exacting tariff
of 14 cents per yard.

In the chemical section ‘“‘sheep-wash,”
a proprietary compound for the removal of
vermin and cure of skin diseases in sheep,
was taken from the list of dutiable articles
and placed on the free list. The assigned
reason for the change was a desire to
cheapen the cost of farmers’ supplies, as a
partial compensation for the removal of
the duty on wool.

The Supreme Court Reverses the De-
cision in an Oregon Case.

Court to-day decided the case of the
Willamette Bridge Company vs. Z. L.
Hatch et al. This was asuit for an injunc- |
tion to restrain the bridge company from |
constructing a bridge across the Willamette |
river between Portland and East Portland.
The Court holds that the original suit
was not one arising under any law of the
United States, and that therefore the lower
Court was without jurisdiction. The case
was remanded with instractions to reverse
the decree in the original suit and dismiss
the bill filed therein without prejudice to
any other proceeding which may be taken.
The opinion of the Court was prepared
by Chief Justice Waite, but owing to his
indisposition Justice Blackford read it for
him.

nity lands; to settle and adjust the claims
of any State for expense incurred by it in
defense of the Union during the War of
the Rebellion; authorizing the appoint-
ment of a delegate to the fourth Interna-
tional Prison Congress at St. Petersburg, in
1890; appropriating $100,000 for the erec-
tion in Washington of a monument to the
negro soldiers and sailors who gave their
lives for the preservation of the Govern-
ment—yeas 31, nays 19; for the relief
of certain settlers upon school lands of
Washington Territory ; to establish an ad-
ditional land district (the Harvey District)
in Oregon ; to amend the Act for the ad-
mission of Colorado into the Union: to
establish a public park at Pagosa Springs,
Col.

There were altogether 55 bills passed,
among them two bills pensioning volun-
teer female nurses during the war, at $25 a
month.

Blair, from the Committee on Civil
Service, reported the bill providing that
whenever persons who were not loyal to
the United States during the war shall be
appointed to places in the civil service,

those who were not dishonorably dis-
charged from the military or naval
service of the Confederate States, and

who are suffering from wounds or dis-
abilities resulting from sach service shall
be preferred to other persons not known to
have been loyal to the United States during
the war.
