apostle and example of civilservice reform.
Of course it isintended to catch the reform
sentiment, and use it to fillMr.Cleveland's
sails. The factisMr. Cleveland is very far
from proving the civil service reformer he
pledged himself to be. >So far as he has
applied the reform, itlias l>een within the
membership of the democratic party.
Eighty-five per cent, of all appointments
made have been partisan, and of the re-
maining fifteen jnir cent, the appointee!
mainly hav<- been simply retained in cler-
ical positions, at they have been through
many Administrations. The spirit of the
law Mr.Cleveland has ignored. "Offen-
sive partisanship* 1 is do more rebuked t>y
him. <)n the contrary several of the Presi-
dent's appointees in Pennsylvania were

bat fall the most active manipulators,
workers and bosses to the interest of parly
that have ever been seen in the Key-
stone State, but no removals have followed
and no rebuke lias been administered,
though the President's attention has
been frequently directed to the fact.
So, too, in New York, the President's ap-
pointees made no Becrecy of their active
labon in many political Conventions, and
in the wire-working preparation for them.
Yetnot one New York \u25a0ppnwitew has been
visited with any punishment, or even a
word of warning.

Inthe outset of his Presidential career
Mr. Cleveland did manifest some feeble
forcible energy in maintaining the civil
service reform regulations, but for now
fully two years nothing has l*en heard
from him manifesting any solicitude about
infractions of the law and the regulations.
Even the CivilService Reform Association
of New York, which supported him to a
man, felt obliged at its last annual meet-
ing to confess that Mr.Cleveland had dis-
appointed it. The President since then
has flatlyrefused to consent to amendment
of the rules of the Commission, compiling
the officer who removes a subordinate to

report the reasons for the removal. It
w.i- :t very simple amendment, and did
not even suggest interference with the
right of removal. The rule would, how-
ever, have disclosed whether politicalmo-
tives underlaid the act of removal, and
this the Administration could not afford
after the, birth of Mr.Cleveland's ambi-
tion to succeed himself. Recently, when
tin- Democratic National Committee met
at Washington, members of the Cabinet
and other Administration officers were
represented by proxy. About the same
time it developed that the Public
Printer and an Assistant Secre-
tary of the Treasury Department
had sent out

search

"
letters to

ascertain from Postmasters the names of
allpeople receiving mail at the thousands
of postoffiosa, with a statement as to their
political leanings. Of course, the "infor-
mation

"
desired is for the use of the Dem-

ocratic Literary Bureau, and probably also
for use in other ways whore "pressure"
may be safely applied. But the circular
was a direct violation of the law and in
flagrant disregard of the regulations
adopted by the Civil Service Commission
and approved by two Presidents. The law
declares that no Federal employe is lo 1c
miller obligation to render :>ny political
scrviie, and that no such employe shall be
removed for refusing to do so. Of course,
no Postmaster receiving the circular letter
would

"
take chances" by refusing to furn-

ish the 'information." Nine-tenths of
them know that it would be hazardous to
do si>, or, at least, that it would render
them very uncomfortable. While the law
reads thai no coercion shall be used to in-
fluence the political action of any Federal
appointee, yet everyone knows that such
a. letter a- the Public Printer sent out
vould be construed by every recipient as a
demand : an order to be ol>eye<i. To date
the President has not rebuked the officials
who sent out the letter, nor willhe, for bis
civil Bervice enthusiasm has evaporated.
Itcaught the flies in the outset, but Mr.
( Cleveland has no longer any use for them.

HENRY BERGH

Sime few newspapers
—

heaven l>e praised
thai they are few

—
in referring to the

dead) of Henry Bergh, the philanthropist,
have indulged in meets and .spoken dis-
paragingly of the work of the man. When
liUtorv is written of this age, the name of
Henry Bergb willoccupy an exalted place
upon its pages. Posterity will do him
justice, if not the men of the present day.
But, in fact, the human race does him jus-
tice now. There is not a land where oiv-
ilizationhas planted its. foot, where the re-
sult of hi-heroism in behalf of those who
cannot apeak far thfflmrfrnw has not been
felt. His work is to-day being prosecuted
ini-very country of Europe, inevery na-
tion of the two Americas, and in the grout
bland kangdoaas, alnio-t precisely \u25a0eeecd-

\u25a0 the plans he laid and the methods
he originated. Humanity recognises the
benefioßnt work and influence of Ilenrv

to-day in all its fullness ami rich-
in -.'\u25a0.n-hiiv men to act gently

towards di:m!i annuals, he tanght them the
godliness of mercy and trained tbetn
to be kindly to their fellow-men. Mr.
Bergh was no sickly iwilinwuliliil; hi-
sympathies were no( wholly expended
upon animals that asm man. but they
Wore enlisted i'or men themselves, in line
with the sentiment of the oldproverb that
vthe humane man is kind tohitLeasts."
He reasoned that all cruelty to dumb
animals under man's control tend* to
li:,riVnhuman sensibilities and to render
men less men iml toward each other. A
direct mea.-, therefore, of cultivating

Mas, forbearance and kindly de-
meaaor among mankind wa.s to teach tliem
to be merciful to tbeir dumb servitors.
His life work was thus directed towards
two greit ends

—
the lessening of human

Buffering and the reduction of pain to
dum!) anisii.Js to the lowest possible min-
imum. Like all great reformers, it was

necessary 'Jiat he. should proceed with

boldness, and this brought himinto con-
flict with bitter prejudices, ignorance
and so much of the savagery remaining in
man as makes himindifferent ta the mis-
eries of domestic animals. He had to do
battle with the very worst elements in
human nature, unmercifulness, insensibil"
ity to suffering inothers, and the cruelty
that absolute dominion develops. He
never faltered in his work; taunts, sneers,

revilings never swayed him. He commit-
ted errors, for he was fallible; he ran to
some extremes, for he was a pioneer in re-
form;but his life work raised him the
most enduring of ruonumeats. It is visi-
ble in the laws of every State of the
Fnion, and in those of all civilized j>eo-

ple; in thousands of associations formed
throughout the world to aid him inhis
benevolent ambition; in the radical im-
provement in the sentiment of men upon
the subject of the proper treatment of an-
imal*;in the erection of associations to
mitigate the severity of the treatment of
children; in the benefactions wealth
poured into his lap to enable him to carry
on his great work, and in the commenda-
tion accorded him by all people of sensi-
bility throughout the civilized world.
When the names and doings of men who
sneer at the work of this great a[>ostle of
mercy are utterly forgotten in the sweep
of years, the name of Henry Bergh will
glow upon the pages of history as one of
the siucerest and greatest of the philan-
thropists of the nineteenth century, and as

pre-eminently the man of his time who
loved mankind and labored to liftthe race

of man to higher conceptions of duty and
humanity.

A sam i-i,i-:of the tyranny possible to be
exercised in trade unionism, and that of.
ten is manifested iv the unions, has had
attention recently in San Francisco. A
tailor was expelled freni the "Tailor's
Union" became he refused to obey an or-
der to strike. He objected to the strike
or.ler as unjust and in the nature of a
boycott to punish the innocent. With this
order, on his expulsion, he took issue in
Court, on the ground that a fine was the
most the by-laws of the Union permitted
as punishment. The I'nion was forced, by
this defense to reconsider, and the journey-
man was reinstated. Charges of conspiracy
against him were then prepared, carried
up to the parent body and the workman
was again expelled. He appealed to the
(Courts again, and the Supreme Court
has now ordered the Union to again rein-
state the young journeyman, the action of
expulsion having been in violation of his
rights under the I'iiionlaws, the charge o
conspiracy being held also to be a mere
sham. The decision ought to teach trade
unions that they have not the absolute
right to blacken the character of men who
resist injustice and tyranny even when
robed in the mantle of trade unionism.

THE dispute l>etween General Badeau
and Colonel Fred Grant is greatly to be
deplored. It is really not a question for the
public whether (Jeneral Grant employed
General Badeau to assist him inpreparing
his memoirs or not, and that the issue
should have been dragged to public view
is humiliating. It was understood that
General Grant needed the aid of a skilled
book-writer in the preparation of his
memoirs, and who would he have been
more likelyto call upon than the man

who had written the best work upon his
military career? That he expected to
compensate the person whom he should
thus call to his aid is to be taken as a
matter of course. But it does not appear
reasonable that he was to pay any such
mm as General Badeau demands. The
friends of the Grant family ought to exert

themselves to have the matter settled, and
not drag the dead hero's name into the
details of v suit at law.

When Mr.Cleveland went into office he
promised that the appointees to Territorial
positions should be chosen from among the
citizens in the Territories. How has he
kept his word1With one exception, every
Governor he has appointed lias been
chosen from States, and but one from
among the people most deeply interested-
