ILLEGAL VOTERS.

JAMES MOBRISSEY CONVICTED—
MIKES NO DEFENSE.

A Strong and Conclusive Case Made
Against WilliamT. Fitzgerald

—"Why the Delay?

The examination of W. T. Fitzgerald,
charged with unlawfully voting at the
recent election in this city, came up for
hearing before Justice of the Peace Davis
Saturday at 10 a. m. This individual was
arrested upon a complaint sworn to by
John F. Ramage and taken betore Justice
C. N. Post. Fitzgerald, it is said, was
afraid justice would be done him before
Judge Post, and he asked for and secured
a change of venue to the Court of Justice
Davis. Why he asked this change is not
yet apparent, but it is hinted that it was
made at the suggestion of the parties who
imported such men as Fitzgerald for elec-
tion day.

When Justice Davis called Court to
order the number of spectators was so large
that he immediately adjourned to Depart-
ment One of the Superior Court.

The case of James Morrissey, another of"
the gang," who was arrested for attempt-

ing to vote on election day on the name of
Charles Dodge, was tried at the same time,
W. A. Anderson acting as attorney for the
"Sau Francisco gentry,' he claiming that
the points he proposed raising indefense of
both were identical.

Fitzgerald occupied a chair in the Court-
room just behind his attorney. He is a
short, heavy-set, thick-necked individual,
hair cropped "

a la San Quentin," wears a
red mustache, has a florid complexion and
a very red nose. He would not take a first
prize for good looks at a Sunday-school
convention, but would be the envy of the
"kids 'on any race track in the world.
He seemed to be pretty wellposted in mat-
ters relative to registration and election
laws generally, and frequently whispered
hurried suggestions to his le^al adviser.
He looked more hopeful than did his attor-
ney, the latter no doubt realizing that he
had nocase.

Morris.sey is quite the opposite in ap-
pearance to his partuerin the illegal voting
business. He is a dapper-looking young
fellow, was drc^p.-d with great »re, his
toilet was perfect, denoting the fact that he
had at least spent fifteen cent 3with a
tonsorial artist before putting in an appear-
ance at Court. He wore a neat-fitting suit
of dark clothes. From one of his coat
pocUcis a red silk handkerchief was cun-
ningly pulled out a couple of inches and
arrayed as artistically as does the steward
at first class hotels their napkins in goblets.
He wore a silk tie that was a stunner, and
included inits manifold colors all the hues
of the rainbow. On his left breast he
wore a

"
satchet bag." made of pink silk

and scented with the ottar of roses, that
ruadp the air redolent with ita sweet odor,
and knocked completely out the loud
smells that came creeping up from the
jailyard below. He would be taken for a"'

masher
"

any where, and no doubt that
is his regular •' 'Frisco" business, that is,
ifhe has any business at all.

The evidence was first taken in the Fitz-
gerald case.

The people were represented by Deputy
District Attorney Brown, Grove L. John-
son, W. H.Beatty and C. W. Baker.

J. F. Ramage, the complaining witness,
said he knew the defendant by sight. Saw
him first on election day at Three-and-
a-half I'reuinct, Ninth and* J streets, where
Iwas acting as one of the clerks of the elec-
tion. Defendant came to the window, pre-
sented a ballot, gave his name as William
Thomaa Fitzgerald and said he lived at the
WilliamTell House. His ballot was taken
by !he Inspector and deposited in the bal-
lot-box. A poll-list was shown witness
ail-.! he recognized it as the one used in
Tl;:ve-and-a-half Precinct and his entry of
the name of William Thomas Fitzgerald
when the latter's ballot was presented and
voted.

Mr. Anderson objected to the introduc-
tion of poll-lists or Great Registers, claim-
ing that there were none of the latter in
force, and there had been no legal election
held on the date specified in the complaint.
These objections were overruled.

Frank Miller, Cashier of the National
Bank of D. O. Mills, was placed upon the
stand as a writing expert. Two certificates
signed by Fitzgerald when he was regis-
tered both in Sacramento and San Fran-
cisco were shown him and he said there
was no doubt but that the same individual
had written both. Mr. Miller has been
connected with the bank and had twenty-
three years' experiencg in expertiug signa-
tures.

O. A. Tolle, Deputy Registrar of San
Francisco, was next called. He produced
the affidavit signed by the defendant when
he was registered in San Francisco, and
which registration remains uncancelled to
this day. The number of the affidavit was
161, and showed that William Thomas
Fitzgerald was lid years of age, a native of
the State of California; that he resided at
No. 715 Howard street, between Third and
Fourth, on the third tloor, room 31; that
he was a clerk by profession, and that he
had resided in the State six months, and in
the precinct oO days prior to the filing of
the affidavit.

E. H.McKee, City Auditor, testified to
the fact that the city election had been
regularly called and in accordance with
law. He produced the record book of the
Board of Trustees and read the order re-
lating thereto. He said the electiw was
regular in every respect and that the Third
Trustee had taken his feat and was acting
with the Board inan official capacity.

Mr.Anderson objected to all this testi-
mony, stating that he proposed to prove in
argument that there was no legal election
held as stated. His objections were over-
ruled and he took an exception.

Mr. Tolle was recalled and said Mr.Filz-
gerald's registration was in force at this time
at San Francisco and if there was an elec-
tion held there

"
to-day, to-morrow, ornext

week he could vote in the precinct where
he is registered."

Win. B. Hamilton, County Clerk, pro-
duced the affidavitmade by Wni. Thomas
Fitzgerald when he applied to be entered
upon the Great Register of Sacramento
County on the 24th of January, some two
months ago. He said he was 33 years of
age, a native of California and a resident ot
the Third Ward. He said an order was
passed March sth by the Board of Super-
visors to make a new Great Register ofSac-
ramento county.

John Barrett, the inspector of the late
election at the Third Precinct, recognized
the defendant. Said he voted on the name
of Wm. Thomas Fitzgerald inthe afternoon
of election day. Mr. Ramage was acting
as clerk at that time.

Ben Steinauer, proprietor of the New
William Tell House, stated that he had
been conducting that house for two years
past. He did not know the defendant" and
felt quite sure that the latter had never
eaten a meal or occupied a room under the
roof of hi3house.

Mr.Nnttig stated that he was proprietor
of the old William Tell House from Oc-
tober 18, ISS7, to February 23, 1888. He
did not know the defendant. The latter
never had stopped withhim.

Mr.Steinauer, the successor of Mr.Nut-
tigin the proprietorship ofthe old William
Tell House, testified to the same effect.
The defendant was a total stranger to him.

M. J. O'Reilly, a deputy in the office of
the State Controller, said he had known
the defendant since about 1880. Had
noticed him inSacramento fair weeks and
during sessions of the Legislature. Knew
him to be a resident of San Francisco.

W. W. Roads, Deputy County Clerk, said
he took Fitzgerald's registration. He said :
Iasked him ifhe was registered in any
other county, and ifhe had answers! lhat
he was, he conld not have been registered
here until the other registration was can-
celled. Iam satisfied Iasked him all the
questions touching his illegibility. Iknew
defendant by sight, and have seen him oc-
casionally in this city.

The prosecution here rested their case,
and the defence stated they had no testi-
mony to offer.

FKOPLE V*.MOBBISKKT.

The first witness called for the prosecu-
tion in the Morrissey case was the man
who was instrumental in securing the
"prize-fighters arrest.

Inanswer to the question from the Dep-
uty District Attorney, "

What is your
iname?" the witne«a replied with much
j emphasis,

![Laughter].
Mr.Ficks said on election day he was

acting as a special Deputy Sheriff; was sta-
!tioned at the polling-place in the First Pre-
{ cinct with a determination to k<?ep as
!many illeeal votes out of the ballot-box as
I possible. He saw Morrissey walk np to

the ballot-box, hand a ballot to the In-
spector and give the name of Charles
Dodge. The ballot was taken from him by• Ed. M. Martin, the Inspector. A man

1 came up behind Morriaaey and said: "You

name is not Charles Dodge; you are Mor-
rissey, the prize-fighter." Morrissey then
got oat of line, his arrest was ordered and
Be waa afterwards taken to the lock-up
Hiram Johnson, Tom For, Mr.Clark and
many others witnessed it.

Mr.Anderson
—

Mr.Ficks, now is itnot
a fact that he came up smilingly with a
ballot in his hand, passed itup and said"

Charles Dodge
"

laughingly, and some
one cried out

"
Ingersollism ?"

Mr.Ficks
—No, sir: it is not a fact. He

came up as any other voter would, and
tried tovote illegally.

Grove L. Johnson— Did not defendant
run when the officer attempted to arrest
him?

Mr.Ficks—WellIshould say he did run.
Mr. Johnson

—That's so ;Isaw him run
myself.

Hiram "W. Johnson, one of the clerks of
the election board at Precinct No. 1, where
Morrissey attempted to vote, corroborated
the statement ot Mr.Ficks. He saw the
latter standing by the window, iv fullview
of the ballot-box, the Inspector and the man
who voted or attempted to vote. He stood
there all day. Morrissey came to the polls
early in the morning ;he gave the name of
Charles Dodge, the proper number on the
register, and passed up his ballot to the
Inspector. Morrissey was challenged and
ran, and inhis eagerness to get away left
his ballot. Saw him arrested in the after-
noon. He came up tothe polls the same
as others did who were legally qualified to
vote, gave name and number withapparent
intention of voting.

D.S. Hyams, who was present at the
polls, saw defendant pass in his ballot and
call out the name of Dodge. Witness stood
behind Mr.Fioks, and corroborated the tes-
timony of the latter and Mr.Jonnsou. It
was shortly after 8 o'clock ia the morning.
Witness identified the defendant.

Wm. B.Hamilton, County ClerK, testified
that the name of James Morrissey did not
appear on the Great Register of Sacramento
county. The name of Charles Dodge,
however, does appear. The registers used
at thf city election were certified copies of
the Great Register of this county. Notwith-
standing an order has been made for a new
register, the old one remains in force umil
the completion of the new one.

The prosecution here rested their case.
THE DEFENSE.

Ed. M.Martin, who seemed to be asso-
ciated with Mr. Anderson in these cases,
was called to the witness-stand for the de-
fense. He said he was Inspector of Elec-
tion in the First Precinct. He did not re-
member taking Morrissey's ballot in his
hand. However, as long as Mr.Ficks and
Mr.Johnson were so positive about it,he
would not say he did not. Morrissey an-
nounced the name of Chas. Dodge. Here
the case rested.

THE ARIiUMENT.

The case of Fitzgerald was first argued.
As the evidence was all on one side, there
was nothing for the defense, except to try
to convince the Court that itwas bitting in
a judicial capacity, to try the case upon its
merits, instead of acting solely as a commit-
ting magistrate, in case there was a prob-
able cause of action. Mr. Anderson said
the authorization of a new Register in this
county on the sth of March cancelled the
old one on that date, hence there was no
Register, and everybody and anybody
could vote wherever they pleased. He also
held that there was no legal election on
that day, as there was no lecal authority
for holding the same. He confined his few
moments' argument to strictly legal points
regarding the validity of the Creat Regis-
ter, and whether or not the city election
was legally held. He also claimed that at
this iime, and in fact since the last State
election, there has been no legal register of
voters inSan Francisco.

Mr. Johnson, in reply to the remarks of
•Mr. Anderson, annihilated them in about
two minutes. He then turned his attention
to the defendant and the outrages to which
this community has been too frequently
submitted. He said the defendant had
come to Sacramento with many others for
the sole purposeof aiding corrupt influences
to run our elections. He said itwas clearly
proven by a reputable witness that Fitzgep-
ald was a resident of San Francisco ;that
his visits to Sacramento were likeangel's
visits, few and far between, and occurred
only on the eve of an election, during the
State Fair, during sessions of the Legisla-
ture, when he could be seen working his
points in the third house. He was not
entitled to vote in this city, and at no time
had secured a residence here. It was
clearly proven that he had added perjury
to his other crimes, for he had sworn to a
lie when he signed the affidavit that he was
not registered elsewhere in order to get
upon the Great Register of this county.
He told a lie when he presented his ballota< the palls and said;

"
Iliveat the Will-

iam TellHouse." What better proof could
be asked than these proprietors coming up
and swearing that they don't know him,
that he never was in their house. In vot-
iqg here he violated the law, for at the
same time he was registered in San Fran-
cisco. There is no question about the
validity of the Great Register, either here
or in San Francisco. They are still in
force for all election purposes. Mr. John-
son reviewed the testimony at length.

To the utter surprise ofjeveryone the Court
took the matter under advisement until
next Wrdnesday. It was supposed from
the conclusive and uncontradicted testi-
mony as to Fizgerald's guilt that he would
be at once bound over for trial. The pub-
lic willanxiously await the result, as all
eyes are turned upon these election fraud
cases, and they are the topic of general con-
sideration throughout the city and State.
The feeling of the people is not ina good
condition to be trifled with. Ifthese men
charged with election frauds are not guilty,
they desire to see them so declared, but if
guilty any attempt to deflect or hinder the
conrae of justice willbe at once recognized
and meet with tbe public condemnation it
deserves.

The Court adjudged Morrissey guilty,
and set next Wednesday at 10 a. m. sis"a
time for passing sentence. He fixed liis
bail at $500. Morrissey was taken into
custody by the Sheriff.

Important Purchase.
A.T. Hatch of Suisun, J. P. Whitney of

Fenryn, J. R. Armsby of Chicago, and
Frank Dalton of San Francisco, have pur-
chased 920 acres of laud betwof nRocklin
and Penryn. in Placer county, which they
intend to clear for planting to fruit. Three
ten-acre orange groves willbe set out at
once, one near Rocklin, another three-
quarters of a mile from Loomis and a third
about half a mile from Mr.Butler's place,
near Penryn.

That this purchase is of more than or-
dinary significance will be seen when the
character of the men making it is consid-
ered. Mr. Hatch is the President of the
State Board of Trade. He is one of the
most extensive fruit-growers jn the Stale,
and knows ruore about its truit lands than
any other man in the community. When

ihe buys land he invariably plants fruit
trees upon itthe first year. J. K. Armsby

jis one of the most prominent fruitdealers
1in Chicago and is wellknown on this coast.
Frank Daluin is a fruit dealer inSan Fran-'
cisco and President of the Produce Ex-
ichange. Mr. Whitney is President of the
iPlacer County Board of Trade, and a lead-
; ing citizen and fruit-grower in Placer
i county.

The result of the purchase has been that'
the price ot lands in that immediate local-
ity has advanced rapidly in the past few

;days. Itis said that tbe same parties at-
Itempted to get some more land there a day. or two after their first purchase, but the
jdeal had become known, and they were'
asked doable the amount they bad paid for
the same kind of land.

A MIDNIGHT MYSTERY.
!A Han Found on the Street ina Dying

Condition.
About half an hour after midnight last

night a man named Young, said to be a
cat penter and a man of dissolute habits'
was taken to the station-house in a hack.
He w as in an unconscious condition at the
time, and the driver of the hack said he
