The health of the Emperor of
Germany has grown so much worse, that a |
proclamation has been issued amnouncinga ¢
oo-regency, with Crown Prince William in |
suthority, to act in such matters as his
father may directly commit to him. It is
evident that this is but the preliminary
step to the permanent retiracy of Emperor
Frederick from consideration of all affairs
of State which will be followed very soon
by his death. With William upon the
throne the political conditions of Germany
will be decidedly changed. The young
man’s character has been gauged by the
German public which has dubbed him
“the fire-brand.” The belief prevails that
he will prove a disturbing element in
European affairs and will surround him-
self with radical war men and erect be-
tween himself and the wisdom of Bis-
marck a bacrier of princes and courtiers
who will like nothing better than to in-
volve Germany into warlike complications.
The old Emperor’s idea of maintaining
peace was constant readiness for war. But
there is reason to believe that young Will-
iam and his hot-headed friends will go be-
yond this and make threatenings and ag-
gressions the pretended means of keeping
Europe in fear of a war. In the estima-
tion of Bismarck and Moltke, such a policy
is the very reverse of that of the old
Kaiser, who kpew exactly how far to go
in military preparation without hazarding
the peace of the Empire.

It developed last week, before a House
Investigating Committee, that for years it
has been the custom of Western pork pack-
ers to put upon the market in packed,
cured or canned form, pork from cholera-
N. G. Bartle, an ex-pork
packer of St. Louis, so testified in express
terms. He added that he went out of
the business because of this dishonesty,

is certainly a startling statement, and
ought to put the impure lard investigation
upon such a footing that every fact at all
related to it shall brought out.

PRISON DIRECTORS.

Quarries to be Worked at Folsom —
Warden Aull's Report,

A meeting of the Board of State Prison
Directors was beld at Folsom vesterday at
10 o'clock A. M., in 2ccordance with previ-
ous adjournment. There were present
Governor Waterman, Directors Devlin,
Luttrell and DePue, and Private Secretary
Boruck, Captain Charles Aull, Warden,
and Captain of the Guard R. J. Murphy.

The minutes of the previous meeting
were read and approved.

A letter was received from Director Sonn-
tag, objecting to thedime of the meeting,

stating that it was to be held at 2 different

time from that proposed, but on account of
the absolute incorrectness of the statements
in the letter, no attention was paid to it,
except to direct the Secretary to inform Mr,

Sonntag of his error.

Director DePue made a verbal report as
Inspector of Morals.
On motion of Director Devlin, the
Warden was directed to furnish (he citizens
of Sacramento with broken granite for
paving streets, at a cost of $10 per car, $2 50
being included for freight.
On motion of Director DePuae, the order
restricting the sale of stone was rescinded.
Director Luttrell moved that the Warden
be authorized to cut and sell stone for all
purposes, at market rates, which was
adopted. i
Tne following letter from Directer Scriv-
ner was read by Warden Aull and placed
on file:
ProvIDENCE, R. 1., March 17, 1858,
Hom. Charles Aull, Warden of State Prison al
Folsom, Cal.—DEAE SIR: As]am laying off to-
day (saturday) sitiing around the hotel, and as
time hangs heavy onsuch an occasion, I thought
1 would put in a little of the time in writing to
you. Ivisited Sing Sing Prison the other day,
and went through the institution. 1 don't re-
gard the management as at all superior to that
of our own, except perhaps in the one fact that
all possible efforts ate made to work ¢very man
in the institution. They operate a shoe and
boot factory.a stove factory, tobacco factory,
laundry, and carry on some smalier industries
that do not amount t » much. ‘The controlling
idea 1s to make the institution not only self-
supporting, but actually profitable to the State.
The actusl net income last year at this prison,
over and above all expenses of every kind what-
ever, was something like $15,000 ; but usually
they expect to and do realize from $50,000 to
£75%80 net profit, the decrease for last year
being caused by some unusual causes not
necessary to mention. People here don't seem
to take kindly to the idea of supporting the
criminal element in idleness. I expect to visit
the Penusylvania prisons before I return. 1
shall certainly return fully committed to the
idea of working every convict in either prison
at some profitable work. We should avoid com-
petition as much as possible, but no man should
be kept idle for the reason. Truly your friend,
J. J. SCRIVNER.
Directors De Pue and Luttrell were ap-
pointed as Auditing Commiitee. The
commitiee exawined and reported as cor-
rect bills supplied for February, amount-
ing in the aggregate to the sum of $6,726 01;
the expenses being about $700 less than for
the last month.
Warden Aull then presented the follow-
ing report :
OFFICE OF WARDEN,
STATE PRISON AT FoLsox,
CALIFORNTA, March 26, 1888,
To the Honorable State Board of Prison Direclors—
GENTLMMEN : Since the last meeting of the
honorable Board work has progressed most fa-
vorably in every department of the prison. The
contract with Mr. M. J. Kelly has been com-
pieted and all the granite shipped to Mare
island. I expect to receive in a few days an ac-
ceptance of the last shipment, when the ac-
count of Mr. Kelly will be presented for final
settlement. There is now due from Mr. Kelly
upon said contract the sum of §2,019 85. In try-
ing to obtain the large stones to complete the
Kelly contract, the quarry was badly torn up
but is rapldly being put in first-class condition.
We have cut some curbing while employed at
other work and have now some 2,000 feet on
hand of the best quality, standard size, and not
less than five feet in length. With our present
force and facilities we can turn out from
3,000 to 4,000 feet of curbing per month, and if
it is the pleasure of the honorable Board to
again open the quary, that, in my judgment, is
the most profitable industry we could engage
in. During the past two months I have re-
ceived geveral inquiries for curbing and cross-
walk, but, owing to the previous order of the
Joard, I have been unable to give a definite

fanswer,

The work on the new guard
rogressing. The stone work wilﬁ;c completed
)y May 1st. It will be the most substantial and
handsome post on the grounds. The comple-
tion of the walls and roof of the new wing to
the prison building would suggest the early
devising of some plan to utilize the space within
the same. I would be pleased if the Board
would determine the extent snd character
of the improvements inside the new wing,
to the [eénd that all work may be in
harmony with the general plan. While upon
this subject, T would call the attention of the
Board to the condition of the new roof. There
are some signs that indicate that proper allow
ance has not been made for the expansion and
contraction of the large iron girders. Particu-
larly is this the case where the turn is made in
the new wing, and some seven large girders
come together within a space of five feet. It is
the judgment of our best mechanics that if one
girder should give way, it would bring the entire
roof’ with it. While this view may be exag-
gerated, still the danger to life and property in
case of an accident of that kind, would suggest
as the prudent course to have it thoroughly ex-
amined by a competent engineer before the
warm weather begins. The roof needs painting
badly, inside and out, without further delay.
Thea farm is in good condition, a sufficient quan-
tity has been sown to hay to meet all our require-
ments for the coming year. The kealth and dis-
cipline of the prison have been exceptionally

00d. no deaths to report and the punishments
1ave been light and for trivial offenses.

The removal of three guards within the last
month for negect of duty and drunkenness has
had a salutary effect upon the discipline of the
official force of the prison.  In accordance with
the order of the Board passed in December, I sub-
mit herewith the rules and regulations for the
government of the officers and guards of the
prison and respectfully ask their approval by the
Board. 1 alsv submit herewith reports from the
various departments showing their operations
for the month in detail. In conelusion, I would
call the attention of the Board to the lewter of the
physician Dr. Eagle, relative to the sewer system
of the prison. 1 have given that subject careful
altention, and I fully concur in the doctor's
oonclusions. I consider the sewer system of the
prison bad. It has been condemned by three
successive physicians of the prison and of course
does not improve with age KRespectfully,

den was authorized to emplov a competent
engineer to exemine and report upon the
condition of the roof of the cell building;
also, the system of sewerage of the prison.

On wmotion of Director De Pue, the War-
den was authorized to convert the addition
into a dining-room, if deemed advisable.

The rules and regulations for the govern-
ment of the prison were read and adopted.

The Board then adjourned to meet at
Folsoma on Saturday, April 7th, at 7 .m0,
and at San Quentin on Monday, April 9th.
al 10 A. m, the order heretofore passed to
weet at San Quentin in the evening being
rescinded.
