ILLEGAL YOTZRS.

¥red Gibson Discharged by Justice Davis
—James Turner’s Plea.

Justice of the Peace (i. G. Davis rendered
his decision yesterday morning in the case
of Fred Gibson, the proprietor of the La-
fayette saloon, who was tried on Friday
last a charge of having counseled
and procured Frank Abbott to vote ille-
gally at the late city election. He reviewed
the testimony taken on the trial, and said

that as he was acting as both Judge and
jury he must be governed by the same rule
of evidence that a jury would and give the
prisoner the benefit of every doubt. His
guailt must be proven to an absolute cer-
tainty, the presumption being in favor of
his innocence. He did not think the pros-
ecution had proven the guiit of the prisoner
beyond a reasonable doubt, and he there-
fore ordered his discharge and his bonds-
men exonerated.

In rendering his decision Justice Davis
took occasion to say that the public mind
was considerably excited over election
frauds just at this time, and that the press
had commented on cases now before the
Court. He did not propese to be influenced
in his judgment either by public opinion
or newspaper comments.

The readers of the Recorp-Ux1ox are no
doubt familiar with the testimony given in
this case, as a rather full report of it was
published in this paper on Saturday morn-
ing.
James Turner, who was held to answer,
by Justice C. N. Post, to the charge of
illegal voting, and who some years ago
served a term in the County Jail for the
same crime, was arraigned in Department

; wo of the Superior Court yvesterday. He
entered a plea of guilty, and Judge Van
Fleet asked District Attorney Bruner to
state the facts ot the case. The District
Attorney recited the facts as they were
shown at the examination, and stated that
he did not think the prisoner could be con-
vicied. He therefore asked the Court to
refiise to accept the plea of guilty, and dis-
charge the prisoner. Judge Van Fleet
asked Turner why he pleaded guilty. He
saild because he knew he was guilty of hav-
inz sworn at the polls, when his vqote was
challenged, that he lived at the Brooklyn
Hptel, when in fact, he never lived there.
He was asked why he had given the
Jircoklyn as his residence, and replied that
fie had been sleeping around the barges on
‘the city front and thought it would sound
more respectable to give the hotel as his
residence.

The District Attorney stated that Turn-
er's name appeared on the Great Register
and there was no evidence to show that he
was not a legal voter. The only offense
that he had committed was that he gave
the wrong residence. That was not a crime
under the law and was simply a matter
t¢hat the Judges of election could inquire
into.

Judge Van Fleet refused to discharge the

risoner, and said that he would ask some
attorney to investigate the matter and re-

rt to him whether or not a conviction
was likeiy to be had. He first requested
Judge W. H. Beatty to act, but that gentle-
man declined on the ground that he was
one of a committee who had offered $100
geward for the conviction of illegal voters.

Exursion Will Take
Place Thursday.

Arrangements were made yesterday to
Irun an excursion train from this city to
Placerville on Wednesday, to carry a large
delegation from Sacramento to participate
in the celebration of the completion of the
Sacramento and Placerville Railroad. At
a meeting of the Board of Trade, held last
evening, it was decided to telegraph to

Placerville and see if the celebration could
not-be postponed until Thursday. An an-
swer to that dispatch will be necessary be-
fore any definite arrangement can be made.

The Board of Trade met at the office of
the Secretary, Albert Johnson, last evening,
President Joseph Steffens presiding. Mayor
Eugene J. Gregory, Dr. G. L. Simmons,
President of the Immigration Association,
and Judge George E. Williams, of Placer-
ville, were present by invitation.

The President announced that the object
of the meeting was to decide what action
should be taken in regard to having a dele-
gation from Sacramento attend the cele-
bration.

The Secretary read a communication
from Charles A. Swisler, Secretary of the
Placerville Committee of Arrangements,
inviting the Board of Trade and citizens of
Sacramento generally to attend the celebra-
tion, and stating that they would be enter-
tained by the ladies of Placerville.

The Placerville people had only been no-
tified on Saturday last that the road would
be completed and that the excursion could
take place Wednesday. The time was very
short, but no effort would be spared to
make the celebration wortby of the im-
portant occasion.

A general discussion was had, which was
participated in by Mayor Gregory, E. K.
Alsip, Dr. Simmons, Dr. F. F. Tebbets,
James 1. Felter, John McNeill, J. R. Strong,
A.C. Sweetzer and Judge Williams. All
expressed regret that the time for prepara-
tion was so short, but agreed to do all in
their power to make the excursion a suc-
cess. It was feared that many personswho
would be glad to accompany the excursion
on some other day would not wish to go on
Wednesday when the Booth-Barrett Com-
pany were to appear at the Metropolitan
Theater.

Mr. Alsip moved that a committee of ten
be appointed by the President to take full
charge of arrangements for the excursion.
The motion prevailed.

The President appointed the following
named gentlemen as the committee:

Metropolitan Theater.

The Booth-Barrett engagement begins
this evening. The play for to-night will be
Shakespeare’s great historical drama * Ju-
lius Cwmsar.” Mr. Booth will appear

as Brutus, Mr., Barrett as Cassius, Mr,
Buckley as Marc Antony and Miss
Gate as Portia. To-morrow afternoon
will be played Bhakespeare's tragedy
of * Othello, the Moor of Venice,” with
Mr. Barrett as Othelo, and Mr. Booth as
Iago. Mr. Booth’s lago is familiar to this
public, and has a never-ceasing interest.
His interpretation of the character of
Brutus, however, has never been given in
Sacramento. It isadmitted to be the most
masterly of all efforts to depict the passion,
patriotism and nobility of that noble Ro-
man. It is a dramatic picture standing by
itself and not paled by the effort of any
other dramatic artist. The character of
Cassius was made by Mr. Barrett peculiarly
his many years ago, and there exists to-
day no one to dispute his claim to the tinest
interpretation of the character ever given
upon the American stage. In ** Othello,”
Booth and Barrett are placed in stronger
contrast than in any other play in which
they could be cast. As Brutus, Mr. Booth
is sean in an intellectual character, with
the soul and heart full displayed and the
nobility of a perfect manhood crowned by
the loftiest intellectuality ; a character that,
by force of reasoning, brings itself to do
murder, which, in every act and in the
horror and remorse expressed upon the
countenance, it shows it abhors, while at
the same time it justifiesit by most patriotic
of motives. Cassius, on the other hand, is
impetuous, fiery and, while moved by love
of country to assassinatien, yet has self-
aggrandizement in view and cannot conceal
the degree of selfishness that also prompts
him. Batin “ Othello” the situations are
reversed. Mr. Booth descends from the lofty
plare of the patriot to the lower levels of
cunning, artfulness, duplicity and the cold-
blooded devilishness of Iasgo, while Mr.
Barrett rises from the lesser position his
Cassius occupied in the first play, to the
higher plane of openness of character and
the free and generous nature of the Moor,
moving with dignity and reserve, and so
unsuspicious of wrong that the plotting
Iago finds Othello easy prey.

One of the Greely Survivors.
Maurice Connell, the Signal Service Ob-
server, reached this city Saturday last. He
takes Sergeant Barwick's place for a month,
while the latter is off on a vacation. Mr.

Connell is not enjoying the most robust
health, as he has not fully recovered from
the effects of the disastrous retreat of the
Greely survivors from Fort Conger to
Cape Sabine. He suffers at times
from mental depression and sleep-
lessness, also chroat affections, and
occasionally suffers with the most ex-
cruciating beadaches. Mr. Connell has a
pleasant and agreeable manner about him,
and his conversational abilities are good,
although he has a sad expression of coun-
tenance and a far-away look out of his
eves. He dislikes to talk much of his Are-
tic experiences, as it brings his thoughts
and memory to bear on a subject that
wouid be charitable to him to forget, and
has a tendency to produce a depression in
his mental feelings that is impossible for
him to prevent. The climate of San Fran-
cisco agrees with him better than any he
has tried since his return from the frigid
frozen north.

Shall the City Have a Force Composed of
Honest and Efficlent Men?

Eps. Recorp-Uston: On next Monday
i the Board of Police Commissioners are to
| decide who shall be members of the police
{ force of the city for the next twelve
{ months. The number of applications is
sufficient so that from among them it
would be possible for the Commissioners to
select a force of thoroughly trustworthy

and capable men. Will this be done, or
will such *“political workers” as have had
places on the force during the past year be
selected? The question is one in which
every citizen, rich or poor, has an interest.
It is well known that Chief of Police Lee
isin favor of radical measures of reform,
and that he will vote for the best men.
Will the other Commissioners assist and
sustain him in his desire to furnish the
most efficient service possible in the
department under his charge? If
the other Commissioners in good
faith desire to provide the city
with an efficient police force, they will
be influenced largely by the wishes of Chief
Lee, for the reason that the force after
selection is to be under his direction and
control. I do not wish it to be understood
as saying that Messrs. Gregory and Buckley
should acquiesce in the selection by Lee of
a Democratic force. I mean that it would
be a move in the right direction for them
to permit the Chief to influence them
largely in the selections from among the
Republican applicants.

As to the propriety of retaining many of
the present force, just look at their conduct
on election day. Three good officers were
detained at the station-house, and could
render no service, Some seventeen arrests
were made on that day, at and around the
polling places, for illegal voting and other
offenses. These arrests were made by
special oflicers, Deputy Sheriffs and citi-
zens, I think I am right in se-
ing that the record of work by
the regular force on election day was the
arrest of one man for disturbing the peace.
That the arrests made were proper is con-
clusively shown by the unprecedented
number of convictions for illegal voting
which have followed. These arrests onght
to have been made by the regular police-
men—it being a part of an officer’'s sworn
duty to make arrests when the offense is
committed in his presence. What was the
fact? The regular policeman on duty at
the First Precinct stood and stared at the
sky whenever cailed upon to make an ar-
rest. Iam informed that in some other
precincts the same inactivity was displayed
by the regulars, while in the Second Pre-
cinct a still worse course was pursued—a
regular policeman on duty there interfering
and rescuing from arrest an illegal voter
who had been placed under arrest by a
Deputy Sheriff. Citizens are looking for-
ward with more than usual anxiety to the

result of the action of the Board. What
say you, gentlemen? Shall we have the
best men selected ?

A brother of deceased came from
that city and took charge of the body.

The average Signal Service temperature
yesierday was 56° being the same as
the normal for that day. The highest and
lowest temperature was 63° and 46° with
high northerly winds and weather clear
and dry. The highest velocity was 40 miles
per hour.

George Mathena, who was run over by
a flat car near the station house on Satur-
day night is doing well. Though two
wheels passed over both his legs, no bones
were bfoken, though the limbs were badly
bruised.
