Damages for One Road—Petition for
Another.

The Board of Supervisors met at 10 a. m.
yesterday, all the members present.

A.M.Plummer, Overseer of Road Dis-
trictNo. 8, filed his quarterly report, which
was referred to the Committee on Roads
and Highways.

8. J. Jackson, Chairman of the Commit-
tee on Public Buildings, was authorized to
place the same amount of insurance on the
county buildings as last year.

The monthly bills were examined and
allowed.

On motion of Supervisor McMullen, the
damages in the matter of the new road in
Road District No. 12, near Courtland, were
fixed as follows: To Joe Green, $250. and
to the San Francisco Savings Union. $100.
Itwas ordered that these non-consenting
land-owners be notified of the award. P.
R. Beckley, counsel for Mr. Green, was
present and waived further notice.

The resignation of C. P. Hensley, as Con-
stable in Georgiana Township, was re-
ceived.

A petition was received from W. H.Man-
ning and others, accompanied by the
proper bond, asking for a new road in
Road District No. 8. J. F. Gladaz, Robert
Ward and James Pierson were appointed
viewers. The road willbe about fourmiles
long and run through Center Township.

THE EXPOSITION BUILDING.

PLANTING OF TREES AND BEAU-

TIFYING THE GROUSDS.

Sixteen Counties Afiked to Par-
ticipate in tin- Exhib-

ition.

The new exhibition building of the Im-
provement Association of the City and
County of Sacramento, adjoining the pas-
senger depot, is almost completed, and the
grounds surrounding it are being planted
with full-grown trees and shrubs, most of
which have been donated by the public-
spirited citizens. Yesterday men were
engaged in transplanting several large palm
trees which were taken from the grounds
ofPeter Kunz. The two largest, with the
soil boxed in aiound the roots, weighed
over seven tons each, and were presented
to the Association by Dr. G. L.Simmons.
Two other very tine palm trees were sold
to the Association by Mr. Kunz at a mere
nominal price. The work of transplanting
these trees was a very difficult one, and
would have been almost impossible ifthe
committee had not had the valuable assist-
ance of Phil Douglas and the railroad
company's wrecking crew, of which
he has charge, and Master Mechanic Mc-
Kenzie. The roots of the trees had been
boxed in the ground with redwood lumber
and were brought into the exposition
grounds on a small car. Holes weredug
ten feet square and eight feet deep, into
which the trees were to be lowered. It
was a very slow and difficult job and has
not yet been completed.

The Exposition building is circular in
shape, and is sixty feet in diameter. Ithas
been builtby contract, at a cost of $2,175,
and the work has been well done by the
contractor, J. E. Harris. Messrs. K. R.
Hamilton, W. R. Jones and J. W. Wilson
were the committee in charge of the erec-
tion of the building, and they have given
it close attention. They have* also had the
active assistance of J. O. Coleman, the Sec-
retary of the Improvement Association,
who has devoted a great portion ofhis time
to it. Messrs. P. E. Platt, G. W. Hancock
and E. J. Gregory were appointed a Com-
mittee on Grounds, and secured from the
railroad company a lease of the site upon
which the building has been erected.

The work ofbeautifying the grounds will
be pushed as rapidly as possible. Quite a
number of trees have already been planted,
and they are all doing well. Among them
are three very fine orange tiees, which have
been in bearing for four years, and are ovsr
twenty feet high. They were presented by
John Kelly. Mrs. C. 11. Cummings con-
tributed a line Mandarin orange tree and a
thrifty Japanese plum tree. Curtis H.Todd
contributed a very handsome magnolia,
and Mrs. A.C. Tufts two laige palms. The
last-mentioned have not yet been trans-
planted.

The grounds are being tastefully laid out
with circular walks, which will run be-
tween strips of lawn and beds of choice
flowers. A handsome fountain will be
ejected in the grounds east of the building,
and willadd to their attractiveness. The
gentlemen who have had the work inhand
deserve credit for the energy and taste dis-
played. From what has been done so far
it can be seen that the building and grounds
willbe a credit to the city.

The Association entered upon the erec-
tion of this building for the purpose of
making a continuous exhibit of the pro-
ducts ofCentral and Northern California,
and to make it the headquarters where
new-comers to this railroad center could
procure allnecessary information as to the
counties in this part of the State. Itis
their intention to have a competent person
in charge, whose duty it will be to meet
visitors, answer questions and impart such
information as may be desired. He will
be a man well informed in regard to the
capabilities of every section of country rep-
resented, and thoroughly posted inevery-
thing appertaining to the products of the
soil thereof, which will enable him to give
accurate and intelligent information to
those seeking it. He should be a man of
education, capable of expressing his
thoughts in graceful language, and hand-
ling with judgment and abilitythe large
correspondence.

The cost of erecting and maintaing this
building is borne by voluntary contribu-
tions of the citizens of Sacramento, but it is
not intended that the management
of the exhibit shall rest with Sacra-
mento. The counties of San Joaquin,
Calaveras, Amador, ElDorado, Placer,
Nevada, Plumas, Sierra, Sutter, Yuba,
Butte, Tehama, Shasta, Colusa, Yolo
and Solano have been requested
to send representatives to select and organ-
ize a Board of Managers for the perma-
nent exposition, and several of these
counties are already moving in the matter.
The various county Boards of Trade, Im-
provement Associations, Supervisors and
citizens generally, have been invited to fur-
nish creditable exhibits of products in their
season, maps and printed information in
regard to their respective localities, and to
co-operate with the Association in every
way possible to make the permanent expo-
sition a creditable one to this portion of the
State. While the citizens of Sacramento
have taken the initiative inthis matter, and
have provided tb«? building and propose to
maintain itat their own expense, they de-
sire all the counties named to take pan in
the exhibitand th? people of those counties
to be fully represented in the Board of
Managers, to the end that eveiy section
may be guaranteed its full share of the
benefits arising from the exhibitionof its
products.

There can be no douht that Ihis exposi-
tion, situated as it will be, within a few
steps of the general passenger depot at one
of the greatest railroad centers on the Pa-
cific coast, will prove an immense advan-
tage to all sections represented, and itis to
be hoped that all of the counties men-
tioned will take an interest in the enter-
prise and send creditable exhibits.

The Cathedral.
The work on the Catholic cathedral at

Eleventh and X streets is progressing
rapidly, and it is now thought it willbe
completed by one year trom date, or say
the Ist of May, 1889. The central tower,
which is to be surmounted by an immense
cross, is up, and the hight from the ground
to the top of the cross is 247 feet. The top
of the dome of the State Capitol is said to
be 240 feet, but the mechanics working on
the cathedral tower say in their opinion
the ballon the top of the State building is
not more than 210 feet. The ceiling in the
auditorium of the church is 01 feet in
hight. The ceilings in the legislative halls
of the Capitol are 48 feet inhight.

Every number was encored and the per-
formers responded. The musical pro-
gramme was very pleasing and had the good
quality ofbeing thoroughly understandable,
and of rendition with distinctness of
enunciation of the singers, and vigorand
precision by the players. Between the
thirdand fifthnumbers of the programme
Rev. J. B. McNally, of Oakland, delivered
a spirited lecture upon the subject "Natural
Justice is Ireland's Demand. So itwas
for America; so itis to be for Ireland, the
Keystone ofIndependence." The speaker
was earnest, rather than brilliant; but his
vigor and enthusiasm, and the heart he
put into his subject, gave such
vitality to his eloquence, that it made
itself so felt in the audience as
to rouse the people to a high pitch
of enthusiasm. Itis creditable to the rev-
erend gentleman's warmth ofheart, and his
patriotic devotion to the flag of his adoption j—

which he apostrophiz id so eloquently
and highly creditable to the sympathetic
quality of his nature, and the love
he bears the land of his birth, that
he dwelt as he did upon the woes of that
land, and the aspirations of its people for
political independence. But it is to be re-
gretted that the instant he reached Ireland
in his logical discourse upon the right of
self-government, and the political equality
of men, he dropped logic and reasoning
and swam in the uttermost depths of en-
thusiaßtic Irish denunciation and lamenta-
tion. Itwas pardonable, well enough, elo-
quent and moving, but it was at the ex-
pense of a previously pursued logical line
of reasoning. Many itnot all of his hear-
ers, would have been greatly edified to
have followedhim down the line ofre?son
and analysis of the defense England
puts forward for her rule in Ireland,
and the original and maintained claim
of moral or legal right to dominate
the island. Such an analysis would
have completed and rounded out the
line of thought upon which Mr. McNally
at iirst entered, and wouldhave greatly in-
structed many of his hearers, and probably
have cleared the way in the thought of
others. He began with the proposition
that natural justice is equity between men,
in their relations to each other, which
equity is written by the hand of the author
of being, upon the charter of nature, to be
read by all men. God created and pro-
vided for the worldby complexity of act ;
by act of His omnipotence He created
all things composing the universe ;
by the act of His wisdom
He regulated and fashioned and
legislated for all things in creation so as to
move in harmony with His divine will.
This fashioning we call the order of God. j
Order is heaven's first law;in it is found
allbeauty and harmony ; outside of it is j
rebellion, disorder andrepulsiveness —

oth-
erwise sin. God being the author of man
is hence also the author of all things es-
sential to man. Society is essential toman ;
he is born into it; as Cicero said, he is
born into it and there remains. Society,
therefore, is the ordination of God. So,
too, government, being essential to man in
society, which is his natural sphere and for
which he was made, is ordained of God.
Government is a power, with a will. So-
ciety could not exist without order, and
order not without justice, and justice not
without law. God is the pleni-
tude of all existence the author
of man and allessential to his being, and
therefore of order, justice and law, and
hence is the author of government itself.
He is the author of nature, the controlling
power in the universe, and hence the
source of all power, and of necessity the
power we call government. Government,
then, is from God to society. But men are
free agents by God's will,and to them is
committed the uses of government. No
man can assume to himself, therefore, the
riirht to govern his fellows. But men in
society can confer upon a few the office of
authority, even to rule, and that becomes
an oligarchy. Or, they may will to
adopt representative forms and rule
theniselves through agencies acting by
their will and as they direct, as with us
in America, and that is a republi-
can form of government. So we are
ruled according to our mind aud our con-
ception of natural justice, and that is the
keynote of American independence. Eng-
land claimed the right to dictate to the
American colonies ; in the exercise of their
conception of natural justice the people re-
sisted that claim and declared themselves
absolved from all duty to recognize it.
They perceived the truth ;they saw clearly
the distinction between natural justice and
unwarranted assumption of authoriiy.
They acted upon it and won their inde-
pendence. This is what Ireland perceives,
and what she wants to do—

this and noth-
ing more. She claims iv natural justice I
freedom to make of the will of her people
the torm of government God's laws sug- I
gest to man, and which isin harmony with
the things essential to the best stateof so-
ciety. The American Colonies asserted the
right in natural justice to define their own
form of government

—
the light of Ireland

is of equal strength ; sbe lacks only the
physical ability. She never has yielded up
her right in Datural justice to govern her-
self. She never has yielded toanyGovn-R-
--ment. No Roman tyrant ever ruled her ;
nor Norman hireling soldier ever trod her
soil inconquest. The Danes came and de-
clared the right of might to rule Ireland,
but they never got time to survey the
island, much less to divide it up among
them. When they were gone, or driven
into the waters, came the Norman French,
suave and polite, but they were absorbed I
by the Irish and became more intensely I
Celtic than the originals. They came to I
change the people ol Ireland, but were
themselves changed. About the Twelfth
Century the foot of the Saxons polluted the
soil ofErin "but did they change the Irish
people?

"
Right here the lecturer "quit,"

to use a vulgarism, and from this on he
ceased to speak of the Rule of Ireland, the
claim of England, the resistance of itin
reason; the position or views of the I
two sides of the question; the res- I
ponse of the Irish party to the I
English, etc. From this out the lecture
was an appeal to the sympathies
and an iteration that cruelties
had been practiced by England upon the
Irish people of such a nature as to make
all true hearts bleed. It was a touching
and often eloquent recital of patriotic de-
votion by the Irish, withbursts of passion-
ate vituperation against England, and again
tearful lamentation over the heroic men
and women of Ireland who refused bread
tendered with the proviso that they re-
nounce their religion and their patriotism.
He read from Lester, the Protestant histo-
rian, a passage declaring the injustice ofI
England to surpass that of any recorded in
history. He asked ifit is under the lawof
God that England becomes a care-taker
for Ireland '! "Is is by law spring-
ing out of natural justice that she I
rules? Is it by commission from I
God that sbe governs?" He paid I
|S brief but warm tribute to Gladstone and
Parnell. and declared that some of the beet
thought of Kngland is now siding withIre- 1
land in her demand to be permitted to set I
up agovernment of natural justice that is
in harmony with God's scheme of order
through law over society. He dwelt at
length inretrospect of the woes of Ireland, I
and fancied himself in communion with
her towers and castles, her crumbling ab-
beys, her running brooks and springy I
turfs, her rocks and hills,and lakes and I
dales, and recited with deep pathos the
story these recited of Ireland's woes and I
the sufferings of her people. He drew to
the close with an almost fierce appeal to
Irishmen, ''never, never, never," togiveo'er
their claim to self-government for Ireland,
but with their latest breath assert it,and die
still asserting and still defying man to dis-
prove the right of their claim.

Mr. McNally was often interrupted by
loud applause and cheers, and not infre-
quently by laughter at his abrupt diops
into witticism.

Simmons will return about the
latter part ofJuue or the beginning ofJuly.

ADisgraceful and Inhuman Assault.

The cause of the absence the present
week of Vice-Principal Pond, from his
position at the High School, was not pub-
licly known until yesterday morning,
when the fact that he had been brutally
assaulted and beaten on Sunday last, and
was so much injured as to be confined to
his room, was stated. The facts appear
briefly to be, that Mr.Pond was sitting on
Sunday afternoon upon the porch at his
place of boardine when a young ni»n
named Marcellus Meehan," who was
boarding at the same place, came upon the
porch and without any word or warning
walked up to Mr.Pond and struck him a
violent blow in the face, knocking him
down. This was followed by other rapid
blows and, it is slated, with kicks, by
whichMr. Pond's face was unmercifully
beaten and badly disfigured. Meehan
stoutly denies that he kicked his victim,
and that he only struck two or three blows
but the injury inflicted does not in any
manner indicate that this statement is cor-
r.'ct.

Meehan's own explanation of the affair
shows the attack to have been vicious, and
cowardly in the extreme. He states that
he "had reason to believe, was almost cer-
tain," that false representations as to what
Meehan had said about a young lady, and
also concerning the probability of two
young men up country not succeed-
ing in business had come from
Mr. Pond, and he was so angered he
could not control himself. In speaking
of the cowardly assault last night, he said
he had not yet regretted what he did. Mr.
Pond, who claims he had nothing to do
with the reports referred to. is a quiet
young man, of very slight buildand deli-
cate health, while Meehan is of strong
build and of such greater strength as to
make his attack and terrible beating thor-
oughly cowardly and inhuman. It is
stated that Mr.Pond is so seriously injured
that he will be confined to his room for
some days. Meehan has gone to another
boarding place, but has not otherwise been
thus far molested.

Made a Difference With Him.
A gentleman in business on J street, see-

ing the published statement that County
Clerk Hamilton would not receive the
registrations made by the Assessors, which
omitted the street and number of resi-
dence, called at the Assessor's otlice the
following morning. He asked for the
deputy who took his registration, stating
that he saw that both the County Clerk and
the Board of Supervisors required the
street aud number of residence to be given,
and these were not asked nor given in his
case. He was answered that the number
made no difference, was not necessary, and
that his registration was all right. He re-
plied that it was not all right, and tbat he
wanted the registration corrected. He was
again told in a very positive way that the
number made no difference whatever."Well," he replied in a very emphatic
manner, 'itmakes a sight of dif-
ference to me, and Idon't propose to be left
offfrom the register either." He there-
upon went to the County Clerk's office and
asked to be registered properly, which
favor was granted, and he went away. "It
makes all the difference in the world to
me, whether my name gets upon the Great
Register, and Idon't propose to be left off
by any 'funny business,' if Ican help it."
