IMPORTANT SEIZURE.

Some 83,000 Worth of “muzgled Opium
Captured at the Bay.

Sax Francisco, April 9th —An important
seizure was made this afternoon on the
dock of the Pacific Coast Steamship Com-
pany, which has greatly flarried the clerks
in th eewploy of Goodall, Perkins & Co.,
and caused Surveyor Tinnin to put on an
air of secretiveness which is painful to be-
hold. Among the imports on the last
steamer from the north were three cases
supposed to contain household effects, that
being what they were entered on the
steamer’s manifest. They were consigned
to a Chinese firm in this city, and the sus-
picion of the Custom-house officials be-
came aroused and the contents ot the cases
were investigated. The result of the inves-
tigation was that the innocent-looking
cases of household effects were found to
contain $3 000 worth of prepared opium,
and in all hkelihood manufactured in one
of the British Columbia factories.

In connection with the opium seizure
was the arrest of a dapper little Chinaman
who visited the dock fer the purpose of re-
ceiving the cases.

Deputy Surveyor Fogarty was on the
lookout for him and immediately placed
him under arrest and conveyed him to the
Custom-house.

The Conflict of Authority Between Yuba
and Nevada Courts.

MarysviLLE, April 9th.—A conflict of
authority has arisen between the Superior
Court of Nevada county and Sheriff Inlow
of this county over the arrest of Chicese
hydraulickers captured at Scott's Flat, Ne-
vada county, last week. G. H. Sterns, one
of the anti-debris agents who made the
arrests, was served with a writ from Judge
Walling requiring him to produce Ah
Fong, one of the captured Chinamen, in
the Superior Court of Nevada county on
Saiurday last.

Previous to the service of the writ the
Chinaman had been delivered by another
party into the custody of the Sheriff of
Yuba county at the jail here, who declined
to surrender him to Sterns upon the writ.
Sterns appeared before Judge Walling on
Saturday with an attorney, and was re-
quired to produce the Chinaman to-day or
be held for contempt. Sheriff Inlow, act- |
ing under legal advice, still declines to sar-
render the prisoner.

Leading counsel of the Anti-Debris As-
sociation are being consulted, and the
matter will probably be taken immediately
to the SBupreme Court. Th-re appears to
be no occasion for interference by the Ne-
vada county Court in this case, as the

Chinese captured while in the act of hy-
draulicking had been previously served !
with a notice to desist from their illegal |
work, and were perfectly well aware of the
law. They tried to escape arrest—some by |
fighting and others by running. i

Nearly ail the illicit hydraunlic mining !
still carried on is prosecuted by Chinese, |
and they vut the people in this part of the
Btate to nwuch expense and trouble in keep-
lng up a costiy detective organization.

on the floor. In this position Mackey tried
to draw his pistol from his pocket, under
the impression that Griffith was armed and
intended shooting him, but his hand was !
held by his adversary until the noise at- |
tracted a number of bystanders, who separ-
ated them.

Afer the Consul was released by the by- i
standers Griffith still continued to abuse ;
bim. Mackey became excited by the screams
of his mother, and pulied his pistol again
and fired at Griffi hs, fortunately without
effect. Griffith escaped. Bome Mexican
policemen ran up to the house, but seeing
it was the American Consul’s, did not enter.
The Chief of Police went up to the house,
and after hearing what had occurred or-
dered a police officer to stay around and
arrest Griffith as soon as caught, but be did
not make his appearance. He went imme- |
diately across the river to El Paso. 8o did !
his wife, who really was at¢ the bottom of
the trouble, having tried to overreach the
Mackey family in rent and board. i

Before leaving Mrs. Griffith went to the :
Chief of Police and apﬁlied for a warrant °
against Consul Mackey, but was refused, on
the ground that he had done perfectly right
and would have been justified in killing
Griffith. Consul Mackey, unlike his pre-
decessor, Judge Bingham, of Cutting fame,
is very popular with the Mexicans. All
regret the unprovoked assault made upon
him in their city.

IN THE HOUSE.

Stanford and the Presidency—The
New States Contest—Depend-
ent Pensions — Etc.

[BPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE ERECORD-UNION.)

HELP FOR VETERANS.

The Commiitee Concludes Its Work on
the Dependent Pension Biil,

WasHINGTON, April 9th.—The House
Committee on Invalid Pensions this morn-
ing took final action upon the Senate bill
known as the dependent pension bill, A
substitute was adopted for the second sec-
tion, which is the principal section of the
bill. The substitute provi ‘es a pension for
all persons who have served in the military
or naval service of the United States for
any period, and who have been honorabiy
discharged. and who are now or may here-
after be suffering from mental or physical
disability, not the result of their own vici-
ous habits, which totally disabled them for
the performance of manual labor—at the
rate per month of one cent for every day’s
WAar service.

It further provides the same pension for
all persons who are 62 years of age—or
who may hereafter become 62 years of age
—for and during their natural 1ives.

Section three was amended so as to pro-
vide that when the widew of any person
who had served in the war, and been hon-
orably discharged, is in a condition of de-
pendence, or is suffering from any disabil-
ity recognized by the general pension law,
oris 62 years of age, she shall be placed
upon the pension roll at a rate per month
of one cent for every day’s war service of
her husband.

The fourth section was amended so as to
make the attorney's fees for claims filed
under the bill $5, instead of $10. The ele-
ment of dependency placed in the Grand
Army bill by the SBenate was eliminated so
that all soldiers are to be pensioned for
their services equally, without regard to
their financial condition and according to
the per diem idea.

The amendments were adopted by a
strict party vote, the Republicans favoring
the provisions of the Senate bill, so that
the amended bill n:ay be regarded as em-
bodying the Democratic policy in the mat-
ter of pension legislation.

SENATOR STANFORD.

Coming to be Kegaurded as a Strong
Presidential Candidate,

WasHINGTON, April 9th.—The Sunday
Herald publishes the following editorial
paragraph: There are indications of a
spontaneous movement for Senator Stanford
as the Republican candidate for President.
The undeniable popular strength shown by
such candidates as Depew and Sianford is
one of the most curious signs of the times.
Evidently people do not intend to consider
all railroad Presidents and millionaires as
public enemies, but discriminate between
the broad, fair and humane, and wizards
and wreckers.

Without doubt Depew is very popularin
New York, and Governor Stanford equally
or more 20 on the Pacific slope. His mag-
nificent charities, his unsullied private
character and amiable personal traits are of
the kind to attract popular favor. There is
no doubt that the Republican party might
go farther and fare worse.

TfHE DEAD JURIST.

FProceedings in the Supreme Uounrt Con-
cerning the Late Chief Justice.

WasHINGTON, April 9th.—In the Supreme
Court to-day, Attorney-General Garland
presented the resolutions recently adopted
by the bar and officers of the Court respect-
ing late Chief Justice Waite, and spoke at
some length in eulogy of the deceased.

Justice Miller, in receiving the resvlu-
tions, also paid an eloguent tribute to the
late Chief Justice, and said :

“We fully appreciate the great loss
which the country, the bar and the officers
of the Court bave sustained by this sad
event. The blow falls, however, with
more force upon the members of this
Court, who wera associated with him in the
performance of its functions, and had been
accustomed to the benefit of his learn-
ing and of his ability in the discharge
of duties common to us all; for, not
only has he guided our pathway and
lightened our labors by his experience, his
skill and his practical tact, but with an
urbanity and kindliness of heart rarely, if
ever, excelled. He had won our affections
and attached us to himself, so that while we
sympathize in the public loss, each also
feels the sorrow of separation from a spe-
cial friend.”

Justice Miller then announced that the
Court would cease to hear arguments on
May 4th, and would adjourn for the term
on May 14th.

A ROW AVERTED,

Reported Amicable Settlement of the
Morocco Affair.
WasHINGTON, April 9th.—The Secretary
of State has received a cable message from
United States Consul Lewis, at Tangier,
saying that the recent trouble with the
Moorish Government hasbeen satisfactorily
settled. No details are given, but it is
stated at the Department that the terms are
honorable to this Government,

-

CONGRESSIONAL PHOCEEDINGS.

The Senate.

WasHINGTON, April Oth-—Morril gave
notice that he would on Wednesday next
address the Senate on the President’s an-
nual message, and Coke gave a like notice
for Thursday. A number of bills were
then introduced and referred.

The bill to provide for the admission of
the State of Dakota into the Union and for
the organization of the Territory of Lin-
coln was taken up.

The substitute reported from the Com-
mittee on Territories to the original bill
establishes the boundaries of the proposed
State and designates the remaining portions
of the present Territory as the Territory of
North Dakota (not Lincoln), with Bismarck
as the capital.

Teller reported back the House bill to
give validity to certain patents for inven-
tions that were irregularly issued, being
signed by Second Assistant Secretary of the
Interior Hawkins, instead of by the Secre-
tary himself. .Passed.

Butler reported back the House bill to
ratify and confirm the Act of the New
Mexico Legisiature creating the connty of
San Juan. Passed, with an amendment
declaring Aztec the county seat.

Among the bills introduced and referred
were the following:

By Allison—For the establishment of a
permanent Court of Arbitration between
the United States and Great Britain and

‘rance.

By Chandler—For the completion of the
direct tax of 1861. [This bill revives and
re-enacts those sections of the Act of 1861
imposing a direct tax of $20,000,000, and
provides for the collection of all the unpaid
balances, with five per cent. interest there-
on. States are to have the privilege of as-
suming their quota, less 15 per cent deduec-
tion, otherwise the tax is to be collected
from the land of individuals, as provided
in the original Act.]

The bill to anthorize the sale to aliens of
ceriain mineral lands was taken up for con-
sideration.

Faulkner spoke in opposition to it. He
regarded it as a bill fraught with danger.
‘The Act of 1887, which the bill proposed
to nullity, was the first Act passed which
affected the holding of real estate. The
bill would not only allow individuals to
obtain mineral rights in this country, but
it would allow corporations formed in Eng-
land, France or Germany to purchase any
number of patents to mining lands.

Stewart asked Faulkner whether there
was any law in West Virginia that pre-
vented aliens from having an interest in
mining properlgl.

Faulkner—* None that I know of.”

Stewart—" Nor in any other State.”

and I wanted to know whether the Senator

Faulkner moved an amendment provid-
ing that where mining claims which hnve;
been patented are acquired by partoership, |
n majority of the pariners or directorsshall |
be citizeus of the United States.

Stewart said there seemed to be a total |
misapprebension of the object of the bill,

It left the law—so far as mining claims
were concerned—in the same condition as
if the Act of 1887 had not passed, and the
Senator himself (Faulkner) had demon-
strated that no evil had resuited from it as
it had then stood.

Dolph said the law of 1887 had been
aimed against the evil of allowing foreign-
ers to hold large tracts of agricultural
lands. The bill simply restored the condi-
tion of affairs in the mining districts of
Territories that existed before the Act of
1887.

Without final action on the bill or the
amendment the bill was laid aside and the
bill taken up to provide for the admission
of Dakota into the Union and for the
organization of the Territory of Lincoln.

Piatt, Chairrman of the Committes on
Territories, said the bill was one of four
which had been reported by the Commiit-
tee on Territories for the admission of new
States. It provided for the admission of
the southern part of Dakota under a con-
stitution already formed. The other three
bills were enabling Acts for the Territories
of Washington, Montana and the northern
portion of Dakota. The proposed State of
South Dakota had a population of 400,000,
and he thought that they had a right to be
admitted as & State and to participate in
the next Presidential eiection.

Vest—'"* Do you mean that the reople of
South Dakota have a legal and constitu-
tional right to come into the Union as a
State without action on the part of Con-
gress 7

Platt—*" No.”

Vest—*‘That claim has been asserted,

from New York indorsed that proposition
or not.”

Platt said there were now in the Union
nine States having less population than
the proposed State of South Dakota. He
argued that South Dakota had brought her-
self within the precedent under which
States had been admitted. It could not be
eaid that she had done anything irregular.
Why should she not be admitted, and
admitted now? Why should the Senate
turn a deaf ear to her prayer? Why
should the Senate refuse to participate in
that greatest, gran-est act of legislaiion—
the admission of & new State into ihe
Union, thus adding to the grandeur,
strength, glorv and renown of the Ameri-
can Republic?

Butler obtained the floor, and the bill
went over till to-morrow. After an exec-
utive session the Senate adjourned.

The House.

WasHiNgTON, April 9th.— The Houvse
proceedings this morning were utterly des-
titute of interest until 2:30. The Clerk con-
tinued to call the roll upon the various dil-
atory motions submitted. At thathour the
House found itself without a quorum, and
Weaver moved an adjournment. The mo-
tion was defeated—yeas 80, nays 151,

A call of the House was then ordered.

About 6 o'clock Oates asked unanimous
consent to have a resolution read for in-
formation, but he was promptly met with
objections from the Republican side.

The resolution he intended to have read
was to the effect that a large number of
attorneys, lobbyists and claim agents are
working actively to secure the passage of
the bill now under consideration, and that
a committee should be appointed to ascer-
tain what contracts or agreements existed
between any attorney, lobbyists or agents
and the beneficiaries of the aforesaid bill
and report to the House in thirty days, and
that pending such investigation the fur-
ther consideration of the bill be postponed.

At 7:30 the Sergeant-at-Arms appeared
and reported that of the twenty-five mem-
bers absent without leave twenty were out
of the city and the other five conld not be
found. He was directed to continue the
search.

About 9 o'clock further proceedings un-
der the call were dispensed with, and
Campbell of New York moved as an
amendment to the pending motion for a
short recess that the House take a recess
until 11:45 to-morrow morning.

In order to prevent a vote being taken on
this proposition, Breckenridge of Arkansas
revived the tactics resorted to a few days
ago, and moved that McKinney of New
Hampshire be excused from voting.

The point of order against the motion
was overruled by the Speaker.

. D. Taylor appealed from the decision,
pending which Breckenridge of Kentucky
moved to adjourn.

Weaver of lowa moved that when the
bouse adjourn it be to meet on Wednesday
night, and Breckenridge of Arkansas
moved to adjourn until Thursday.

At 10:15 E. B. Taylor asked unanimous
consent that the House take & recess until
11:45 to-morrow.

The Speaker pro tem. put the request,
and after a short pause declared it granted,
bringing down his gavel just as Brecken-
ridge of Arkansas sprang to his feet with
an objection, which came one second too
late. The recess was therefore taken.

THE DEADLOCK.

Strong Eftorts Msie to Get the House
Into Working Order,

WasHIiNeTON, April 9th.—The Paciic
Railroad people have been working hard
to break the deadiock in the House on the
direct tax bill in order to get their bill up
to-morrow as the special order, but at this
hour they have not made any headway.

The Southern filibusterers are pledged
not to yield until Oates of Alabama gives
a release, and the friends of the direct tax
bill think the great sum of money coming
to their States under the contested meas-
ure of more importance to their constitu-
ents than the extension of the Pacific Rail-
road debt.

Should the deadlock be broken to-day,
another complication will arise in a fight
against the Quthwaite bill, lead by Weaver
of Iowa, who declares he will filibuster it
out of hearing.
