
THE FOLSOM PRISOM AND WATER
POWER.

Warden Aull,of the Folsom prison, is
right inhis conclusion that ifmanufactur-
ing is to be the rule in our State Prisons,

the water power of the American river at
Folsom ought to be utilizedin th:interest
of manufacturing in that prison, lieholds
that, with the water power at hand, he
conld employ two thousand convicts at

Folaom to far better advantage than they
can be kept at labor at Han Quentin. The
utilization of the water power would, of
\u25a0course, involve the putting in of machin-
ery and the erection ofshops.

The policy of the State in establishing
a prison at Folsara was settled upon many
yeare ago, and costly structures have been
erected for the detention of convirts at

that place. The reasons that moved the
State to take surh action still exist, and
are as strong as ever, withothers which
have develoi>ed. There ought, therefore, to
be no thought of abandoning the prisoners
to idleness, or of deserting the prison in
behalf of San Quentin. Nor do we iK'lieve
aDy such idea is entertained. The State
owns conHideraMe laud at Folsom, upon a

good part of which large numbers of the
convicts can be profitablyemployed. But if
the water power were utilized the capacity
of the prison for providing labor for all
the prisoners would be vastly increased,
and not be confined merely to the working
of the granite quarries or the land. Aside
from the qiusiion of prosecuting manu-
factures in iir'iMins, and without touching
upon the issue the projection of that ques-
tionalways opens, it is undeniable that
the very want use the Slate can rniike of
ite prisoners is to keep them in idleness.
If, therefore, prisoners are to be kept at
labor, the utilization of the water power
at Folsom would certainly be economic
wisdom.

Sacramento is very much interested iv
whatever is done about the Araericau river
water power. Ithas loDg looked forward
to the day when that power willhe bo ap-
plied a« to insure the erection of factories
at various points along the river between
this city and Folsoin, and finally remit in
lining the American river banks from
Folsom down with manufactories. .Some
day this willcome about. Th<; State is
better situated to take the initial stop in
inaugurating that era. She can find em-
ployment for her convicts at Folsom as
readily as at San Qucntin, the matler of
location, aside from economic power to op-
erate machinery, having littleto do with
the matter. When it comes to the ques-
tionof motive power, however, the claims
of Folsom are superior to any other local-
ity in the State at all conveniently related
to commercial centers. The American
river water power is, indeed, sufficient to
turn every wheel inCaliforniaand all that
may be added for many years to come.
This power can be transmitted to great
distances and be used as far down the
stream as thin city. It is, when once ap-
plied,almost costless, and thus practically
eliminates the consideration of expensive
engines, fuel and large Investment for mo-
tivemachinery. It would 6eem to be a
wise policy, suggested by Warden Aull,to
employ the convicts at Folsom inbringing
in the power to the prison, so that when-
ever ti-e Htate determines to actively em-
ploy the Folsom convicts it willbe able to
do so without delay. There are no con-
siderations infavor of San Qucntin ;ls a
place for the detention of convicts, that do
not operate in fuvnr of Polsom, 6ave only
the fact that the State has a large machin-
ery plant at the former prison. Hut
there is a counterbalancing advantage
infavor ofFobom, that unlike the niadiin-
ery plan*,willnever depreciate or require
renewal —

the exhaustless water power
of a torrential stream. The policy of the
State, therefore, ought to be to maintain
both prisons, and poaibly may take the
shape of making oue of them a plate of de-
tention for neophytes in crime, first oliend-
ers, and those under punishment for the
least grave offenses. In each prison the
convicts mu>t be employed, and where
that employment involves the introduc-
tionof new machinery, the Folsom prison
has decidedly the superior claim for its
erection.

SHOOTING AT FOLSOM.
A Convict Fired Upon by a Visitor—Jeul-

<• i-v the Came.
A young man named W. K. Tolley, from

Oakland, says a Eecokd Ukio.n correspond-
ent, went to the Folsom State Prison on
the early treln yesterday morning ai:d
asked to see convict Charles Wadleiyh,
serving a five-year sentence from San Fran-
cisco for felony. Captain Murphy, after
questioning Tolley, referred thp applicant
to the Warden. Wardm Aull refugee! his
consent to the interview, as Tolley

considerably agitated and eluimeil
that Wlrileigfa had alienated his wife
from him. At half-past eleven, as
the convicts were tiline in through
t.'ic prison Kates. Tolley suddenly d»«w a
pistol and fired several shors at Wadieigh.
none of the shots striking tin;latter, how-
ever, but one i>{ them inflictimr a flesh
wound on the buck of oonvict Videl. The
orompt orders of the Warden and Captain
<if the Guard prevented a panic and order
was immediately restored. The shooter
was promptly secured by order of the
Warden, and the Folsom police telegraphed
for. The Ciuse of the shooting is jealousy,
Wadieigh having placed a young woman
whom Toll<-y is married to, in a brothel,
for which cnvnse he is serving his present
s-entence Tolley has only lately liecome
aware of his wife's antecedents. She now
refuses to live with her husband and issus-
peced of haviug a lurking atiachment for
Wadleigb.

A telegram from Folsom last night says :
"W. L.Tolley, who this morning emptied
a pistol at a convict in the line as he was
pacing into dinner, had an examination
thin afternoon before Justice Siurgis, who
held him over in $2,000 bail on a charge of
assault to murder."

BOULANGER'S SUCCESS.

The election, to-day announced, of Bou-
latiL'or to llieChamber complicates the po-
litical situation in France. That his
election reflect! a republican sentiment is
certainly not true, itdoes stand, however,
for the compacted strength of all the oppo-
sition, of whatever character, to the Gov-
ernment, in ttie Department of Dordogne,
and this incfadoi the local strength of
Orlcanistx, Bunapartists, and all other ene-
mies of the Republic. These, combined
with the Boulanger Republicans, won him
a decisive victory. That the Conservative
party should receive this demonstration as
a calamity is not surprising. Whoever
reads much of political conditions in
France to-day must become convinced that
there is one and overshadowing issue,
though its motive is kept in the back-
ground

—
aod that in the question of the

perpetuity of the Republic. The military
ambition of Boulanger wilts the purposes
of the enemies of republican institutions
exactly. Their purpose is imme-
diate; to embroil France in a war;
beyond that they have hope only—

a hope that in the turmoil
monarchLsm may find its opportunity to
seize upon the Government and usurp the
functions of the Republic. The hoi>e of
the lovers of peace in France and the
friends of the Republic must now Iw that
Boulanger as a Deputy willbe far less an
important personage than when holding
the portfolio of war, or commanding the
army. Inthe Chamber he willbe but one
of many, and a rival to other ambitious
leadership. Very often in politics the
safest disposition of a lire-brand politician
is to invest him withpower and place him
among a large, number of men equally
weighted with responsibility. Boulanger
as a Deputy willbe less likelyto command
a revolutionary movement than when he
wore the ribbonof aGeneral. It wil!now
become a hot cnutest between a deposed
militarychieftain who hgs done his ut-
most to invoke agjfre«ive war, and thus
serve the purpose of the domestic foes of
the Republic, ami th«; cool, dear-beaded
Be Frcyciuet at t.'ie head of tie War De-
partment, and opposed to war, except it
becomes BeeeMry in self-defense. There
is reasua to have taith inM.de Frevciuet ;
fuith inPre-iidt-nt Carnot, as devoted Re-
publicans; Kama for *tillgreater faith in
the rural population of France, that it
willn'jt permit Biulanger and the anti-
republican elements behind him to wreck
the hope of republican experiment in
Eurof c.

Imported woolbetween
1884 and ISB7 increased by "G,O 0,000
pounds, when, according to previous con-
ditions, it should have fallen off33,000,000
pounds. In 1887 woolen goods were im-
ported requiring for their manufacture
150,000,000 pounds of wool, and there was
paid to foreigners $100,000,000 for wooland
woolen goods that ought to have been pro-
duced at home. These figures apply di-
rectly to the wool-growing industry upon
tho Pacific coast, where without protection
itis thrown into direct competition with
the Australian and South American pro-
duct.
