UNEASY CONSERVATIVES,

Boulanger's Election the Chief Topic
Discussed in Paris,

Parrs, April 9th.—In the electica yester-
day to titl a vacancy in the Chamber of
Deputies from the department of Dordogne,
Geperzl Boulanger was chosen. He re-
ceived 59500 voles, against 35300 for Cle-
jonuie, the Opportunist candidate. The
result was unexpected, and bas increased
the wneasiness of the Conservatives, who
declare that the Boulangerist movement is
a public danger and that urgent measures
are needed to check it.

The Bonapartists assert that the result
in the Dordogne proves that the country
demands a dissolution of the Chamber of
Deputies and a revision of the Constitu-
tion.

Boulanger refused to contest for the seat
for Dordogne, but his friends forwarded his
candidacy,

La Lanterne says that General Boulanger
will refuse to accept the seat, as he desires
to sit for the Department of du Nord only.

Boulanger Writes a Letter to One of His

revision of the Constitution. I have ac-
cepted the candidacy for the Nord. On Sun-
day next the votes of the Nord will be
added to yours in a fresh and significant
protest in favor of a national republican
policy.”
