INNOCENT CONVIVIALITY.

Mrs. Elliott Has to Pay for It—Sundry
Police Court Cases.

The Police Court was crowded when
Judge Buckley took his seat 3-esterday
morning. There were fifteen cases on the
calendar, some of which are attraclng con-
siderable attention. Several members of
the legal fraternity were present who are
seldom seen in this Court and the large
crowd of spectators expected to hear aome
interesting cases. In this they were disap-
pointed, as the cases were continued to dif-
ferent days.

The first case called was tnat of Prentiss
Mashn. charged with battery. John H.
Mckune appeared to assist the City
Attorney, and Will. Carson, the com-
plainant, also stated that he appeared as
counsel for the prosecution. Mr. Carson
is a correspondent of the San FranciscoEraviiner, and was ejected from Governor
Waterman's private oflice by Mr.Maslin,
by the Governor's order. Kobert T. Dev-
lin appeared for the defense, and asked
that the case be continued until Thursday,
in order that Messrs. David McClure and
Joseph Redding, of San Francisco —who
\u25a0were also retained for the defense—could
be present. Grove L. Johnson willalso
appear for the defendant. The prosecution
did not object to a continuance, but desired
that the case go over until Tuesday, April
24th. After some discussion, Judge Buck-
ley .sei that day for the trial. Subpenas
were then issued for a perfect cloud of wit-
nesses, the Clerk mistaking the list for the
Sacramento directory. Mr. Carson had
subpenas issued for every man at the State
Capitol, from the Governor down to the
janitor, including the heads of all the de-
partments, and every clerk in each of
them. Ifthey all respond, the State Cap-
itol willbe closed on the day of this im-
portant trial. Judge Buckley remarked
tha: he thought it would be a good idea to
move the Court up to the Capitol on that
day.

the cases of J. W. Duckworth, charged
with assault to commit murder, J. D.
Smith. David Smith and Howard Cahill,
charged wilh battery—all growing out of
the row at the Tivoli on Friday last—were
then called. A.L.Hart appeared for the
defendant. Duckworth, and announced
him ready for his examination The pros-
ecution asked that the case De postponed,
as they had not yet >ecured the names of
the witnemu. Mr.Hart insisted that the
defendant was entitled to have the exarni-
TiM'.k;:iproceed or be allowed to go on his
own recognizance. All of the cases vrere
tinaliy continued until Thursday At>ril
i:uh.

The Martinez brothers, who had pleaded
guilty to battery and disturbing the peace,
each paid a fine"of $7 50.

James Lewis pleaded guilty to disturb-
ing the peace, in throwing stones and mud
at a Chinaman who was passing along X
street, near Fourth. This boy has been ar-
rested a number oftimes and"has given his
father a great deal of trouble. Heretofore
the Court has let him off on promise of
better behavior, but yesterday Judge Buck-
ley told him that talking seemed to do him
no good, and he should adopt dillerent
measures. He ordered him to pay a tine of
$10, or go to the County Jail for ten days.

Dan Trainor got drunk and put up a de-
posit of $j for his appearance inCourt. He
was not on hand and the deposit was for-
feited.

Abraham O'Shaughnessy, James Curn-
mings, Antone Meneke and John Fitz-
patrick all pleaded guilty to having been
diunk, but were discharged on promises of
tiot appearing before the Court again.

Edwin Wilt was arraieMed on a charge of
exposure of person. Mrs. C. W. Robinson
and her two children testified to the act.
Witt claimed that he could prove an alibi
and was given until this morning to pro-
duce his witness.

Mrs. Klliottappeared to receive her sen-
tence, having been convicted of keeping a
disorderly house on Sixth street, between G
and H. Her counsel, ex-City Attorney
Hart, appealed to the Court to make the
sentence a light one, as the defendant had
not, in his opinion, thought she was vio-
lating the law inallowing her guests to in-
dulge in a little innocent conviviality: be-
sides, she was about to move out of the
neighborhood and would not disturb itany

Judge Buckley said that Mrs. Elliott
mrn ably defended, in a trial of three

days, and there was no doubt in hia mind
as to her guilt. In consideration of the
tact that she was going to leave the neigh-
borhood he would make her line only $25,
though he had intended to make it double
that amount.

night. The voices, it is true, harmonized
well, and there was a deal of dwelling upon
soft tones, and much of chant, recitative
swell and diminuendo and other easy tasks
of vocalization. The troupe was applauded
and several encores won, but it awakened
no enthusiasm and appealed to nc special
musical taste. The young ladies willreal-
ize but little for all their labor, but should
not be discouraged. The public approves
their scheme, and will certainly stand by
them ivtheir laudable endeavor.

CITY TRUSTEES.
Report of the Committee on the Hlatt

Water Filter.

The Board of City Trustees met in regu-
lar session yesterday, allthe members pres-
ent.

The Chief Engineer of the Water Works
reported 24,488,000 gallons of water pumped
daring the week. The Holly pump was
run 135 hours and the Stevens 4S.

B. Labbs, who has the contract for filling
in the cemetery, filed his bond, in the sum
of $500, with F. Macfessell and Henry D.
Rode as sureties.

The following communication was re-
ceived from the Improvement Association :

Gentlemen :At a meeting of the
Executive Committee or the Sacramento City
and County Improvement Association, held on
the 11th instant, the following resolution was
adopted :

Saoivtd, That the Trustees of the city be re-
qoMted to make such contracts fof street
sprinkling as will enable the Street Commis-
sioner toorder out the street-sprinkling carts on
any <lay during the year when sprinkling may
be necessary lor the preservation of property or
the comfort of the inhabitants.

Trusting that you may be pleased to comply
with the above resolution. Yours respectfully,

The document was placed on file, and

willbe considered when bids are let for
street-sprinkling.

THi: UEADE OF M STREKT.
Henry Burnham, Fred. Knox, L. C.Chandler, and others who are doing busi-

ness in the vicinityof Second and Mstreets,
appeared before the Board and opposed the
raising: of the present grade of M street on
that block, or anyway disturbing the slope
on Second from Lto M. They are willing
to gravel the street, and their only objec-
tion to raising to high grade ia that the
property there could not be used, as it is
now, for lumber-yards.

Mr. Chandler, who was principal spokes-
man for the protesters, was very bitter in
his denunciation of to many

—
as he termed

it—new-fangled notions. 'He said if the
Trustees desired to drive business out of
the city they would proceed in the line
lately ni&pped out. He was opposed to
this thing ofgrading and graveling streets
and bringing them up to high grade. It is
driving business men away from Sacra-
mento.

Mr. Ryan interrupted Mr. Chandler by
saying,

"
A man ought to go out of town if

improving of the streets drives him out.
and the sooner he goes the better it willbe
for Sacramento. There are a few moss-
backs here yet. They are known to every-
body, bet noone has ever known them to say
a word or do aught for Sacramento anil
they never fail to oppose everything that is
proposed in the way of improvements."

Mr. Chandler
—

Well, along comes a man
and says,

"(ilorious climate, plant orange
and pomegranates;" and immediately a
dozen men want to drive Chandler out of
town. Itis a glorious climate and a gay town.
You men are actually driving business out
of town by this infernal street work, a con-
stant drain en the taxpayers and property
holders.

Mr. Wolf
—

We haven't got in good driv-
ing trim yet, Mr.Chandler. We propose
to have good streets, and well sprinkled.
We wilihave good sidewalks —

no Silurian
holes in them, either. We are going to
have a pretty town, and one you willbe
proud of when we get through with it.
Just give us a chance.

After considerable discussion the matter
was referred to the Street Commissioner,
with instructions to establish an official
grade for that portion of M street in ac-
cordance with the expressed wish of the
people doing business there.

poimed tar your Honorable Board tor that pur-
ixisi-. t,eg leave to report that we have visited
Los Angeles, where one of these Alters, with a
dnily capacity ofSUO.UGO gallons, is inoperation,
and in company with Mayor W. H.Workman,
of I>os Angeles ;Dr.Orme, President of the State
Board of Health :Mr. Kuunells, Superintendent
Of the Los Angeles Water Works, and others,
made a thorough examination of the system
and apparatus now being adopted for use in
that city.

Inour judgment itdoes its.work thoroughly
and evidently in a manner highly satisfactory
to those gentlemen as well as to us, and in ac-
cordance withour views as to what is required
to produce good, clear, sparkling water from
material ofquestionable purity.

The treatment of the water is by the doubleprocess of chemical precipitation aud mechani-
cal filtration, which is what we consider would
be the requisite filtration of Sacramento water,
and we feel fullysatisfied of the fact that the
adoption ofthat system inour city would be a
complete success, and give us what we have
long felt the need of—as good, sparkling water
v the world can produce.

Tlie filter is constructed on simple and correct
mechanical principles, aud is such that itisnot
liable toget out oforder with reasonable atten-
tion. It v very completely and conveniently
arranged for thorough changing of the filtering
material isaud and pulverized coke) as often as
necessary

—
a point of the greatest importance.

Inconclusion, we feel perfectly safe inrecom-
mending to the people of Sacramento the adop
tionofthis system for use inour city, as being
inevery particular well adapted for the pur-
poses intended. The matter of cost, terms, etc.,
Is. inour judgment, of secondary consideration
compared to the many benefits to be derived
from its introduction and use inSacramento
City, ingivingto our city an inexhaustible sup-
ply ofclear, sparkling and healthy water, that
will be free from foul impurities, animaculie,
etc.. and ina great saving of power, fuel, etc.,
in flowingclear water through ourmains instead
of the usual heavy materiaL

To summarize, our personal judgment is that
the adoption of this system would be to the im-
mediate and permanent interest of our city.

Vitrifiedironstone pipe was ordered laid
in the alley between Uand P, from Eighth
street to the center of Ninth.

Itwas also ordered that bids be invited
for building a sewer in the alley between
M and N, Eighth and Ninth streets.

IsIt Right?
Yesterday a gang of the Street (. ommis-

sioner's men were at work fillingup holes
in the street and securing the earth for that
purpose by digging itfrom the side of the
street near the sidewalk, where ithad been
placed by the property-owner at heavy ex-
pense. The owner of the place where the
work was going on stated that the same
thing had been done on several occasions.
He had paid out igreat deal of money to
grade the street up so that ihe water would
not stand in front of his door during the
rainy season, and every time the street
needed repairs the Commissioner would
order his men to take the earth he had
placed there and potit in the middle ofthe
street. The citizen says he has ceased to
remonstrate, since when he does so he
only receives a torrent of abuse. On its
face, the proceeding looks like an outrage,
though itis possible there may be an ex-
planation of it. It is not necessary, how-
ever, to reply to a respectful remonstrance
by vituperation and abuse.

THE DEADLYPISTOL.
John Loch Pats Two Ballets Through

His Heart.
John Loch, a young man 23 years of age,

committed suicide at his room in the Ar-
cade Hotel building on Second street, be-
tween J and X, about 10 o'clock yesterday
morning. He was a young man of excel-
lent habits, welland favorably known, and
no cause can be assigned for his rash act
except that he has been sick for the past
few days and may have become despondent
over it.

Mr.Loch has been employed for a long
time in the railroad car shops under Jabez
Turner, and was known as one of the
steadiest men in the company's employ.
For the past year he has roomed at theArcade, which is now run as a lodging-
house by Miss Horan. Last Thursday he
had an attack of intermittent fever and did
not go to work. He took simple remedies,
but as he got no better he went out to the
Railroad Hospital on Friday and secured a
prescription from Dr. Huntington. He
was much better on Saturday and Sunday,
but yesterday morning, about 8 o'clock
he rang for the landlady, and informed
her that the fever had returned and that he
felt very badly. He had suffered with a
very weakening sweat during the night,
but he would go over to the shops and re-
port to Mr.Turner that he was not able to
go to work. Miss Horan wished him to
send a messenger instead of attempting to
go himself, but after partaking of a cup of
tea he went out.

Miss Horan states that he returned in a
short time and went up stairs to his room,
though she tried to prevail upon him to
lie upon the parlor sofa during the day.
He said that he was compelled to go to his
room, and went on up stairs. About five
minutes afterward Miss Horan says she
heard two pistol shots, and remarked upon
it to a woman who was working with her.
The lntter said that the sound was not
loud enough for pistol shots. An hour
later Miss Horan was on the third floor,
and called at Loch's room to see how he
was. As she entered she saw him lying
across the bed on bis back, and thought he
had fainted, but, upon attempting to
rouse him, found that he was covered
with blood, and a pistol lay upon his breast.
Assistance was procured at" once, aud it
was found that the unhappy man had
evidently taken a 3S-caliber Smith <k
AVeston revolver from a valise which lay
open before him, and sent two bullets
through his heart. The pistol was at lull
cock, showing that he intended to fire
another shot but had died before he could
do so. The bullet holes were less than an
inch apart, and the weapon was held close
enough to burn his shirt, as he had opened
his clothing so as to get close enough to his
body.

The deceased was a native of England,
where he has a mother and other relatives.
He also has acousin residing at No. 141t>
Polk street, San Francisco. He was in
good financial circumstances, and it is not
known that he had any trouble on his
mind, except his late illness.

Coroner Clark took chargeof the remains
and willhold an inquest, but the time has
not yet been fixed.

STATE BOARD OF HEALTH.
Interesting Session Last Evening—Elec-

tion or Officers— Etc.
The regular quarterly meeting of the

State Board of Health was held last even-
ing at the office of the Secretary. Present
Dr. Ornie, President ; Dr. TyrreH, Secre-
tary ;Drs. J. M.Briceland, Shasta; A. C.
Ruggles, Stockton :W. B. Cluness, Sacra-
mento.

This was the first meeting of the new
Board. Dr. Ruggles presented his appoint-
ment as the successor of Dr.H.C. Crowder.
The other members succeeded themselves.

The meeting was organized by the selec-
tion of Dr. Cluness as temporary Chairman
and Dr. Tyrrell as temporary Secretary.

On motion of Dr. Bnceland, seconded
by Dr. Rugcles, Dr. Orme was unanimously
elected President of the Board for a term
of four years.

Dr. G. G. Tyrrell was re-elected Secretary
of the Board.

The following committees were ap-
pointed, the Secretary being ex otticio a
member of each :
