The Case of Emperor Frederick Takes a
Dangerous Form.

Beblik, AprilICth—3:so p. m.—The Em-
peror's condition remains the same. The

of the Emperor are now assembled at
Charlottenburg.

Berlik, AprillGth.—Belter reports have

Berlin, 8:15 p. m.—The Emperor is very

weak, and itis reported that inflammation
of the lungs has set in.

Berlin, AprillGth.—At the evening con-
ference of doctors concerning the Emperor
it was found that the fever and bronchitis
were unchanged.
Itis undeniable that Dr. Mackenzie this

morning believed the Emperor's end was
approaching. The Empress urgently sum-
moned the members of the family to
hasten to the castle. Crown Prince Will-
iam galloped from Berlin and arrived first.
He was soon followed by the Empress
Augusta and others. Prince Bismarck was
at his bedside an hour after receiving the
summons.

Therei3amarked discharge of bloody
mucous from the Emperor's throat, and
the swelling is progressing downward.

THE CEOWX PRINCE TO ACT.
I'rince Bismarck, accompanied by the

Minister of Justice, had another interview
with the Emperor this evening, when his
Majesty signed an order appointing Crown
Prince to act as his representative.

THOUGHT TO BE DYING.
Berlin,April17th.—a. m.—At midnight

all the members of the Imperial family
were summoned to the Emperor's bedside.
The worst is feared.

the date of his deliverance. He praises
the electors for their pereevuance and
patriotism, and says they und: rstood his
professions of faith, although the poli-
ticians did not.

•' What France demands,"

what the electors have affirmed

through my name, is the necessity of a
constituent Assembly, before which all
ambitions will be effaced, and which will
give the people the large place tiiey ought
to occupy under a republic. TLis always
has been promised them, but systematically
withheld. We willlabor to make the re-
public respected and indtalructi: le."
