THE MEXICAN BOUNDARY LINE ON
ITS TRAVELS,

The Boruck-"Post” Libel Suit—A
Nevada Tragedy—Injury to a
ady—Border Justice.

TEN DAYS TO AMEND.

The Demurrer Sustained in the Boruck-
“Post” Libel Suit,

Sax Fraxcisco, April 23d.—[Special.]—
The case of Marcus D. Boruck against the
Evening Post for damages, for alleged libel
against him came up to-day before Judge
Hunt. The suit grew out of an article in
the paper named, charging that Boruck
hal caused P. A. Finigan’s removal from
the State Board of Agriculture, because the
latter had exposed certain acts of a friend
and former partner of Boruck’s.

Judge Hunt delivered a long dissertation
on the intricacies of the law of libel, con-
cluding as follows:

“The statement that so long as Governor
Waterman allows Mr. Boruck to advise
Lkim we de not helieve that he will do jus-
tice to Mr. Finigan nor straighten out the
kinks of the horse race rings, would be,
in my opinion, actionable, per se, if the
complaint contained proper matter of in-
ducement and alleged that the plaintiff
occupied an official position in the Govern-
or's office. But, as previously stated,
there is no such averment in the com-
plaint.

It thus appears to me that without mat-
ter explanatory of the meaning of some of
the language employed in the article in
question, and in the ubsence of averments
relative to the official capacity of the plain-
tiff, the complaint fails to state a cause of
action.

"1t is apparently upon the assumptions
of an injury to the plaintiff in some official
capacity that the present action is founded,
for, if the pleader does not intend to rely
upon the article as actionable, per se, in im-
peaching his official integrity, then there
maust be an averment of special damage to
sustain the right of action. For this reason
the demurrer will be sustained, and ten
days allowed to amend.”

The same ruling was made by the Court
in the case of Marcus D. Boruck vs. P. A.
Finigan, to recover $50,000 damages for
sending the alleged libelous matter on a
postal card through the United States mails
to C. M. Chase and E. F. Smith and other
parties.

A GEEAT LOSS,

No Hope of Saving the Stranded Steamer
San Pablo.

SAN Frascisco, April 23d.—[Special.]—
The fears entertained here regarding the
safety of the steamer San Pablo, stranded
on the Chinese coast, were confirmed
to-day by the receipt of the following dis-
patch :

SHANGHATL, April 23d. — San Pablo a total
wreck. Reed and crew in Shanghzi. No lives
lost.

The San Pablo is the first steamer that
the Occidental and Oiiental Line has lost.
The company began operations July 15,
1875, when the steamer Oceanic sailed from
this port. The San Pablo was leased from
the Pacific Improvement Company. Sec-
retary Frank Douty of that organization,
said to-day that the lost steamer was worth
between $500,000 and $600,000. She was
not insured. It is the policy of the South-
ern Pacific Company, of which the Pacific
Improvement Company is a branch, not to
insureits property, either ashore or afloat.
The San Pablo was built as a collier, but
two years ago was changed for passenger
service. She was regarded as one of the
fleetest and stanchest vessels of the line.

VirciNiaA Criv, April 23d.—James Mc-
Carthy, the 16-year-oid boy who shot and
killed Dominick Solari at a wood ranch in
this county on April 20th, had his prelimi-
nary examination to-day on a charge of
murder, and was held without bail to an-
swer before the Grand Jury.
refused to make a statement, and displayed
a stolid indifference.

The evidence of a witness of the tragedy
indicates that the crir.e was a premeditated
murder, and that Metarthy's intention was
to kill his vietim’s companion, mount a
saddle-horse that he had asked the loan of,
and make his escape. The fact that he of-
fered his victim 75 cents for the latter’s
horse and saddle indicates that he is not of
sound mind.

The loss is about $500, with no
insurance.

STILL IN MYSTERY.

The Story of the Strange Disappearance
of John Yule.

PLACERVILLE, April 23d.— El Dorado
county, during the past week, has been the
scene of considerable excitement, owing to
the mysterious disappearance of John
Yule, ex-Speaker of the Assembly and a
well-known old-timer of this and Placer
counties.

A force of men have been constantly on
the lookout for two weeks, and a thorough
search has been made everywhere for the
body of the missing man, but without
avail. Sheriff Anderson, as a last resort,
called upon the citizens to aid ini the
search, and early this morning four carloads
of men left Placerville for El Dorado,
and the hills were thoroughly scoured
without finding the least trace of the miss-
ing man,

A representative of the San Francisco
Eraminer was early on the ground and
made a most thorough search and inquiry,
securing information which shows con-
clusively that John Yule was murdered for
his money and pointing almost to a cer-
tainty to two well-known residents of the
vicinity of the Church mine as the parties
responsible for his disappearance. The
facts, as gleaned from reliable sources, are
as follows :

AT THE CHURCH MINE.

On October 25th last, Yule went to wcrk
in the Church or El Dorado mine, about
two miles east of El Dorado. He gave
general satisfaction to Superintendent Rich-
ards, was always at his post and never lost
a day’s work until the 8th of March last.
On that day the Superintendent closed the
mine and mill temporarily and paid the
men off. Yule received over $100, and sig-
nified his intention of going to town for a
short time, but was requested to return the
next day and do other work.

After leaving the mine, dressed in his
ordinary working clothes, Yule wandered
into a saloon near by kept by Jack Bart, a
noted resort of disreputable characters.
Here he succumbed to the captivating
smiles of one of the frail inmates.

During the night he intrusted his money
to his fair, but frail, friend, who turned it
over to the keeper of thedive for safe-keep-
ing. In the morning Burt returned $85

and Yule left for the mine, subsequently |
going to El Dorado. {

His night's spree had opened the eyes of
two bangers-on of the dive who coveted his t
wealtk, and who are believed to be his
murderers. Those two men live in a
tumble-down cabin near the mine. One
already has a criminal reputation, while ;
the other is a worthless fellow, neither

mine to resume work. When buta short
distance from the mine he was met by a
feliow-workman and he said he was re-
turning to the mine to work. To another
friend whom he met near Burt's cabin he
again said he was returning to work. Later
in the day one of the two suspected men
stated at Burt’s that they had a new boarder
at their cabin, naming Yule, and it was
generally understood in the neighborhood
that Yule was stopping there.

Several days afterward Yule was wanted
at the mine and was sent for. He was
not found at the cabin and both men de-
nied that Yule had ever been there. Sus-
picion was {at once aroused and a search
instituted, but without a trace of the miss-
ing man being discovered.

An investigation disclosed the fact that a
man snd two women, inmates of the dive,
had left for Nevada the day after Yule was
last seen, and also that one of the suspected
men a few days afterward started on foot
for Virginia City.

SUSPICIOUS CIRCUMSTANCES.

Previous to leaving he visited a neighbor-
ing ranch, and purchased and paid for a
quantity of wine, in doing so offering a $10
gold piece in payment, and exhibiting more
gold, saying that he had been working at
the mine and had just been paid off. To
another person to whom he exhibited the
gold he said his brother in Denver had sent
it to him, and to a third he said he had
won it in the Louisiana lottery.

It is known that he has not done a par-
ticle of work for over a year, and his other
statements are almost positivelv known to
be false. At various places before leaving
he showed from $50 to $60 in gold, the sum
known to be in Yule’s possession when he
left El Dorado for the mine.

From that day to this nothing has been
heard of Yule, and the most dilligent
search has failed to discover the body.
Everv resident in the vicinity of the mine
is pronounced in the belief that these two
men know what became of Yule.

THE THEORY OF SUICIDE DISCREDITED.

There is no ground but that of foul Iplay
to account for the disappearance of Yule.
His good clothes, watch and some money
due him were left at the mine. He had
met a fellow-workman and said he was re-
turning to work, and was then less than
half a mile from the mine. He owed no
one and had no domestic or other troubles
to cause Lim to commit suicide or surrepti-
tiously leave the country.

His wife, who has just arrived from
San Jose, was seen, and was positive that
her husband had not left the country and
had no cause for taking his own life,
pointedly referring to the fact that he had
often epoken against suicide.

Superintendent Richards is confident he
has been murdered for his money, and the
same opinion is also entertained by his
his fellow-workmen.

Ojo Deperro, a valuable spring south of
Deming, on American soil, is coveted by
the Mexican cattlemen. They went to the
nearest monument and bodily moved it a
mile north, but the Deming people moved
it back. The bonndary needs speedy re-
marking, particularly as there are no
f&merican Customs Inspectors along the
ine.

Vile Treatment of a Respectable Ameri-
can on Mexican Soil,

at Paso Del Norte, had attended a wealthy
old Mexican professionally. For his ser-
vices, the Mexican, who owns cattle, agreed
to give the physician cattle of a particular
brand. Dr. Sowers herded up the cattle on
the Mexican's' ranch and selected all ot
that brand to drive oft. Some of the
Mexican relations, who were on the ranch,
thought he was getting more than he was
entitled to, and had him arrested on a
charge of cattle-stealing. Dr. Sowers was
arrested on Saturday, and without the
benefit of bail was thrown into a loathsome
dungeon and remained until to-day, when
he was released without explanation or
apology.

in other departments of the city, Senator
Pierce arose and stated that he had received
a telegram from Governor Hill demanding
that Rollin M. Squire be required to pro-
duce the letters he swore he had received
from the Governor.

President Spencer, of the Aqueduct Com-
mission, was the first witness. He said he
had visited Governor Hill and urged him
to veto the bill reorganiziog the Board by
putting the Mayor and Controller off of it.
This was only a few days before the Gov-
ernor signed it.

Rollin M. Squire, ex-Commissioner of
the Public Works and ex-Member of the
Aqueduct Board, was called and produced
a number of letters and notes from Gov-
ernor Hill and from his Private Secretary.
Some of them were invitations for confer-
ences with the Governor. In one Governor
Hill asked Squire to restore a man named
Neilson, who had been discharged from the
Puablic Works Department. Another was
from * Budge’ Mullen, the Governor's
friend, asking that Charles Cornell be ap-
pointed to a position under Squire.

Ex-Controller Lowe testified that he un-
derstood that the Aqueduct Commission
reorganization originated with John ('Bri-
en, of the contractor's firm of O’Brien &
Clark, who, it had been alleged, profited by
the change and aided Governor Hiil’s can-
vass. Witness declined to accede to the re-
quest of Judge Mullen that he vote to
award three sections of the aqueduct con-
tract to O’Brien & Clark, and it began to be
rumored that witness was to be removed
from the Commission.

THEY WANT A SHOW.

The Republicans Demand Time for a
Full Debate on the Tarifr,
[Copyright, 1888, by ke California Associated Press.\

WasHINGTON, April 23d.—It was under-
stood at the meeting of the Ways and
Means Committee to-day that the tariff de-
bate should be resumed to-morrow, Messrs.
McMillan and McKinley being the orators.

At the committee meeting McKinley,
speaking for the minority, said his side
wanted ten days, of five hours each, for the
general debate.

Mills wanted only ten days altogether for
the general debate, dividing the time
equally between the two sides, and hold-
ing night sessions.

The minority would not consent to this
proposition. MecKinley said they had had
no voice in the proposition of the bill. In-
dustrial interesis affected by it had been
denied hearings, and, while there was no
purpose to obstruct or delay, they de-
manded a fair chance for discussion.

As the minority is unable to enforce its
demands, the committee adjourned withont
any agreement, except to take up the bill
to-morrow, if it should be found practi-
cable to do so.

TO A FINISH,

The Democrats Consent to an Exhaustive
Debate on the Tariff,

WasnHINGTON, April 23d.—The Demo-
cratic caucus to-night discussed the Repub-
lican committee ultimatum on the tariff
debate. The general sentiment was that it
is inexpedient at this time to limit the de-
bate. ~The following resolution was
adopted :

Resolved, That it is the opinion of this caucus
that the tariff’ discussion be resumed to-morrow
and continued to a conclusion, to the exclusion
of other business, except that night sessions
may be held, and, if not required for debate
upon the tariff, shall be employed in enrrent
legislation. The direction heretofore given
touching an amicable arranzement as to the
time of the debate on the tariff bill is to con-
tinue in force.

Referenceto the *“ amicable arrangement”’
refers to the direction of the majority to
ascertain the wishes of the Republicans,
and the continuance was ordered in the
hope that the Republican members might
be disposed to compromise at the meeting
of the committee to-morrow.

A GROWING CITY.

The Remarkable Increase in San Diego’s
Postal Business.

WasniNeTON, April 23d.—The Commit-
tee on Public Buildings and Grounds, in
reporting in favor of the bill to erect a
public building at San Diego, publish a
letter from the Supervising Architect of the
Treasury containing a renewal of the in-
quiries made by him of the Postmaster at
San Diego as to the necessity for a new
building.

The Postmaster says the present floor
space of the office is 3,000 feet, and that
5,000 feet are required. The postal busi-
ness has increased from almost nothing ten
years ago to $32,000 last year, and this
year's receipts will be over $60,000.

There are eighteen employes in the Post-
office now. Rents are very high, but the
Government has now got a building free.
The cost of a suitable site is estimated at
25,000.

RATHER VAGUE,

Congressman Morrow Wants Somethl: g
Done in the Samoan Afair.

WasHINGTON, April 23d.—Representative
Morrow, of California, to-day introduced in
the House the following joint resolution:

WHEREAS, Certain European Powers have re-
cently pursued in the Pacific ocean an aggress-
ive policy of annexation and colepization,
which has resulted mn the almost eoinpPlete de
struction of native independence and autonomy
in that quarter of the globe; and whereas, in
view of the growing importance of the commer-
cial interests of the United States in the Pacific,
it is desirable that there should be maintained
whatever remains of independent government
in that part of the world, free trom European
dominsation and control; and whereas, in the
Samoan Islands, one of the few remaining inde-
pendent groups of the Pacific ocean, recent
events have tended to impair, if not absolutely
destroy, theirindependence and autonomy; and
whereas, the United States, as a friendly Power
having commercial interests in said islands,
and as the first Government to respect and en-
courage their independence and enter into
treaty relations with them, is interested in
maintaining toneir autonomy and independence;
therefore be it

Resolved, That the present condition of affairs
at Samoa requires that the Government should
aid the peopie of those Islands in securing a
diplomatic arrangement and an independent
native Government, free from the claim of ter-
ritorial jurisdiction of any European Power,
and to the end that this purpose may be speedily
and effectively accomplished, the President of
the United States is hereby requested to con-
tinue to interpose the good offices of this Goy-
ernment in the effort to settle and adjust the
present difficulties at Samoa upou a solid foun-
dation, and for the restoration of peace and
good order and the establishment of a responsi-
ble native and independent Government.
