Saxta Rosa, May Ist.—The preliminary
examination ofJoe Frey. the stage robber,
was held this morning. Detective Thacker]
shotgun messenger Ward, Sam Allen, the
young man who fatally shot Eugene Prens
and badly wounded Frey. the stage-driver
and defendant testified. The battered ex-
press-box, mask, fivepistols and one mus-
ket, that the robbers used, and the articles
ofplunder were offered inevidence.

Sam. Allen, testified that defendant fired
a shot at him and gave the order to shoot.
He says :

"
When Crigler and myself

came upon the robbers they fled to the
rocks. When we pursued them Preus
fired at and killedCrigler. Itold Frey to
drop his pistol, which he did; but when I
looked around to see ifCrigler was shot.
Frey picked up the pistol and fired itat
me. Ireturned the fire, and in quick suc-
cession Iheard the bullet of Preus' pistol
whistle by ruy head. Iopened tire on
Press, and all Icould see of him was his
head. Ithought Ihad missed him, but
was satisfied that Ihad hitFrey. Ifound
Prius the next morning at the foot of the
cliff, where he fell, with a bullet-hole
through his head."

Witness identified the defendant as one
of the robbers. He was held over on the
charge of murder without bail. Frey is
quite weak to-day from loss of blood. He
may not recover.

SHOT FROM AUBUSH.

l'arllculars of the Murder of John L.

Fkebno, May Ist.—The Deputy Coroner
and a surgeon ju3t in from the foothills
bring the first authentic account of the
murder ofJohn L. Seipa, the sheep-herder.
Serpa, with his partner, named Marcial,
each having a band ofsheep, started from
the West Side about a week ago for the
foothills. On Sunday mornine, while
driving along the road beside Sycamore
creek, the men passed a house in which
were ten or twelve men. Two came out of
the house and demanded of Serpa and
Marcial their destination, at the same time
telling them that they would not allow
them to ranee bands in that neighborhood.

Hot words passed between the men and
Marcial, and finally the latter and Serpa
drove on about two miles beyond theliouse, and at noon camped. Shortly after
nieu from an ambush at the top of a hill
(th« camp beinu' in a valley^ began firing
on Serpa s camp. Inall twenty or thirty
shois were tired. Serpa was killed by a
buliat which entered uvft his left eye and
went through bis head. None of the party
saw tiie men that were doing the shooting.

Grape Cuttings.
Grape cuttings should now be taken

from the cellar, or other places. of storage,
say the Vinewrdist, and buried ina dry
sunny place, top-end down, so that the
upper end is about ten or twelve inches
below the surface of the ground, then put
on about two inches of good soil, and cover
with a thick layer of fermenting horse
manure. This, with the warm rays of the
sun, MOB warms the layer of earth on the
cuttings, and not only induces the rapid
callousing of the butts, but the formation
of root.-; also. At the proper time take up
the cuttings and put them in a well pre-
pared cutting bed, and the growth will
astonish you.

BUSH MADLY rBOM HIS SEAT
Toward the Republican side of the cham-
ber, where Ingalla ol Ka-saa stood calmly
awaiting developments. Cockerell of Mis-souri, ufid Beck and Blackburn ot Ken-
tucky caugut Voorhees by the arms, forc-
ing liimintohis seat, and persuaded him to
leave the chamber.
Itwas late in the afternoon. Ingalla had

concluded a speech of over two hours' du-
ration inreply to an attack made upon him
last week, which attack was drawn forth
by an assault which Ingalls had made
some weeks previous upon the Administra-
tion and Southern Senators, in the course
of which the Kansas Senator had assailed
Hancock, McClellan and Fitz John Porter.
Voorhees had defended these men and cas-
tigated lu^alls for his imputations upon
thtir loyalty. The speech was made in
tne absence of the Kansas Senator, and
last Thursday he notified the Senate that
he should make answer to day.

Had Barnuni notified the people of
Washington that his circus would be
thrown open free to the public to-morrow,
the invitation would not have been ac-
cepted with more alacrity. In the two
hours that Ingalls occupied in his speech
he was careful to explain that in criticising
McClellan and Hancock he spoke of them
ouly as politicians, and did not intend to
disparage iheir military services. He made
noapologies for his previous speech, but
raided the solid South unsparingly, de-
fended Hayes' title to his seat, and

HELD SEKATOIt VOORHKES UP TO SCOR^

As a man who, during the war, had done
all inhis power to thwart the plans of the
Union Generals for whom he appeared on
the floor of the Seuute as a defender and
eulotrist.

Voorhees twisted and turned under In-
fzalla' merciless sarcasm, made copious
notes, frequently absented himself for a
few moments from the chamber, and ap-
peared to be laboring under great excite-
ment.

VOOEHEES TAKES IT LT.
As soon as Ingalls, amid loud applause,

took his seat, Voorheea was upon his feet.
He spoke rather disconnectedly, and re-
peated himself frequently, but the opening
of his speech made a good impression. He
touched IngalU to the quick by saying that
no Committee of Investigation had ever
followed him to his seat in the Senate, and
that the people of Indiana, who knew his
record better than the Senator from Kansas,
had sent him to the Senate by the largest
majorities ever given by the Democratic
party of that State. He intimated, in lar.-
guage too plain for misconstruction, that

INGALLS WAS A HVrOCRITE
And prevaricator, and then, losing his
temper, he launched forth into a tirade of
abuse. Ingalls faced him while he was
speaking, and smiled.

Later, it was seen that Voorhees had
fallen into a trap most cunningly deviled
by his Republican opponent. Ingalls bad
only fired his first gun at the outset. He
had a masked battery and plenty ofammu-
nition in reserve, and

HE POURED GRAPE AND CAKKISTEB INTO
His opponent with good aim and merciless
rapidity. Spectators in the galleries were
cxci.cd. They had applauded some of
Voorhees' telling points with such enthu-
siasm that the acting President pro tern.
(Senator Dolpb) directed the Sergeant-at-
Arms to arrest any person caught giving
expressions of approval or disapproval.
Ingalls admitted that his own military
service had been inconsequential and ob-
scure, but Voorhees, he said, had been,
throughout the war, a malignant and de-
termined enrmy of the Union. He regretted
that personalities had been brought into the
debate. The crisis of his public life was
reached when he had been followed to the
Senate from Kansas by a malicious inves-
tigating committee that questioned the in-
tegrity of his title to his seat. Upon that
occasion Voorhees had assured him of
his sympathy and confidence, and,
when vindicated, the Senator from
Indiana had tendered him his con-
gratulations. While charging Voorhees
with treachery to the Union, the Indiana
Senator made frequent interruptions
against which Ingalls protested. He of-
fered to submit proofs in support of hisstatements, and Voorhees declared that the
charges were false, no matter who were the
w'tnesses.

EXCITING SCENES.
"Ifthis was a Police Court, Mr.Presi-

dent," said Ingalls,
"

the Senator from In-
diana would be sent to the rock-pile for
being drunk and disorderly !"

There was intense excitement on the
floorand in the galleries. Voorhees jumped
to his feet, but Ingalls refused to yield the
floor.

He th<n beg^n to read from a co llection
of letters captured in Voorhees' office dur-
ing the war, which tended to show that
Voorhees had proposed to raise an army of
100,000 men for the Confederate cause ;
that he was inleague with the Confederate
conspiiators in Canada; a member of the
Kniehta of the Golden Circle, and the
recognized champion of the rebel forces.

Voorhees interrupted repeatedly, and
told Ingalls ifhe made such statements he
was a liar!

THE KANSAS BENATOB LAUGHED
When this epithet was applied to him, and
continued his reading. James Johnson, a
Republican Representative from Indiana,
sat by Ingalls' side while the debate was in
progress, and whispered suggestions into
his ear.

Ingalls psked Voorhees ifitwas true that
Indiana soldiers on a train going out from
Terre Haute during the war, had not
threatened to lynch him with a bell-cord.

Voorhees jumped up on his feet, shook
his fist at Ingalls, and" shouted : •' It is a
lie!a dirty lie ! and the Senator is agreater
liar in making that intimation I Ihurl
back the lies of

THE BCOUNDBEL AND DIRTY DOG
That sits behind you, and who has pouied
his villainous lies into your ears !"

A storm of hisses greeted this outburst,
Iand Mr. Voorhees retired, while Eustis of
Louisiana showed that Ingalls was mis-
taken in the remarks he had made about
the record of the elections inLouisiana.

The Mouse.

Washington, May Ist.—The House went
intoCommittee of the Whole on the tarifl
bill and McCreery of Kentucky Couk the
floor.

Home Made Fertilizer.

The Horticultttral Times gives the fol-
lowing method of making a fertilizer for
pot plants : From a blacksmith's shop I
obtain the clippings of the horses' hoofs,
and as they sweep the floor, some of the
coal-dust and the steel or iron cinders and
filings also. Ifilla pail alxmt one-fourth
fullof this substance and then add boiling
soft water enough to make the pail full.
Once a week, then, Igive the plants a
thorough bath, usually setting the pots for
a while in the liquid. Ihave found this
treatment most excellent ; it seems to
furnish a complete food, for the plants at
all seasons have the freshness and green-
ness of June, and are remarkably prolific
in flowering.

Pacific StMton.
Livingston Su.ne. long connected withthe United States Fibh 'Commission, and

now Field Superintendent for the Commis-
sion for the Pacitic cuiisl, has been inthe
city for several days on business connected
withhis oilice. '•Iatn g!:i<i to see yon,"
eniii he to a reporter of this journal yes-
terday, "

fur there are some things regard-
ing the Government Commission that I
think the people here ought to know. The
essential point is thut hereafter all the
work done by this Commission in this

.-•rareas-.d on ibu coast will be conducted
tolely for the benelit of ihr coest. Up to
present time, while some rivers have been
stocked with fish, yet the chief use of the
stations here has been for the breeding of
fish to be tuken to Kastern waters. Ihave
been out here often, but heretofore Ihave
come to «et supplied and take them away.
Now Iam going to bu hen- all the time
and do all aiy work /or the Commission in
the interest of the coast. This change baa
resulted since Colonel McDonald became
Government Fish Commissioner, succeed-
ing to the office long held by Professor
Baud. The organization of the Commis-
sion hai been changed since Professor
Baird's death. Iused to be one of the
Deputy Commissioners :now there are no
Deputy Commissioners, but there are three
Field Superintendent*— one for the At-
lantic, one for the great laiies and one for
the Pacific.'"

The Government Commission is dis-
posed to do allit can do for this coast. It
has always been its policy to act in har-
mony with the State Commission, and it
wiHdo so now, that is, when we can learn
exactly who the State Commissioners are.
The State CormnUsion willmake sugges-
tions, and we will ende.ivnr to carry them
out so far as practicable. There are three
stations on this coast bow: Tne trout sta-
tion on the McCloud river inShasta, the
salmon station on the Ciackamas in Ore-
gon, and the salmon station on the Mc-
Cloud. The trout station on the McCloud
is to be shut down in a few months, for no
more California trout are required in East-
ern waters at present. We shall take over
100 000 trout eggs and fish from the station
and put them into the McCloud river about
September next, and then close the station.
About that time we will pul thousands of
young salmon into the Sacramento and its
tributaries. We will a'ao be prepared to
send salmon eggs to any of the livenon
the coast where they may be desired. 1
willmake ray headquarters at the McCloud
river salmon station. Baird is the post-
ofh'ce."

Itis the plan of Colonel McDonald to
have eventually a Western distributing
agency of the Commission at Denver with
me in charge. This be considers will be a
central point, although for rue to make the
circuit of the coast stations from that point
Iwill have to travel over four thousand
miles. There is now some talk of bringing
lobsters out here, and it may be done be-
fore long. Ithink J. D. Redding should
be retained in the State Commission. He
is enthusiastic and public-.-piritcd in the
work. The Albatross, the steamer of the
Government Commission, will be up this
way soon. She is v.ow between here and
Panama. She has several scientists aboard
who willperform work of ereat value for
this coast."
