GERMAN EXPLORERS MASSACRED
BY NATIVES.

Socialists Becoming Aggressive—The
Emperor Not Improving—
Mt. Ztna at Work.

{SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

MGST HORRIBLE,

Confirmation of the Awful Story of Fiend-

ishness in Brazil,
NeEw York, May 3d.—On April 18th
there was published from Rio Janeiro an
account of the alleged poisoning of a large
number of Brazilian Indians by one Senor
Joaquin Bueno (whose name, judging from
the character of the statement, ought rather
to have been Malo). The story showed
Bueno had already poisoned 3,800 Indians,
and was meditating the murder of 5,000
more.

The correspondent stated that he merely
gave the news as a rumor from the San
Paulo frontier ; that there was then no op-
portunity of verifying it.

The San Paulo weekly, the Paulista of
Subate, which has just reached here, says
the story was something more than a mere
rumor. Bueno, who resides in San Jose
Dos Campos Noves, stated that he had un-
der his orders about seventy people, em-
ployed in the persecution and extermina-
tion of Indians.

Some two months ago they attacked a
village and put to tlight all the Indians.

So soon as the assailants found them-
selves in possession of the village, and be-
ing furnished with a considerable amount
of strychnine, they set about poisoning all
the wells containing water, also the wine
and provisions. After the execution of this
atrocious deed the maraunders withdrew
without touching anything else.

Some days afterward the chief of the
dispossessed {ribe and some of his follow-
ers returned to the village, but even frcm a
distance comprehended that an awful hor-
ror had been committed, by the sight of
clouds ot crows hovering over the site of
the crime.

They found scattered there 3,000 corpses.

NOT MUCH BETTER.

The Emperor’s Condition —He is Not
Gaining Strength.

He has bu‘ little fever, and his
expectoration is slight.

He shows no increase of strength, how-
ever, and he is not allowed to walk about
his room. He passed a portion of the day
out of bed, part of the time on a sofa, and
the rest of the time in a chair.

York Market.

Berrin, May 3d.—The Empress, accom-
panied by Princess Victoria, Baron Von
Seckendorff and Herr Achenbach, left
Charlottenburg this morning for the flooded
districts along the river Elbe. Thousands
of people were at the stations to welcome
the Imperial party, and ladies presented
bouquets to the visitors.

The Empress was unable to prolong her
journey to Hamburg, feeling it her duty to
be at the bedside of the Emperor at night,
when he is likely to suffer most. The Im-
perial party returned to Charlottenburg
this evening.

Two FPistol Shots by Her Bedside Fail to
Awaken a Chicago Woman.
StanToN (Neb.), May 3d.—Further par-
ticulars regarding the suicide of General
Martin Beem, a prominent attorney of
Chicago, go to show that Beem arrived at
Stanton Sunday at 4 o’clock, hired a livery
rig and drove to the Case ranch that night.
All day Monday he seemed to act very
strangely. Tuesday night, after dinner, he
told his wife she had better lie down and
take a nap, which she did in her room.
Mr. Beem said he would go to his wife's
room and lie down, too. He went to the
room and told his wife he would read
awhile before lying down, and sat down in
a chair beside her. She, in a few minutes,
had fallen asleep. She testified before the
Coroner that she did not hear the report of
two pistol shots. There were two shots
fired, about three or four seconds apart.
The first shot fired did not take effect, but
passed over the bed and entered the wall.
The second shot entered his body just be-
low his heart, killing him instantly, The
noise of the falling body, and other per-
sons coming to the room, awakened her.
Her father, Mr. Case, found ber standing at
the head of the stairs with her hands
pressed against her eyes. She seemed to
be almost out of her mind. Her husband
had fallen face downward across a chair.
He made two or three gasps when moved
by Mr. Case, and died. Itis said that the
married life of Geperal and Mrs. Beem was
not a happy one, but there is no definite
information that this was the case. The
remains will be shipped to Alton, Illinois,
for interment.
