HOME AFFAIRS.

COMMODORE KITTSON DIES ON A
RAILROAD TRAIN,

Terrible Explosion of Natural Gas—
Chicago's Boss Brute—A Police-
man Riddled—Etce.

CAUSED BY NATURAL GAS.

An Episcopal Cathedral at Buffalo De-
stroyed by Fire.

Burraro, May 10th.—St. Paul's Cathe-
dral, the finest church in the West, was de-
stroyed by fire at 9:30 o’clock this morning.
The fire was caused by the explosion of
natural gas.

Dr. R. F. Pierce’s Invalids’ Hotel, a mile
distant, had a narrow escape from a fire
originating from the same cause.

Later —The explosion of natural gas in
the kitchen of Dr. Pierce's Invalids’ Hotel
at 9 o'clock this morning caused the de-
struction of the building. Preparations
were made to vacate the hotel, but the gas
was quickly turned off, and the speedy ar-
rival of the fire department confined the
flames to thebascment, with slight damage.

Fifteen minutes later the explosion oc-
curred in St. Paul's Episcopal Cathedral,
situated on a triangle bounded by Erie,
Church and Pearl streets. The heavy doors
of the Erie-street vestibule were torn from
their hinges and thrown into the street and
the flames burst from the doorway. By
the time the firemen reached the spot the
whole interior was in flames, and witbin
half an hour the edifice was completely
gutted. The walls crumbled under the in-
tense heat. At least a dozen explosions
have occurred at different points.

A Chicago Officer Riddled With
While Doing His Duty.

WiLniMastic (Conn.), May 10th.—The
climax in the case of the Willimantic Sav-
ings Institution was reached to-day in the
arrest of Cashier Royce on seventy-five
counts, which indicate that Rovee's rascal-
ity has been more bold and extended than
at first expected. The indictments allege
the misuse of deposits and making false en- |
tries for a large number of notes and bills
receivable, which were never sent for collec-
tion. Heisalso charged with appropriating

Royce takes his arrest coolly, and openly
boasted that the Directors would be impli-
cated as equally guilty with himself. The
loss to the bank was paid from the reserve
fund, and the institution is now pro-
nounced sound.

BLOODY DEEDS,

An Illinoisan Murders Two Neighbors
and Then Kills Himself,

Bercaer Crry (Ill.), May 10th.—A triple
tragedy was enacted in the couniry near
here last evening. Henry Miller and Wm.
Oderholt, farmers, had a lawsuit over a
trivial matter, and Miller, the loser, swore
he would get even. After the trial Miller,
true to his word, shouldered his rifle and
went to a field where L. C. Kinzey, one of
Oderholt’s witnesses, was plowing. Milier
first killed Kinzey’'s horse, and then shot
Kinzey twice, inflicting mortal wounds.

Then Miller went to another field where
Oderholt was at work., Oderholt’'s horse
was first slain by Miller, and then Oderholt
himself. Itis supposed that Kinzey and
Oderholt attempted to shield themselves
behind their horses.

When his revenge was completed, Miller
proceeded to the hut which served as his
home, and after setting the place on fire,
blew his own brains out. His blackened
corpse was found in the debris. Beside
him lay two guns and a bowie-knife.

Miller was a foreigner, 40 vears old, and
lived alone. Kinzey and Oderholt were
among the most respected citizens of the
county.

WAS HE

MURDERED ?

More Mysteries in Connection With the
Death of General Beem.

CHicaGo, May 10th.—The will of General
Martin Beem was shown this afternoon,
It leaves his widow only what the law per-
mits. The bulk of his property is leit to
his sister at Alton, Illinois. The most im-
portant part of the will is a private docu-
ment attached to it, directing his partner,
E. 8. McComas, to make a good investigza-
tion into the cause of his death, and if he
was found to have been foully dealt with to
prosecute those guiity.

HE FEARS FOUL PLAY.

He adds that his troubles had made him
suspicious; that all may be without cause ;
but he refers vaguely to a letter in the
vault which “may guide you as to whom 1
bave apprehensions of the most danger.

LoxpoN, May 10th.—The Daily Telegraph,
in a column article headed, ** England in
Danger,” asserts “on the highest military
authority "’ that the strength of the army is
entirely insufficient. Itsays: *If extra
men were enlisted to-morrow there
would be no barrack accommodations
for them. Many of the artillery batteries
are provided with the worst guns of any
existing army. Though we possess an un-
surpassed gun, we have no means of man-

ufacturing guns, except after much
delay. We also have the best mag-
azine rifle yet invented, but not
a single regiment is provigded
with such rifles.

The armaments
of the forts, the guns served to volunteers,
and the shot and shell at Woolwich are
mostly of cbsolete pattern. Frsar of the

NO SURRENDER,

THEY FISRERIES TREATY BADLY
SAT TPON.

The Seaate Committee Boldly Des
clares that American Honor
¥ias Been Bartered,

ISFECIAL DIBPATCHES TO THE RBCORD-UNION.]

WasmNerow, May 10th.—The majority’
of the Senate Committee on Foreign Rela-
ticas, in reporting adversely the resolution
for the ratification of the fisheries treaty,
refer to the passage of the ‘““retaliatory” Act
and the failure of the President to put it in
operation, instead of which negotiations
were initiated and conducted “to the ap-
parent end of accomplishing what Con-
gress had: thought it unfit te undertake in
such a way.” These plenipotentiaries came
to the conciusion of their laberson the 15th
of February, 1888, and their offices term-
inated, and'the result vaas reached without

the advice 2nd consent of the Senate having
been asked or taken concerning the selec-
tion of these public Ministers, and without
any commufnication to either houses of
Congress comcerning thiz most important
subject.

It is not diflicult to sse that,. tn evil
times, when the President of the United
States may be under the ixfluence of for-
eign and adverze interests, such a cause of
procedure migh¥resalt in great disaster to
the interests—and even the safety—of our
Government and people.

The msjority criticise the President for
withholding information on the question
from the Senate, and svmmarizes its find-
ings and opinions as follows :

First—That the Thited States recognizes
as British territory and renounces forever
all claims and independent rightin all the
great bays along the British North Amer-
ican coast named in the treaty, and admit
that all such bays form a part 0% and are
within the British territorial sovereignty
and jurisdiction.

Seeond—Of the few such great bays left
to be visited by American fishermen. the
larger part are undersod to be valueless,
and some are subject to-fresh fishers’ rights
older than our own.

Third—If bay fishing is not profitable
now, it may be in the fature.
Fourth—Whether profitable or not, the
United States ought not to give uo, upon
any consideration whatever, the right of its
vessels of every charactexto visit and carry
on business in any part of the public seas.
Fifth—The treaty surrenders the claims
and rights of the United States—which
have been acted upon and exercised for
more than a century—of its vessels engaged
in fishing or other occupations, to visit and
carry on their business in these great bays,
and the principle of whick-claim and right
bhas once been solemnly decided against
Great Britain by a tribunalorganized under
a treaty with that Government.
Sixth—The new area of delimitation de-
scribed in the freaty greatly increases the
danger of our fishermen unintentionally
invading prohibited waters and thereby ex-
posing them to seizures and penalities.
Seventh—The treaty, by its fifth article,
renounces any right of the - United States
in any bay, etc., however large, that *‘ can-
not be reached f:om sea without passing
within the three marine miles mentioned
in Article I. Convention of 1818 " thus ex-
ciuding vessels of the United States from
all waters, however extensive, and the dis-
tance between whose headlands is however
great, the sailing channel ito which may
bappen to be within threa miles of the

SOOres,

Eighth—The treaty is a complete surren-
der of any claim of right now existing—
either under the treaty of 1318, the Acts of
Congress and the British orders in the
Council of 1830, or the twenty-ninth arti-
cle of the treaty of 1871—for vessels of the
United States engaged in fishing anywhere
on the high seas and having a commercial
chacter, also, to enter any. port of ‘British
North America for any commercial pur-
pose whatever, and puts in piace of these
clear rights which, in respect to British
fishing vessels, exist in the United States
to the fullest exient, greatly restricted and
conditional rights arising: solely from the
present grant of Great Britain.

Ninth—It binds the Urited States to be
content with whatever i3 given by this
treaty as the full measure of its rights; and
to be content with it forever, or until
greater hospitality and freedom of inter-
course can be obtained by further conces-
sions or considerations oa our part.

OTHER REASON FOIz ITS ACTHON,

The majority go on enumerating various
other reasons adverse to the wisdom of
ratifying the treaty, among them one ex-
pressing the opirion that its ratification
will only increase the sources of irritation.
The report concludes with the hope that
her Majesty’'s Goverament will secure
justice to American fishermen, and that the
friendship which ocght to exist between
neighboring nations may be estabiished.
THE MINCRITY SAY,

In substance, that in accepting the papers
sent to the Senate by the President asa
treaty, and referring the same tothe commit-
tee, the Senate had waived any informality.
The minority believe it better for the coun-
try that the treaty should be ratified, and
are equally convineed that the. entire class
of people actively engaged in the North
Atlantic fishing industry would be bene-
fited by its ratification. They believe the
inter-protection of the treaty of 1813; which
has led to its reformation in the treaty now
before the Senate, is far in advance of any-
thing that any American diplomat has offi-
cially demanded of tha Britisk Govern-
ment, and will lead to s full and amicable
adjustment of all troubles of the. sort that
have heretofore arisen, and will. open the
way for a liberal and neighborly agreement
as to such differencas. as may. hereafter
arise, both en the Atlantic and Pacific
coast.

The mincrity does aot belisve the United
States yields anything that is of value to
our fishermen, and finds that the President
has not in. any way axceeded. his constitu-
tional powers in the matter of eonducting
the negotiations.
