
A SINGULAR STORY.
A Girl Unravels a Strange New Jersey

Mystery.

Eahway (N. J.), May 9th.—Rahway has
another mystery, which Miss Grace Bent-
wick, a pretty girl ofnineteen years, solved
last week. Her uncle is a wealthy farmer
and sheep-raiser. A month ago a shep-
herd came to Mr.Bentwick in great alarm
and said two of his finest animals were
killedduring the night, their throats beins?

Railroad Building.
During a recent conversation C. P.

Huntington of the Southern Pacific said re-
garding projected railroad lines, that Cali-
fornia offered a sufficiently large field for
branch lines to his system, and that for the
present few branches would be built out-
side of this fast growing State. He out-
lined one project decided upon, the con-
struction ofa branch from Oakdale, Stanis-
laus county, along the Sierra foothills to
Suniner in central Kern county, puarllel-
ing for about 200 miles, the present main
line of the Southern Pacific. This was but
one project, however. Another was the
uniting of Templeton with Elwood, com-
pleting the coast line of the Southern
Pacific between San Francisco and Los
Angeles. A third of the projects is the
construction of a branch from some point
on tbe California and Oregon line westward
to Humboldt Bay. The recent Congres-
sional appropristiou ofa large sum for the
improvement of the Humboldt '[arbor is
felt to assure a great future for tl. p >rts of
Humboldt Bay, and the need of j.oounect-
ingrail line is seen. Red Bluffhas been con-
sidered one ofthe most feasible points from
which to start the branch, and already sev-
eral surveys have been made. Albert (Jiil-

latin, the Sacramento merchant and an old
friend of Mr.Huntington, has over 80,000
acres of land in western and southern Te-
hania county. ±le has long been ambi-
tious for the development of the region,
and has, it is understood, made very liberal
tI'.lcrs to the railroad company to induce
the construction of a brauch through the
district where he has his farm. The route
to Humboldt to go through the Uallatin
property would run boutheasterly from
Red Bluffabout Bftees :uile3. Itis under-
stood that Mr.Uallatin has agreed to build
this distance of the line himself, provided
the road would be operated and possibly
extended further. This route as contem-
plated would follow very nearly along the
(iovorument stage road to the old Indian
reservation, twenty-five mile 3 away. It
would pass some distance along the hanks
of the lied Bank creek, and thence into
the Coast Range mountains to the south of
the Yallo Bailey Peaks. Beyond this sev-
eral good passes to the canyons of the Eel
or Mad rivers are said to exist. Another
route leading westward from Red Bluffinto
the Cottonwood district and beyond has
been considered, but the Red Bank route
is claimed tn have many odJsin its favor.

BIG GO'S.

Cannon of Illinois and Turner of Georgia
DiHcuts the Taritt'Bill.

Washington, May 10th.— The tariffde-
bate to-day was made interesting by one
big gun on either side. Turner of Georgia,
a Democratic member of the Ways and
Means Committee, opened with a bold
defense of the bill and the committee's
method of preparing it. Everybody with
cause was heard, but public speeches were
not permitted. Had formal speaking been
permitted, the committee had been sitting
yet, without a single section of the bill
ready.

Cannon of Illinois, one of the clearest
and most vigorous Republican speakers,
treated both phases of the bill

—
its polit-

ical economy and its politics. He dwelt
on the fact that many widows, Mexican
soldiers and subsequently Confederate
rebels were drawing pensions.

"
Yes," he

L-aiii, "even rebel soldiers, individually,
are drawing pensions for having served in
the Mexican war. Before the Democrats
howled about the enormous pension fund
for Union soldiers they had better consider
tbii> sort of fact."

liramm, a representative of the Pennsyl-
vania laborers, spoke foi protection to
American labor.

The session was closed by Clements of
Georgia, who argued purely for a lowtariff
as a business proposition.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

The Senate.

Washington, May 10th.—Senator Stewart
gave notice that when the pleuro-pneumo-
nia bill is disposed of he wouldcall up the
bill to admit Washington Territory as a
State.

The railroad land grant forfeiture bill
was then taken up, the question being on
Call's motion to reconsider the vote by
which the bill had passed. The vote was
reconsidered and the bill again brought
before the Senate. An amendment to pro-
tect pre-emption aud homestead claimants,
ofiered by Spooner, was agreed to.

Call offered an amendment confirming
the titles of purchasers to certain railroad
lands in Florida. Agreed to, and the bill
was passed.

The bill for the presentation of a gold
medal to Joseph Francis, of New York, in
recognition of his services to humanity in
the construction and perfection of life-
saving appliances, was passed.

Sherman called up the resolution per-
mitting shorthand reporters to make re-
ports of discussions of the fisheries treaty
in executive session and when to publish
the reports the majority shall decide. Con-
sideration of the resolution occurred in
executive session.

When the doors were reopened the fol-
lowing bills were passed :

Senate bill granting the Oregon Railroad
and Navigation Company the right of way
seventy- five feet wide on each side of its
track through the Nez Perces Indian Res-
ervation.

Senate bill for an additional Associate
Judge ofthe Supreme Court of Utah.

The conference report on the House bill
authorizing the President to arrange a con-
ference for the purpose of promoting arbi-
tration and reciprocal commercial rela-
tions with the Central and South American
States, Mexico and Brazil, was presented by
Frye and agreed to.

Washington, May 10th.—In the House

this morning the conference report on the
bill to settle international difficulties by
arbitration, and to promote commercial in-
tercourse between the United States aud
the Republic of Mexico and Central and
South America was adopted.

The bill was passed, on therecommonrla-
tion of the Appropriation Committee, ap-
propriating $450,000 for the deficiency in
the customs service, appropriating $350,000
for deficiencies in pensions, and extending
an appropriation of $100,000 to supply cer-
tain public buildings with healing ap-
paratus.

The tarill debate was resumed, Turner of
Louisiana taking the floor in opposition to
the bili.

passed a bill to authorize the Governors of
States to assent to the payment of such in-
stallment of appropriations as may be due.
In this connection the original Act pro-
vided that these payments could only be
made upon the assent of the Legislatures
in the various States. The bill passed to-
day enables the several States to avail
themselves at once of the provisions cf the
Act and avoid inconvenient delays.

A NEW WINERY.
Important Enterprise IvConnection with

the State's Wine Product.
Among the many enterprises under way

at Palo Altoone of the most important is
the new winery now being erected by Sena-
tor Stanford. The Senator has long de-
c'ored the custom of putting California
wines on the market in a law condition

—
a

custom born of tbe lack ofstorage facilities
possessed by the great majority of wine-
growers

—
and he is resolved that hence-

forthno wine shall leave Palo Altounder
three years of age. It was with the view
of putting this intention into execution
that the winery now in course of erection
was planned. The building, whicn is of
brick, willbe two and a half stories innight,
with two single storied ells in the rear. The
ground lloor,or store-rooms, will be IGOx
127.4 feet indimensions, wiih concrete bed
five inches thick, while the distance be-
tween Moor and ceiling willbe 10 feet inthe
clear. The second story, which willconsti-
tute the fermenting- room, willbe 13 feet in
the clear, and will have a double floor of
lj-inch tongued and grooved pine, laid
crosswise, with two inches of tar-paper
between, thus giving the floor Immense
strength and preventing the possibility oi
wine leaking through to the floor beneath.
The attic,which is to be tbe crushing-room,
will have a similar floor and. will be
eleven feet in the clear from floor to roof.
The building willhave a total bight offorty-
eight feet nine inches, and withsmall gables
in front, a large one on each side ami a
cupola surmouuting the center, willpresent
a handsome exterior view. In the rear of
the winery is being built an engine house
30x26x14 feet indimensions, the walls being
of brick and the floor concrete. The cost
of the winery will be $2(1.000, and of the
engine-house $3,000, and Thomas White-
head, the contractor, expects to complete
the work by July Ist.

John F. Lewis, superintendent of the
Palo Alto Winery, estimates that the next
vintage willyield 00,000 gallons, and that
when allthe young vines are in fullbear-
ing the vtarly yield will average from
75.000 to 80,000 gallons. The new wintry
will have a storage capacity of about
240,000 gallons, and under the new system
each vintage as itreaches its third year
will be shipped to make room for the
incoming vintage. With such a system in
vogne California wines would rapidly win
an enviable rank.
