NO CAN CATCHEE.
The Wily Mo&gollang Too C'unniDp for

the Police.
For the past ten days it has been known

that gambling was going on inChinatown
and Chief Lee and his officers have been
nsing their best efforts to arrest the gam-
blers and at the same time secure enough
evidence to convict them. Afew days ago
one game was located and the officers were
quietly arranging to make a raid upon it
when it suddenly moved to some other
locality. Night before last it had again
been located and half-past 9 o'clock several
officers started oat in different directions in
citizen's clothes with the intention of com-
ing together at the place where the game
was going on and capturing the whole lay-
out. The raid was a total failure, however,
as the heathen were evidently posted by
some means. When thepiace was reached
the doors were promntly thrown open for
inspection, but nothing was in sight except
a few innocent-looking Mongols in quiet
conversation. The police are satisfied that
more or less gambling is going on, but how
to catch the wily heathen is a proposition
not yet solved.

Alexander Hamilton's Son.
Eds. Record-Union : Ihave noticed in

the Record-Union that a son of the great
Alexander Hamilton i3buried at Sacra-
mento. Iwas intimately acquainted with
him from 1841 to 184'J ie %Visconsin. He
left Hamilton Diggings, Wisconsin, in the
spring of 1849 for California, coming over-
land, and arrived here in the summer or
fall of that year. He was mostly in the
mining camps, contracted chronic diar
rbcci and went to Sacramento for relief
and died while there—lthink in the fall of
1850.

He came to what was called the far West
at an early date, settling in St. Louis.
Then he removed to Spriugfield, Illinois.
In1827 he discovered Hamilton Dingin>;s
in southwestern Wisconsin, in Lafaydts
county, thirty-two miles northeast of Ga-
lena. Illinois,a lead mine that had consid-
erable proportions. There is a small town
there at present called Wiota. Lafayette
county was formed by a division of lowa
county, and it was Mr.Hamilton who had
itnamed Lafayette county, as he expressed
it,by reason of the close intimacy between
his father and General Lafayette."

He lived at Hamilton Diggings nearly
allthe time from 1827 to 184!). While living
there he engaged in the Black Hawk war.
He was a Colonel, and distinguished himself
for efficiency and bravery, and fought suc-
cessfully at least one very important battle.
He served several times in the Territorial
Legislature of Wisconsin ;was a candidate
for delegate to the Convention thnt framed
the Constitution of Wisconsin in the fall
of 1847, but was defeated by three votes.
He contested his seat, and made an argu-
ment before the Convention in his own be-
half, of which any statesman might wellbe
proud. It was published at the time in the
Madison papers.

Mr.Hamilton was a. good surveyor, a
good lawyer and an excellent speaker. He
was never married. Ithink he was the
youngest son, ifnot the youngest member,
of the family. la politics he was a Whig
and a great admirer of Henry Clay. In
conclusion 1 will say that he was always
honest and conscientious with his fellow-
man, s. D. Y.

San Francisco, May 15, 18S8.

For Fifteen Years.
Deputy Sheriff Riley, of San Francisco,

last night lodged in the City Prison Clar-
ence L.Caskey, who was sentenced yester-
day morning Jby Judge Toohy to serve
fifteen years in thn Folsom State Prison,
for the crime of arson. Claskey was the
mate of the bark Brussels and with the
steward, Charles K. Baekman, set lire to
the vessel. Baekman was convicted by a
jury last week and was sent to San Quen-
tin for thirty-five years. Caskey pleaded
guilty, asserting that his crime* was due
entirely to the mastery which the evil
mind of the steward had obtained over
him. On Saturday he desired to withdraw
his plea, and wanted a trial, shrinking
from the certainty of a term of years in
prison ; but yesterday he said he was
ready to receive sentence, and only re-
quested that he be sent to Folsom, to be
apart from Baekman, who, he says, will
surely kill him if an opportunity- is af-
forded. Judge Toohy said that the hyp-
notic argument was nonsense, and that the
mate, incommand ot the vessel, should be
held to account for nis awful crime, and
added : "Ifit had not been for this mis-
step, your employers inform me that you
would now be incommand of a ship, pro-
moted to the grade of Master." Caskey
feels the full weight of his crime, and itis
the opinion of those who have been
brought in contact withhim that, although
a young man, he will not live to see the
expiration of his sentence. He will be
taken to Folsom this morning.

Foothill Prospects.

Eds. Rbcobd-TJhioh : Ihave recently re-
turned from a flying visit to the interior,
and desire to mention the tract of foothill
region southward of the South Fork of the
American river, around C'oloma. An al-
most rainless spring has disappointed the
hopes of farmers inthat section of country.
Practically, there willbe nograin harvested
at all,except the summer fallow, which
willyield enough for seed Durposes, but
littlesurplus over that. Grain willhave to
be cut for hay, the Mipply of natural and
artificial grass»s for fodder being too insig-
nificant to notice. Au unusually warm
April, withno showers worth speaking of,
has told very heavily on vegetation and
grasses. However, it's an ill wind that
blowsnobody any good,and fruit-raisers and
vineyardists are likely to remember the
present season as one of the most bounti-
ful that has ever smiled on them. The
orchards in the foothill region of this qpri
El Dorado county are so loaded with fruit
that one-third of it has to be nntirurly
picked to protect the overweighted branches
from being broken. Not only do fruit
trees look well, but vines also. "The latter
are free from disease, and the promise of
the vintage is most hopeful. While itcould
be wished that there was a better outlook
forcereals, the abundant yield of orchards
and vines willdo much to atone for a nig-
gard and unsatisfactory grain harvest.
