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THE RAILROAD TAXES,

Counsel for the Company Gives His Views
on the Subject.

In conversation with an Alta reporter
yesterday Creed Haymond, the attorney for
the Southern Pacific Company, said : “Our
company is ready and willing to pay its
share of the State taxes for the fiscal year
of 1886 87, and it is its purpose to pay taxes
in the future, whether there is any law to
collect them or not. There is a great need
of a revision of the tax iaws, and I believe
that railroad companies should be taxed on
their gross incomes, as the most just and
equable basis. We are willing, however,
to pay 60 per cent. of the amount levied on
our road—about $60¢,000—and then we will
be paying a greater tax than any single-
track line in the United States. Besides
this State tax we pay under local assess-
ments State taxes on our work-shops, office
buildings and depots, beside the city and
county taxes. We pay more taxes to this
State than any railroad corporation does to
any State inthe Union. The trouble is that
the State Board has always included in its
assessments property and franchises on
which we claim that we ought not to be
taxed. The Courts have sustained us in
this, and, as the legal and illegal have been
inextricable mixed, there has been no al-
ternative but for the Court to declare the
whole assessment void. Some of the press
do not understand this, and convey the im-
pression to their readers that the company
tries to evade the payment of its taxes.
That is not the fact, but we do not wish to
be taxed out of existence. So far as the
taxes of 1886-87 are concerned, the Supe-
rior Court has rendered a decision that re-
lieves us of all liability in law. I believe
that the Supreme Court of this State will
affirm that decision. I do not see how it
can do otherwise, because it is sound law.
But we are nevertheless willing to pay 60
per cent., because we believe that is about
the proportion which we would be legally
liable to pay if the assessment had been
properly and legally levied."—S. F. Alta.
