THK CATHOLIC UNIVERSITY.

Laying the Corner-stone of the College
at Washington.

'Copyright, ISW,hy the California Associated l'ress.\
Washington, May 24th —The corner-

stone of the new Catholic University of
America was laid here this afternoon. A
driving rain and a sharp east wind kept
hundreds of zealous Catholics from being
present at this, one of the most important
events in the history of the Church. The
idea of building a great seat of learning at
the Capital of the United States has long
been cherished in the minds of the ladies
of the church, but itdid not take form
until about two years ago, when Miss Mary
T. Caldwell, one of the Sisters, who inher-
ited a fortune of about $-1,000,000, donated
$300,000 as a nucleus of the project. Since
that time about half a milliondollars in
addition has been raised, partly in cash
and partly in promises to pay, and the vast
scheme of education contemplated is in a
fair way to be carried out.

The building is named Divinity Build-
ing, and is only one of six others that
are to follow. Ina parchment deposited
in the corner-stone of the building
to-day the object of the University is set
forth as follows:

"
The end proposed by

the Council of Baltimore in founding a
Washington University is to establish a
perpetual institution —not merely to up-
hold and strengthen the law of God, the
Creator and Redeemer of the human race

—
but also to shed luster on the Catholic re-
ligion by supplying itwith proofs, clearer
and clearer every day, drawn from sacred
and profane learning and successive dis-
coveries resulting from investigations car-
ried ou by men of genius; and, further-
more, the University is intended to furnish
young men with such training inmindand
character as willbest qualify them to con-
tribute, in the capacity of citizens, to the
honor and defense of their country.
