Karly lllackberrltg.

Robert Williamson yesterday brought
to the city from the orchards and
pounds of W. H. Strong .t Co , ly-
ing just east of the city, one of tho
finest shipments of cultivated blackberries
reoeired the present season. They were
of the Crandall's Karly variety, full ripe
and equal inquality to any that are found
in market at any season of tbe year. A
ttwplants of the variety were brought sev-
eral years since by a stranger from Texas
and left with Dr. Cramlall at Auburn, who
jet them out, but paid no particular atten-
tion to them except noticing that they were
a very early berry. Mr. Williamson hap-
pening to call upon Dr. Crdiidall a few
years .since, in the month of January, and
observing the bushes, ripe berries were dis-
covered on the under side of the branches,
which lead to an interest beingtaken in tbe
plant. Mr. Williamson thereupon obtained
'menfthe roots, and not knowing any

name for the variety, called itCrandall's
Early, mid hence its present name. The
variety in already rais> d by many fruit-
growers. The berry is almost as large as
the Kitlitaney, is fully as sweet as that va-
riety, and in appearance is between the
Xif.i.: ney and >ln' I.'.wton. Itis the earli-
est cultivaied blackberry known, and an
extremely prolific bearer, and after yield-
ing itii regular crop in the latter part of
May and early Jun<\ parlakes somewhat of
the ever^ri'en bearer, and scattering ripe
berries are found upon it until very lite
in the fall. The variety is excellent for
market, &s itis a good shipper, and i^ su-
perior fur iab!r and canning purposes.

CITY TRUSTEES.
More Pratt stg Against (street Work—An-

other I'nmp to be Ordered.
The Board of City Trustees met in regu-

lar session, all the members present.
E. H. Williams, Chief Engineer of the

Water- works, reported that 37,575.000 gal-
lons of water had been pumped during tbe
week ending Sunday. May 27th. During
that time the Holly was in service 148
hours and the Stevens pump <Jl.

OUR WATKE SCPPLY.
Itis a fact becoming more and more ap-

parent every day that in 3 v^ry short space
of time Saciamento willhave an insufficient
water supply, and infact even now should
the Stevens or (.'.P. pump break down we
would know what a water famine means.
The Holly pump cannot supply this city
with water, and another year "both the
pumps willbe unable to fill"the mains and
fiveany pressure. As itis now, with both
pumps running, there is a lack of water
supply in some of the upper stories of
buildings, and the pressure in the eastern
portion of the city is merely nothing.

The Trustees agree that "something must
be done to increase the pumping capacity.
The city is growing with a greater rapidity
than any other inNorthern California. Its
residence portion is extending for miles to
the east and south, and there is a constant
and persistant cry tor more water i:i those
sections. Miles of mains hive been laidin
tbe last two years, and as much more will
be required in the next six months.

The Mayor wants to invite bids for a nevp

pump immediately. An order was pnimtii
invitingbids for a pump with a capacity of
10.000,000 gallons in twenty-four hours.

Superintendent Wolf has prepared sta-
tistics showirig that in 1.>7.s 077,303,000 gal-
lons of water wero pumped, and for 18S8

745,77'J,440.

Robinson, H. Ross, O. Kwcr.i andC. Lates,
residents on H street, appeared before the
Board and asked that IIstreet be allowed
to remain in its present deplorable condi-
tion. They don't wad that driveway im-
proved by grading and graveling. They
Died a lormiduole petition setting forth
that the City Surveyor was making exorbi-
tant charge*, and that the contractors' bids
were entirely too high. They wanted the
Trustees to throwout allthe bids and abk for
no more at present. Wait until the rail-
road can bring in the gravel cheap, said
one. Another ?ai.l he would pve $100 if
the Trustees would not gravel the str< et.
He did not like gravel. It grated harshly
on his ears. There were only fourmonths
in the year that the street could not be
traveled, and as long as the property-hold-
ers did not object, lie thought itought to
be let alone.

There has been nodiffercut construction
of the law in this proposed street improve-
ment onH street than there has been on
other streets. If the Surveyor has been
charging exorbitant fees in this instance,
then property-owners have suffered all
along the line.

Trustee Kyan said that the street law
provided that the expense of surveying
should be paid by the property-owners. It
was customary to collect from the nroperty-
owners.

George W. Hancock said that the way he
read the law, he was of the opinion that

Mayor Gregory declared that he pro-
posed to investigate the charges regarding
the City Surveyor's alleged high fees.

It was decided to defer the awarding of
bids until investigations of the bids could
be made.

LaKue said the property-owners could
not afford to pay $5 a foot for improving
the streets. One of his neighbors, a widow,
would have to mortgage her home to raise
money to pay for the proposed work.

Trustee Ryan said the streets of Sacra-
mento never would be improved ifthe peo-
ple continued to fileprotests.

IMPROVEMENT ASSOCIATION.
A Meeting of the Executive Committee• h»; Evening— Exposition Opening.

A meeting of the Executive Committee
of the Improvement Association was held
lust evening at the new exposition building
near tbe depot, which was made brilliant
with an electric light suspended in the
center, and another near the entrance in
froat of the building. There was a full
attendance^ the committee. Dr. .Simmons
presiding and J. O. Coleman Secretary.

J. M.Avery,Chairman of the Committee
on Manufactures, made a report concerning
the work of the committee inprocuring the
establishment of another cannery in this
city. He stated that the company had
been fully organized, nearly all of the
$50,000 of stock had been taken, and that
the establishment would be in running
order within thirty days.

The special Committtee on Exposition
Building Grounds bubmit.ed the following
report :

On motion the Secretary was instructed
tonotify tbe several persons to whom ap-
preciatiim and thanks were thus expressed,
of the action of the Executive Committee
upon the subject.

Dr.Simmons announced that the open-
ing of the Exposition building had been
fixed for next Saturday evening, and asked
for suggestions concerning the collection
and arranging of exhibits for the occasion.
He called upon Mr. Maydwtll, whois to
have charge of the Exposition building,
for a report of his visit to adjoining coun-
ties in the interest of having exhibits from
such localities.

Mr.Maydwell stated that he had visited
allthe valley counties north ofSacramento
and some others, and he was satisfied all
counties visited would place good exhibits
in tbe building, but it was too early yet for
most of the localities, and benca no lull
displays would be made until later in the
Reason.

Kd.F. Smith, Secretary of the State Agri-
cultural Society, was calledupon and made
9orue valuable suggestions concerning eol-
lpction of products for exhibition purposes,
and tindly tendered his services in arrang-
ing the exhibits when tlie same bkall have
been brought in.

The subject of collecting the exhibits
from Sacramento county and concerning
the opening exercises was di.scusEed at
length, remarkj being made by Grove L.
Johnson, J)r. Simmons, Judge W. H.
Beatty, K. K.Alsip, J. O. Ooleman, Joseph
Bteffens, L. L.Lewis, H. T. Devlin, Captain
Dwyer, William Schaw, Dr. Tebbets, F.
It. Dray, W. B. Maydwell, J. M.Avery and
others. At the close of the discussion a
motion was adopted authorizing the upecial
committee having charge ofthe Exposition
matter to complete arrangements for the
exhibition, and to incur such expense as
deemed necessary incarrying out the object.

Mr. C'oleman announced that the com-
rnittpe bad decided to have the opening
exercises commence in tbe afternoon of
next Saturday at 2 o'clock, and that in the
evening a band concert would be given at
the Exposition building for the benefit and
pleasure of the public'

At this point in the proceedings, Gov-
ernor Waterman catue into the room, and
after being greeted with applause by the
audience, presented tbe Association witha
beautiful American dig for the Exposition
building. In doing SO, he said: "lam
fearful thai the first lime you raise it will
bu na very sad occasion," referring to the
condition of General Sheridan.

The presentation was received with very
marked demonstration of appreciation
by long-continued applause, at the
close of which a hearty vote of thanks was
extended to the Chief Executive for the
handsome and timely present. The Gov-
ernor then retired.

Judge Beatty moved that as this was the
lust meeting of the xfcutiveCommitteu
prior to the annual meeting of the Associa-
tion, that the officers prepare reports for the
year to bo prcaenud ct the annual meeting.
Adopted.

A bill for collecting the monthly pay-
ments for support of the exposition project
was allowed. In connection with this
action remarks were nia'ie deprecating the
fact that persons who had .'-uhscrihed to
this fund did not pay promptly without
being auoned, as the notes were payable at
I). U. Mill's bank, and it was wrong to
have to pay n commission forcollection.

After transacting further business as to
detail* of the opening next baturduy the
meeting adjourned.
