SAN JOAQUIN RAILROADS.
The Southern Pacific to Have Three Main

Some months ago when the Southern
Pacific Company outlined a system of
branch lines in the San Joaquin valley, it
determined to make an extension from
Oakdale in a southerly direction, skirting
the foothills in the eastern part ot the val-
ley as close as possible.

A modification ofthe plan has since been
made by the Director?. Beginning at Oak-
dale the new branch is to be built directly
south to Merced, which is on the main
line. More correctly speaking, the route
will pass through Hopetown and close to
Lake Yo&emite, formerly known as the
Merced reservoir. From" Merced the line
willrun duo east, through the Bear creek
country, to the foothills, and then go south,
according to the original plan.

The reason for this change is that the
foothi!l-,ji!i.t ehst of Mtrceii extend far into
the valley, thus making the territory of
that particular district too narrow, from a
traffic standpoint, for two independent
lines. Throughout the rest of the valley,
as far south as Paso, on the main line, the
company thinks the country is wiiie
enough to furnish profitable business for
two lines. By this new arrangement Mer-
< • .i willhave two lines of communication

into Stockton. The one now in existence
is by the way of Lathrop. The other will
be by way oi Peters and Oakdale.

Inbuiiiiing new lines in the San Joaquin
country the company will eventually at-
tain the end of having three routes ;one
for the western part of the valley, another
in the eastern portion of it, while the
mil!die section already has the main route.

The western route starts south from
Tracy, and by the first of next month will
be in operation as far as Newman, which
is to the west of the San .loa(]uin river.
From that point on the probable route will
be to Firebaugh's. where itwillsboot south
like a two pronged fork around Tulare
lake. One of the prongs, so to speak, will
run from Kirebauch'3, east of the lake to
Sumner, or some point below it ou the
main line. Itwill intersect the road run-
ning from Goshen, west to Huron at Han-
ford. The othet prong will intersect the
same road at Huron, run west of tha lake
and join the other pron<» just before the
main line is reached. The route in the
easwru section of the valley will probably
be run as tar as Paso, where connection
willbe made with the main line.

A Young Criminal.

A fewdays auo police officerHarry Moran,
who is stationed at the park, was informed
oy un employe of the Park and Ocean Kail-
way that a tot of a boy had been spending
money freely in the vicinity of the Cliff
House. Yesterday the cfliccr met a boy in
the park who nnswerecl the description, and
upon beinp questioned, the boy who gave
his name as Bertie Warren, living at IL'O
McAllister street, said that his mother had
given him a half-dollar to spend, where-
upon Moran let him go. Later in the day
the conductor told the officer the boy bad
changed a $20 gold piece at a fruit-stand.
Moran then went to the end of the line,
met the boy and took him to the Chiefs
office. After some hesitation the boy ac-
knowledged that last week he had robbed
a tillin a Maiket-slreet butcher shop while
the proprietor was engaged irjconversation.
lie also admitted, to the amazement of the
Chief, that early yesterday morning he
went to the ferry landing and extracted
about $25 from the satchel of a lady whose
attention was directed to a sick child.

The lad is only six yean old, small of his
age, and the officer took him home and re-
lated the circumstances to his mother, who
exhibited no surprise. She stated that a
short time ago the boy stole $'tO from her
and ran away to Sacramento. These he
was arrested by the authorities and pat in
jail, and a short time laier, when allowed
his liberty in the jail-yard, he climbed the
fence and boarded a train, which carried
him ninety-five miles east of that city. His
father was notified, and taking an east-
bound train met his son and brought him
home.
