Miltidus led ;it Maratnon— Marathon, blessed
Dame! which still sheds around the world the
aroma of liberty, and which twenty-two cen-
turies later led the English bard to ting, when
thinking of freedom for modern Greece :"

Hi re liberty is uncomplicated by questions of
the pmetrauon at the balance of power, as in
Ktirupran countries. Instead of the

of the original thi.teeu States, she has
a land of her own, extending from Alaska to
the Gulf, from ocean to ocean. She has a peo-
ple made up of the best of all the great nation-
alities of the earth, and willsoon ridherself of
that efteti civilization which is not adapted to
hei pregrestire ideas. She has no trmblc about
frontier lines, or the surveillance (,f jealoui
neighbors- ha*no fears of the hasty march,
the iron tread, the glitter of the unsheathed
sword. She i-enlivened with the hum of the
rarlotn iuiiu.-trics, all of toe benefits of apnlie 1
science to ameliorate the C mdition ofman, en-
riched witha Uiuutiiul soil, withevery iliiuate.
inclndiug the bet the soil and climate of Cal-
ifornia.

Even here we have gnmarie* enough to feed
famlthed millions; iruits enough and of every
\.:::\u25a0 J \ torat. rto the most fastidious taste; the
Juice of the grape to gently exhilarate, and a
comhiniuion of every mental, moral and phys-
ical condition, which Dr. Johnson had not fer-
tflltyof imagination enough even to conceive,
when he p etiired the liappy valley of Kasselas.

Here the General Government moves in itsorbit: and the Plates move intheirs without any
collision orimpingement ;theone exercising itsexpress powen for naiionai purposes, including
ii:r i'T.-iTvution ol its autonomy: the other re-
taining and exeiciidng the grand residuum of
popular rights, toeßei-tuate local purjioses and
local amelioration, which may be denominated
home rule. Such was the wise forethought of
our fathers in distributing the powers of the Na-
tional nud State Governments. They builded
not for a Keneration, but fir all time, and left
th":r ineffaceable impression upon the a^cs.

With their success in establishing free institu-
tions afterward came the succe s 01 other coun-
tries, notably that of Fiance, who. after great
upheavals and many bloody triumphs, tearing
d..wu her BaKtile, and unseating dynasty after
dynasty, flaunts no at the tri-eolor— emblem of
liberty, equality and fraternity.

Thus we have repaid the 'debt we owed to
France lor giving Lafayette as a co-laborer to
Washington and for her assistance inthe revo-
lutionary war, by placing before her a re-
publican example to imitate '.ustnad of the iron
rule of her Merovingian, Cnrlovingian and Ca-
petiun Kings, the house of Valois, of Bourbon,
and the imperial monarchy ;and thus to-day
we arc founding an cxampfc to down-trodden
Ireland in her advocacy of home rule, and to
the Moodchoppertf Hawarricn, indealing vigor-
ous blows, not only against the (inks-,but also
agamst the Ballours, the Churchills and Salis-bury-, of England.
iims itwillbe 'een how Influences radiate in

the course of lapsing centuries 1.
First, the taunting democracies of Athensand Borne; then the gradual acquisition of the

great common law riirhts; then a general Gov-
erium ut and local governments, each preserv-
ing its respective autonomy; then other freeStates, orcountries essaying freedom at greatodds, or claiming at least tnat in their local and
domestic matters they have a right to govern
without dictation across the channels of the
k<aa jto home needs and home wants,

Never ccaven 'ye sufficiently repay the debt ofgratitude which we owe to the fathers of 70
and tothctramers of the Constitution of the
United elates, which, after the lapse of more
than a century, has had added to itonly lifteen
articles of amendment. Such was the complete-
ness of the work done by Washington, MadisonHamilton, Franklin, Hutledge. the two I'inck-neys. and their associates. It will remain a
standing monument for iill time, how thesemen, indays of great responsibility and iieril,
without chart or compass, amid a new-born na-
tion convulsed with Ixcitement and discussion,
aud fullof the gravest apprehension, built up
the sacred edilice of our liberties, laid deep and
broad its foundations, and made enduring itssuperstructure, until Itsgrand ptoporttous stand
forth to-day unrivaled by modern art. the bop !
ot the country aud the despair of all entalatnm.
it could not have been done without t! v aid of
Divine Providence, v no makes the netliingnesi
Of man to praise Him, ivho before h.-.-l made
distraught the adrisen oi a senile King,andwho, now that the fairest Bowerof George the
Third's colonial possessions had been plucked
Iroinhis grasp, would not permit old-world
ideas to dominutc the chosen seat of :: better,
more humane aud more enlightened civiliza-
tion: a civilization which has its starting-point
in the enforced embarkation of the I*i:,rriins in
the Mayflower, to seek elsewhere th..sC civil
and religious liberties which the tyranny of the
Stuarts had denied tothem in the hind .'if their
birth.

The great central character of the t; * was
our George, the lender of the America!.
the President ofthe Constitutional Con.eution;
at all times patient, thoughtful, hopeful, prayer-
ful;whom Thackeray, with all his British in-stincts, has charmierized as the greatest, wisest
and best of the Anglo-Saxon race: and the very
antipodes of that other George, who claimed togovern by divine right—until undeceived by di-
vine power— passionate, self-willed, eg'tistic
and foolish.

Had not the American devolution succeeded,
civilization would have alood stih on the dial-plate of time; history would have to lie rewrit-
ten, and those grand heroic characters which
now leap fonh Intomdd; life onltjpictured
pages, would not be m much n> a name or a
memory. We OOUid only nnise, thinking of
what mighthave been.

Some Cromwell guiltless ol his country's
blood.'

Had uot the American Revolution succeeded,
the eoiir>es oi Bnglish thought would havecon-
tinued to run along the narrow crianni-'s of oldEngland, Instead ol the majestic rivers and
lake of America. George Washington would
have lived and died a quiet, self-possessed, well-
to do country gentleman, given to hunting and
hospitality, on the ba:ik.- o( the I'otomac; Jack-
s'.n would n.ver have built his iutrenchment
of land-bag) at New < irleans, nor Uneoln have
issued his emancipation proclamation. This
country would still have been under Mexican
domination: its untold mineral wealth. Itscere-
als and its fruit! would have existed nowhere
except :;i the Imagination ofsome dreamer.

Bui \>i!h American success came the bound-
less American endeavor and American enter
prise, until now we are the most numerous, the
most cultured, the most flourishing, and the
freest of the great Kngiish-s|>eakiug race. And
here will lie written, by-and-by, the classics ofour mother tongue, as already here is spoken
the K. ni!»h language ingreater parity,elegance
mid lores than anywhere on the face ot the
globe.

Allor this comes from the dogged obstinacy
ofGeorge 111. In tntistlngon our Puritan ances-
tors drinking hista.\eil tea. He might have
known better and re.-ollected thst some of thosemen were descendants of the old Ironsides who
had sung psalms as they entered the battles of
Xa.»ct»y ana Manton Mmr. They were as de-
termined as he. 1hey vowed, for they did not
sweat in those days, that they would not drink
the Knglish tea. mid such as was consumed was
devoured by the voracious jaws ofthe sea. The
result was that George the Third lost his fairest
colonial Bower, and linally lost his wits; the
history ot the world was changed, and particu-
larly the history of this country', "hich you can
read at your leisure inthe classic pazefi of our
own ISancrofl ;and while you lead, don't forget
the prominent salient tacts, that all this up-
heaval grew out of those prim old ladies andgentlemen getting their backs up and reiusing
to drink the rnglisn tea. aud the stubbornuess
of the old dotard across the waters who was de-
termined that drink it they should. Small
causes apparently very otten precipitate mo-
mentous events. As the wrath of AchillesCaused the Trojan war ;as a hasty plate
of soup spoiled General Scott's Presi-
dential prospects; as the noise and confusion
which prevai ed once upon a time, when Gen-
eral Cass was attempting to explain his views.aflectiDg bis political asperatious;'io the rclueat
ofourlorefatners to diink the Kuglii-h tea has
u:\iiiusa free and iudepeudeut country, and
added immeoMuably to the world's civilization,

Now. we can g-t along :n the happiest accord
withour Knglishbrethren. They appreciate us
and we appreciate them, for we are all of the
-auie blood aud lineige. We claim kinship
wi h their Shakespeare, their Milton,and their
Gladstone, :m<l they are entitled to thare in the
world-fame of our Washington, our Marshall
and our Webbter.

Inperpetuating these hkinliigi derived from
our revolutionary f refathers. we need states-
men at the helm of state, like the prototypes ofold, no impulsive sp euetic decla:mers. We
need thDmrhttul men, men whose sympathies
<re as broad as the protecting shield of the re-
pnblic. The professional politician -liould be
relegated to obscurity, and the truckling and
time-serving have their obituaries written in
stead ofan apotneosis. The civil service of the

;. *hould be ptteed on a hisni plane, and
shoind be the reward only of a conscientious
and ..nhtul discharge ofdoty, and cssnpet* ncy
;iritsperformance. Men should be taught to
regard trie national honor as their own. andipul us maDey-ahangenand tbeirpat.ons

We s.iluie. therefore, this one hundred andtwelfth anniversary ofAmerican independence
this great country whichis therecoenixed home
of libertyihe world over: we *»luieher honored
past, her prosperous present, her promising fu-
ture, ihe .k-stine iabiding-place ot the millions
to come, who will blend with and add to the
BTcatnt ot thj Kuglisu-speaknig race, whose

drum-beat and martial tread will be heard
whenever the rights of the humblest of her cit-
izens are trampled upon by any foreign power,
or hhen any one of the increasing stars on her
flag is sougtu to be dimmed.

That was a wise kajiug of Thales, the Greek,
thit that government is the best which protects
alike the weakest and the str.ugest.

We salute thisanuiveisary, in thisgreat valley
of the Sacramento, where nature has done so
much and art so little. where there is roo .and
plenty of room for the thousands, Imight say,
tue millions to come: where, on the one side,
may be teen an almost treeless expanse of wav-inggrain, on the other, the semi tropical fruitsmellowicgint.pmore than Eastern iusciousness;
all around a climate'

Where Summer first her robe unfurls,
Ana \u25a0 here -he longest tarries."

With a people «s generous and ho-pitable as the
tempered airs which have grown them.

And from this great valley we can point with
pride to the unnumbered valleys scattered be-
yond, aud to the hills as prolific as the valleys,
with their grain belts, their fruit belts, their
mineral belts, their sanitary belts, ah of which
tend toreward industry, proiong life,and make
it enjoyable; to our colleges and admiiaole
common school system ; to a free and enlight-
ened press; to a reading aud thinkingpeople,
whether amid urban splendors or iv rural
homes; to a feailcos and incorruptible judici-
ary, and to the great mass of our population,
healthy, happy aud contented. Lest, h iwever,
some iii(redulous s.rauger may ask whether or
not there is anything here that we have not pro-
duced, we will anticipate the inquiry and an-
swer, yes. We admit that there were some
things In California before we came hither. We
found well-developed the Sierras, the Yosemite
and the Go den Gate, and 1 had almost lorgo'ten
to add. the climate. We do not feel jealous at
all in making this avowal. although we may
truthfully ciaim that we have improved them
all.

There need be uo distrust as to the future of
this great State. .She could be cut up to-day
into 150 such States as Rhode Island, or twenty
such States as Massachusetts, and Massachu-
setts, you know, has a very good opinion ot her-
self, aud there would still be the leaving of a
fat siirpius. Whether Rhode Island has the
same good opinion of herself or nit may admit
ot some doubt ouaccouutof her extreme di-
niinutiveness. Sacramento county is nearly as
large, and San Kernardiuo county is twenty
times larger, but itwill nut do to make dispar-
aging faces at Rhode Island, for it was there
that religious liberty was first suec ssfully es-
sayed under the exiled Roger Williams.

CHlifornia has an area three times as great as
the State of New York, and larger than that of
Great Britain and Ireland, with Portugal added
as a make-weight. While, however, she has
only about seven inhabitants to the square mile,
Ilhode Island has ">OO and Belgium has more
than 50). Thus it willbe appareut what advau-
t*ges tuis State has for sunporting a greatly in-
ereated population. She is among the greatest
of the wheat producing States, f.r ahead ofany
other In the prodtu tionand value of her wines,
and was at one time the greatest gold aud silver
producer in the ITnion, To this is to be added
among other resources, the uuiversal wealth of
her fruits, her lumber interests, her wool,most
of which are constantly increasing, and of
which we have no reliable data.

From fiomuch of retrospect, let us now look
forward to the coining yean when the great
valley of the S'crcmento willenrich and be en-
riched by the thousands who will settle h'-re-
when every valley will begin lo smile likea
Vacaor aCapay, when the fair faces which I
see l>efore me to-day may begin to show the
en" ets ot the evanescent years, but Ipray
Father Tiin>- to touch them ever so lightly, and
other fair faces willcome and smile on the glit-
tering pageant of some future returning anni-
versary like this: when California willappar-
ently have arrive 1 at the >icme of her material
development; when from the dome of the State
Capitol shall lloat the same Hag which flies
there to-day, aud the same songs b • sune to lire
the patriot's ht art: when all over this great
nation willbe seen the same patriotic displays,
the arts and sciences prevailing labor receiving
an adequate requittal, and fraternal ties bind-ing the States and people together stronger
than withribs of steel; still eveu then, will we
look hanpily forward to a ctill greater future,
toa still more rhythmical development, untilwe finallysink to rest beneath the sods of the
great valley.

The audience then stood up, and led by
the First Artillery Band, sane "America,"
after which the Chaplain pronounced the
followingbenediction :

Bless, o Lord, tins assemblage gathered to-
gether in the name "fpatriotism, and. therefore,
in Thy lume. Bestow upon each home here
represented peace, pleuty and health. I're-serve our institutions, and keep alive ivus the
sacred tire ol liberty. Ciuard our prosperity l.y
virtue and righteousness, and may our defense
be Thy favor. Bless our rulers and enable them
to dispense the laws witha just hand, and may
these bleMtings he transmitted from generation
t<> generation till this great country shall have
accomplished its providential mission. May theMeFsing of Almighty Father, Son and Holy
Ghost descend upon our country and all her
people, and rcuiiiin with them forever. Amen.

The Pioneer Banquet.

The banquet of the Sacramento Society
of California Pioneers was, as usual, a
feature of the day and was thoroughly en-
joyed by the memoirs and those who were
fortunate enough to he invited to partici-
pale with the "uiu boys" in their festivities
and partake of 'heir unbounded hospitality.
One hundred and seventy live covers were
laid by J. Haub, of 510 J street, and the
spread was worthy ofthe occasion, in ad-
dition to the usual dishes there was a gen-
eroos suujily of the baked pork and beans
;"'ir which tbe pioneer* are known to have
a special penchant. They were washed
down by copious draughts of champagne,
which put everybody ina ptoper mood to
listen to the patriotic and witty speeches
that followed.

Powell S. Lawson, President of the Soci-
ety, acted as master of ceremonies, and
before announcing the first toast made an
eloquent speech, in which he recited the
history of the adoption of the Declaration
of Independence, the enthusiasm itcreated,
and pictured the results that followed. The
American eagle was then a very small biid,
but h« had grown immense);. "Why,"
said the sppaker, "

he sands upon the sum-
milof the U'icky Mountains, neiuly waving
his tailover the Atlantic and drinking from
the wine tanks ofCalifornia.""

The Day we Celebiaie," was responded
to by Attorney-General Johnson, who
made a most eloquent and petriOETe speech.
While pruisinir tue glorious work accom-
plished by the revolutionary fathers, he
piiiila glowing tribute to the memory of
Win I'iit.who siouii the friend of America
in the English Parliament.

N. Greene Curtis responded to the toast.
"California." His speech was illuminated
with brilliant flashes of humor, which
created much amusement. He told about
a meeting held on the levee here in »arly
days, when he, George W. Chesley, E, J.
Merkley and some of the first arrivals had
<\u25a0 n-.ilted on what was necessary to build
up a great empire on the Pacific coast.
Tiny concluded that the most important
things needed were agriculture, commerce
and population. His remark that George
W. Chesley and himself were appointed a
committee on population created an im-
mense sensation.

Uanquetlng Firemen.
Immediately after the parade the Board

of Underwriters gave a banquet to the Fire
Department at the new hook and ladder
house on Sixth street, between X and L.
J. Haub was the caterer and the excellent
spread was thoroughly enjoyed by all.
Speeches were made by Fire Commission-
ers Comstock, Weil and Slater. ex-Coui-
niissioner Grifiitte, Trustee Wolf, Mr.Franklin, of Weinstock & Lubin, Chief
Engineer o'Meara, Assistant Chief Guthrie,
Samuel McDonald, Foreman of No. 3, L.
Moutgaillard and others. Many well de-
served compliments were paid to the fire-
men by the Commissioners, aud the former
testified to their appreciation of the man-
ner in which they were supported by the
Board. The speeches were "short and to
the point and the affair was over before it
became tedious.

The Regatta.

The regatta on the river, which com-
menced at half-past 3 o'clock, proved a
leading feature of the day, as well as the
most exciting affair in the regatta liDe
which has occurred here for years. Though
accompanied with considerable risk anddan,er to those who participated in the
sport, yet the thousands of people who
lined the river front on botk sides and
crowded the bridge seemed to think that
the capsizing of two of the sail-boats en-
tered for the race, as well as the complete
ducking of each of the crews was simply
a pan of the programme as outlined by
the committee. Captain Dwyer. Fred. Kol-
liker.R. B. Harmon and Frank Ryan, and
therefore cheered the plucky navigators in
their attempts to regain "their sunkeu
craits. The view on the river was made
very piwiring and attractive by the lar^n
number of pleasure boats which move.i i
about on the water, loaded with richly- j
dressed ladies and decked with burning aiid
national colors.

The Judges CaDtain Dwyer, Fred. Ko!i-
ker and Frank Ryan, together with Com-
mitteeman Harmon, took their position on

a small scow, which was anchored out in
the stream for their use. at tne hour an-nounced, and signaled the sail-boats for
the first race. The entries were thirteen in
number, and were as follows:G. C. Free-
man.

The boats took their respective positions
and were given the order to start. The
Four Brothers, in taking its position, col-
lided with another boat and turned keel
upward. The crew ofthree men in charge
were thrown out iv the water, but were
soon rescued by boats which went to their
relief. Tue race, which was two miles
down the river and return, was made in
thirty-five mtaotee, the Lash iirst, Turtle
second, Irrna third aud tbo Vina fourth.
There were three prizes —$50. $25 and $10.
Just as the Vina arrived opposite the stake-
boat a gust of wind struck her sails, turn-
ing itbottom-side up, pitching Commodore
Frank Van Alstein and his crew into the
water. Several boats at once hastened to
their assistance, aud soon placed them on
terra firuia.

The second race was a ladies' skiff race.
There weie but three entries. The first
prize, $20, was won by Mrs. Eugune and
Pis.Fowler; second "prize. $10, by Sadie
Ball and Mamie Bates ; third prize, $5, by
Edith Furnace and Mrs. Matheney.

The third race was a skiiF race, two oars-
men. There were five entries, as follows:
E. J. Hackney. Victor: Romeo Barry,
Nellie;Ben Smith, Daisy ;Thomas Soule,
Lilly: and Ed. Bracey. Warning. The
stakes were won in the following order :
Nellie, $20; Victor. $10: Warning, $5.

The next and last race on the programme
was a tub race. The entries were : Henry
Brock, H.Cadoza, P. Maitiniz, Ben Smith,
G. C. Freeman, George Freeman. John
Denny, James Martin and Thomas Neely.
The prize, $10. was won by John Denny.

London, July 4th.—The trial of the Kbel

suit ofO'Donnell against the Times was re-
sumed today. Attorney-General Webster
read a letter witha view of showing that
the League instigated the Phoenix Park
murders.

Among the letters read by thf^Attorney-
General was one dated October, 1881, writ-
ten after Parnell'a arrest, by Euan in Paris
to James Cary in Dublin. He saiJ : "I
have seNt M. (meaning Mullet, w!i<> was
afterward sentenced to penal servitude for
his connection with the Pbceaix Park mur-
derers) 1200. He will give you what you
want. When will you undertake to get
the work done. Give us value for our
money."

The reading of this caused a sensation in
Court. Letters were then produced which
showed that Egan supported Carey from
his seat in the Municipal Council of Dub-
lin, and one alleged to be in Mr.Parnell's
handwriting and smuggled from Kihnain-
ham, addressed to Egan, saying: "What
are those fellows waiting for. Inaction is
inexpedient. Our best men are in prison,
»<nd nothing bus been done. End this
hesitancy. Make ithot IVir old Forster."

Further proof offered temled to show that
Mr. Parnell assisted Byrne to escape, and
