A
strike was in progress npon railroads cen-

tering in Indianapolis, tfce seat of govern-
ment. Itwas a wave o' a great tumult
that swept over the Central and W«teni
State's, anr' in which :: mob one Sunday
destroyed f4,000,000 =porth of property Bt
PittsL:

The very next day strikers took posses-
sion of In- union d"pot in Indianapolis
The Mayor, Mr Gavin, a Demo-
crat, declared the police insuffi-
cient to protect property, restore and
preserve order. He called a meet-
ing on a public square <>f all "law
abiding citizens" to consult upon measures
for the public safety, knowing, as every-
one knows, that the mob spirit is uncon-
trollable, runs to excesses, and is made the
pretext by the criminal classes to'"join in,"
as they invariably do. Nearly all the lead-
ing citizens of the capital city were present,
and formed a Committee of Public Safety.

Conspicuous at the meeting and or the
committee was United States Senator Jo-
seph E. McDonald, a foremost Democratic
K-:nlir. He declared then and after-
wards in the committee that or-
der must lie restored and preserved.
Republicans and Democrats alike took
part in hoth bodies, and no partisanship
was for an instant thought of. Aawag
thch-e who united in the law and order
movement was General Harrison. The
next morning's papers show that one ofthe
chief speakers at the meeting was Franklin
Landers, a prominent Democrat, ami after-
wards a Democratic candidate for Gov-
ernor. A mediation committee was named
with Landers as Chairman and General
Harrison, Albert G. Porter, Dr. I. 11.
Jameson, Hiram I!.McC'une, Dr. W. C.
Thompson, Governor Williams, ex-Gov-
ernor Parker, Major Cavin, Colonel B. C.
Shaw, T.D. Kingan, John K.Klder, Gen-
eral T. A.Morris, General K. a Foster,
and A. T.Sinker as members. Itwas in-
structed to do allit could to bring about a
peaceful settlement by kindly ndvice
and urgency. Il met and inviUnl
the strikers to counsel with it, and
they did so. At that meeting General
Harrison was present, and the next day's
papers said of him:

General Harrison made an eloquent and
logical speech of some length, replete with legal
loremid a mod good sense. He counseled ot>"-dlence :o the law, but at the same time strongly
expressed the opinion thHt tlio waßi-s us statedwere toolow tod desired wry much that theyshould be raised. He was willingto use his in-
Qaence withUidm- innmhnrity in favor of this
denied increase.

Bat the matter liung fire; the people
began to complain bitterly of derivation
of railroad privileges, and the public de-
maad was that the blockade trot be
raised, that innocent people mast not be
punished and ruined in business because
employer* and employes could not agree.
Violence was manifest about the depots,
and fears grew that I'itubuiyV expenence
would l>e duplicated inIndianapolis

A second public meeting was called by
the Mayor, and General Cobarn presided.
Judge Graham, Judge Neweomb and
many others sjjoko, and a committee ma
named to confer with the first, or safety
committee, inmaintenance of law and the
mnrmtwi of violence. Senator Mcl>onnld
was ma<le Chairman of that committee.
General John I,ove, also a Democrat, and
General Harrison, Judge Graham, Gen-
eral Morris, General MeCauley,
a prominent Democrat, and Conrad
IJaker com|x>sed it. The committee
was instructed to advise and aid measures
to secure public safety aud make mob vio-
lence impossible by timely precaution.
Governor Williams (Denwcratic) issued
his proclamation, denouncaog the rioters
severely and declaring :

And very much ogre of the same ordor.
At once it was readied to caS for voiun-
teera to form oonipasies to preserve the
peaiv, in<l the people promptly Answered,
and several militiacompanies we**? recog-
nized ard Governor Williams (Democrat*
commissioned (rtHieral JWnj. Hat.ri^m
(Kejiublican) to command tJiein all. But
General Hartison declined because he -»-as
Captain already of a company. lie roe-
mended General Daniel MrTanfcj (Den»-
ttat) and Governor Williams appointed
Urn. General MeCui'.ey detailed General
Hammrt coopasj to guard the United
.States armory where 300,000 Springfield
rifles wore rimed and tho««nds of pound*
of ammunition, with but twenty regulars
in charge. General Harrison pbeyed,

marched his company to the bnjl.dings in
the outskirts of the city, and kept guard
over them. To one who nrged him to the
policy of an attack upon the strikers
lie said :

During all that troublous time, General
Harrison ex.erted allhis influence to bring
about a settlement of the strike, and the
papers of. the city of that day show this

strike L_en4ed, and General Harrison at
once intervened, and asked for mercy for
