Washington, July 10th.— The tariff de-
bate in the House late this afternoon was
one of the liveliest of the session and the
political effect of which will be far-reach-
ing. The clause reducing the tax on raisins
from 2 cents to IJ cents per pound was
taken up. Vandever of California offered

amendment restoring the duty to 2
s. He called the attention of the Dem-
ta to the seriousness of the step they
t about to take. The raisin industry iv
fornia was one of the most important

in the State. Ithad been said that this re-
duction did not amount to much, when in
fact itwould amount to more than $150,000
a year. He did not believe that the Demo-
crats, if they thoroughly understood the
situation, would insist npon the reduction.
The treatment meted out to California so
far had been anything but justice. It
would seem a pity that that State was
separated by the Territories from the rest
of the Union. Did an ocean instead
roll between them

—
did the Spanish Hag,

instead of the stars and stripes, tloat above
California's soil, they might reasonably
nope for better things. This proposed re-
duction from two cents to one and one-half
per pound, he said, was a direct blow at a
prominent industry of California, and a
severe one. The producers of raisins in
bis district were small landowners. It
was like striking a blow at the homestead
and comforts of home. It practically
amounts to just as much as a robbery of
the farmers.

Shippers declare
that tin.' ciop ot Spanish raisins will be a
larjie one, with low prices. Under this cir-
cumstance even the present duty is consid-
ered an inadequate protection for the raisin-
growers of the I'aciti: coast.

In this connection attention is called to
the gjgoiflfiMltassertions of K. B. Blowers,
a proniineit raisin-grower of the coast,
who says : '•Tinkerint; the tariil is ruin-
ina the business of raisin-making in Cali-
fornia. When the tariff on raisins was re-
duced before, it crippled the industry. I
took up a large portion of my raisin vine-
yard then and converted it into an alfalfa
patch, and another part of itIgrafted with
table grapes. From the alfalfa tract Iwill
set from ten to thirteen tons per acre. I
us titttiugready to take up the rest of my
raisin vimyard in anticipation of another
reduction of the tariff in the interest of the
Spanish raisin-grower, for another redac-
tion willkillthe business here. We can
barely make a profit now during an aver-
age year, but if there should be a good
crop in Spain and a poor one hfre, we
would not make a cent after payingjireight
to Eastern markets, which is several times
as much as the foreign producer has to
pay. The foreign raisin-maker would,
therefore, drive us out of the market."

Washington, July 10th.— Tbe rapid pro-
gress made on the Mills billdaring the last
fortnight has brought the House within
sight of a final vote. There remains but
eight pages more upon which there is
likely to be speech-making, and there will
be very little of that save on the wool
clause. Wool is about tbe only stumbling-
block in the way of the completion of the
tariff debate. On that many have pre-
pared speeches and will fnrtot on getting
them on record and before the oountrv.

While all this will take time, none of the
speakers will be alJowed to go much be-
yond the five-minute limit. So far as
thp Republicans are concerned, a
vot? can and will be reached by
the end of the week, but there is a row
brewirp In the Democratic camp which,
while ithas not grown as yet beyond the

size ofa man's hand, is likely to make a
big rumpus in the next few days.

After the sugar clause was disposed of in
the House yesterday, the clause reducing
the tax on Sumatra tobacco- wrappers was
reached, and on the request of Congress-
man Vance, of Connecticut, was passed
over. This action was a surprise to many,
and conclusions of all kinds were drawn.
Vance gave no excuse for the request, but
it was made in a way which clearly ahowed
that he had no fear of an objection from
Mills. Upon investigation quite a lively
little fight was found to be inprogress be-
tween Vance and the Chairman of the
Ways and Means Committee. This is the
first time that Vance has served in Con-
gress, but his activity as a protectionist has
made Mills hate him as cordially as he
does Sam Randall.

Vance has made a bard fight ail through
against the Mills bill,and has again and
a^ain warned the Democratic majority of
the Ways and Means Committee that to
carry out its provisions on tobacco would
be to make Democratic defeat iv Ooosecti-
cut certain. One by one Mills has con-
sented to the amendments offered by
Vance, hut when the latter came forward
and asked that the tax on Sumatra wrap-
pers be left alone he peremptory declined.

Vance made a Hying trip down home
the other day. and came back
more frightened than ever about
the prospect of losing the State. He
went to the Democrats of the Ways and
Means Committee and told them that he
had been down home visiting among the
tobacco men of the State, and they were
making a big howl about the change in
the tax on Sumatra wrappers. The passage
of the bill in that shape, he said, would
simply mean the destruction of business
throughout his State and the consequent
destruction of any chance the Democrats
niLhthave of carrying the State next fall.
But Mr.Mills,losing his temper, said he'd
be d—d ifthe change should be made.

The case was passed over yesterday, in
the hope of having the matter settled
amicably and without having a tight on the
floorof the House between the two wines
of the Democratic party.

Mills says now that Vance is a meddle-
some crank, and Vance returns the com-
pliment by calling the leader of his owu
party a big-headed fool.

Senator Gray acted as the representative
of the Administration, and asked questions
during the speech.

Mr.Hoar's speech was abundant inillus-
tration, statistics and historical detail, and
its delivery occupied the entire session of
the Senate.

A REPUBLICAN THORN.

Democratic Partlaanrt Who Object to
Major Blakeney Holding Oflice.

Washington, July 10th. —One of the few
Republican Federal office-holders in Cali-
fornia who has not been removed is Major
Blakeney, Superintendent of the LifeSav-
ing Service. Strenuous eflorts have been
made to secure Blakeney 's place for a
Democrat, but he has not been vanquished.
According to General Superintendent Kioi-
ball. there seems to be no likelihood of
Blakeney's dismissal, unless he should be
found guilty ofdisnutiest practices or par-
tisan conduct. Charges of one kind and
another have been preferred against
Blakeney, but upon investigation they
huve been disproven.

Mr.Kiniball says that President Cleve-
land is thoroughly in accord with the
spirit of the law of 1883, which makes the
LifeSaying Service entirely non-partisan.
The object ot the Service is to secure the
best men, regardless of party affiliations.
Simball says it makes no diflerence
whether a man is a Republican or Demo-
crat, so long as he faithiully discharges the
duties ofhis office.

A BAD ATTACK.
Congressman Randall Seized With a

Sudden and Dangerous Illness.

Washington, July 10th.— Representative
Randall was taken seriously sick last night
with hemorrhage of the bowels. It was a
recurrence ofan old trouble. I^ast winter
he had a surgical operation performed and
was confined to his bed for some time, but
was supposed to have entirely recovered,
until the attack of last night. For nearly
two weeks past Mr. Rand&ll has been com-
plaining, but nothing was thought of the
matter until yesterday morning, however.

He did not come down to breakfast until
late, when he dressed and attempted to go
tothe Capitol, being anxionß to be present
and take part in the debate on the sugar
clause in the Millsbill. He started to the
Capitol shortly before noon, but was forced
to return home and go to bed. His family
wanted to send for a physician, but he said
itwas unnecessary. Shortly after midnight,
he was suddenly taken much worse, and
his young son sent for aphysician. Doctor
Mallen, being the nearest one, was called
in, and succeeded in temporarily relieving
Mr.Randall of pain and carrying him be-
yond thej crisis. For over an hour, how-
ever, it was a question of very serious
doubt whether the patient would recover or
not.

This morning he was much improved,
but at H o'clock this afternoon he had an-
other attack, and Dr. Mallen was again
called in. This time the family concluded
to send tor Mr.Randall's family physician,
Dr. Martin, who is in Boston. He was tel-
egraphed to come tonight, if possible.

In response to an inquiry made at the
house this afternoon. Mrs. Lancaster, bis
married daughter, said that there is every
reason to believe that Mr. Randall will
soon Ofc :iilright.

ment in his condition.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

The Senate.
Washington, July 10th.— The Senate this

morning passed a resolution offered by
Senator Sherman, directing the Finance
Committee to investigate in connection
with the tariff' such measures as may be
deemed expedient to set aside all agree-
ments, trusts or combinations between per-
sons or corporations which tend to prevent
free competition in the production, manu-
facture or sale of articles of domestic
growth or production, or the sale ofarticles
imported into the Doited States, or which,
against public policy, tend to foster mo-
nopoly or advance the cost of the neces-
saries Of lilr".

The Senate then proceeded to the consid-
eration of the fishery treaty, and was ad-
dressed by Hoar in opposition to it. His
speech occupied the entire session.

After the read-
ing of the journal, the House to-day went
into Committe of the Whole on tlie tariff
bill, the pending amendment being that of-
fered by Nuttting restoring the existing
rale of duty on starch.

Greer of lowa and Bayne of Pennsyl-
vania criticised the committee for placing
the farm products of the East and We.-t on
the fre" list and Imposing a duty of 100 per
cent, upon rice, a product of the South.

The amendment was rejected.
Warner of Missouri ollered an amend-

ment fixing the duty on cleanpd rice
at one-half cent per pound. Rejected.

On motion of McMillan of Tennessee the
duly on rice flourand rice meal was fixed
at 15 per cent, ad valorem.

Boutelle offered an amendment fixingthe
rate ofduty on dextrine, burnt starch, gum
substitute or British gum at three cents a
pound. Rejected.

Vandcver of California moved to in-
crease the duty on raisins from 1* to 2cents
per pound, the present duty. The raisin
industry was, he said, of recent origin in
California. Three years ago the produc-
tion in that State was 300,000 twenty- pound
boxes. Last year it was 800.000 boxes.
This year 15,000 acres were put in raisin
grapes, producing 1,500.000 boxes, valued
at not less than $3,000,000.

McKenna earnestly supported the amend-
ment and appealed to the Democratic side
to allow it to go through.

Biges of California contended that the
industry would be as well protected under
the reduction made oy the Millsbillas
now.

Morrow of California said that the in-
dustry was a new one, in which a large
amount of capital had been invested, and
he feared a reduction of the iuty would be
injurious.

Felton of California urged the adoption
of the amendment, as being in the interest
of agiicullure.

The amendment was rejected
—

l>7 to 77.
On motion of McMillan, an amendment

was adopted fixing the rate of duty on flax,
hackled, known as dressed line,"at $1 per
ton.

Phelps moved to increase from25 to 40
per cent, ad valorem the duty on flax and
linen thread, twine and pack thread and
the manufactures of flax.

Pending action the House took a recess
till 8 r m., the evening session to be for the
consideration of the bill granting the right
of way to a railroad company through the
Indian reservation.

Caswell, after some sirens; and bitter words
to Moore, made an earnest appeal to Mrs.
Norton to return to St. Louis. She said :

"Ifyou will go back to St. Louis with
me, you can return to your home and Mr.
Norton will receive you with open arms.
Ifyou don't want to live withhim, you can
have the old home, and Norton willstay at
a hotel."

Atthis Mrs. Norton broke into tears, and
between her sobs declared that she would
not return."

He willkillme ifIgo back !'' she said.
"He threatened to take my life, and I
can't go back ! No, Iwill not go back ! I
willstay withhim whom Ilove !"

Mrs. Caswell then threw her arms
around Mrs. Norton, and again pleaded
with her to return, but she declared posi-
tively she would not, and Mrs. Caswell
then lefther.

Mrs. Norton received three telegrams
from friends in Baltimore to-day, offering
her any assistance in their power to give.

MRS. NORTON DENOUNCES HER HUSBAND.

While Moore was out of the hotel this
morning, in charge of an officer, Mrs. Nor-
ton talked freely to a Punt-Dispatch reporter,
and said something which has caused much
surprise and give rise to much doubt to
many ofNorton's friends.

He never had cause to think of me
as other than a loving and dutiful wife, for
Iwas most devoted to him in every way of
my life. When he was sick Inever left his
bedside, but watched him day after day,
and night after night, untilIwas almost
wasted away.
