GHOULS DESECRATE A GRAVE FOR
PLUNDER.

Whites and Blacks at War in Ar-
kansas—Terrible Railroad Acci-
dent—Maxwell's Fate.

{SPECIAL DISPATCRES TO THE RECORD-UNION, ]

REPUBLICAN NATIONAL COMMITTEE.

Plans for the Campaign Discussed—More
Officers Chosen.

New York, July 12th.—The Republican
National Executive Committee to-day
elected W. W. Dualy, of Indiana, Treasurer,
and Colonel H. S.Woods, of Iowa, Sergeant-
at-Arms.

The conference was private, and lasted
about twenty minutes.  President Taylor,
of the Indiana State League, and Foster,
President of the National League, addressed
the committee, suggesting plans for cam-
paign work, saying the National Committee
—as decided by a resolution passed last
night—were desirous of acting in harmony
with the League Committees.

They separated, with the understanding
that they would confer again this evening.

Mrs. Foster also addressed the Execative
Committee ona plan of organizing Woman's
Republican Clubs, which was favorably
considered last night.

Harris of North Carolina addressed the
National Executive Committee on the
situation in his State. His encouraging re-
ports were heartily applauded.

Others followed, speaking on the promis-
ing indications for Republican success in
other States.

THE EVENING CONFERENCE.

NEW York, July 12th.—At the Conference
of the Republican National Executive Com-
mittee with the the Presidents of the Re-
publican State Leagues and their commit-
tees to-night, the following was adopted :

Resolved, That the National Republican Com-
mi tee recommends to each of the State Central
Committee of the several States that they
recognize State League organizations of the Re-
publican Clubs and give them such aid and
support as may be within their power.

Secretary Humphrey, of the League, said
to-night that the National Committee had
requested that, as far as possible, all public
meetings throughout the country should
be held under the direction of the League
and local clubs. This would not conflict
with the work ot the National and State
Committees, who generally had charge of
national and State speakers and their ap-
pointments.

WHITE VS. BLACK.

A Race War Now Going on in Crittenden
County, Ark.

MempHIS (Tenn.), July 12th.—There is
great excitement prevailing at Marion, the
county seat of Crittenden county, Ark.
The county has been under negro rule
since 1870, and nearly every officer of tne
county is colored. Several days ago warn-
ings were sent through the mails to several
prominent citizens to leave the county.
These notices were sent, it is thought, at
the instigation of D. W. Lewis and David
Ferguson, Judge and Clerk of the County
Court, both of whom are colored, and
both being under indictment for drunken-
ness and neglect of duty.

This morning 100 armed white men pro-
ceeded to clear the town of all the ringlead-
ers. Lewis fled last night. Ferguson re-
signed to-day and was given until to-mor-
row to settle up and arrange his books.
The colored Assessor, together with several
colored deputy cierks, were escorted to a
train and given tickets and warned never
to return. The whites stood guard all last
night, fearing an attack, as the negroes out-
number the whites seven to one,

CAN'T STAND FREE TRADE.

Prominent Democrats Who Propose to
Support Harrison.

New York, July 12th.—The Mail and

Express prints the following important an-

nouncement on its editorial page, and the

writeris probably Colonel Shepard himself :

C. C. Shayne, a well-known menufacturer
of New York city, and President of the
Furriers' Association, an organization com-
posed of the leading furriers in this couan-
try and which represents a capital of over
$40,000,000, attended the Republican Con-
vention held in Chicago in the interest of
the Sherman boom in New York city.
Shayne has been well-known as an ardent
Democrat. Among the down-town mer-
chants who picked up Cleveland with such

| haste four years ago, none was more en-

thusiastic in his support than Shayne.
During the coming campaign he will be
better known as a Republican, and will
support Harrison awd Morton.

To a reporter of the Mail and Erpress
who met him on a train bound from Chi-
cago to Cincinnati, whether he was going
to attend the Obio Centennial Exposition,
Shayne said: “My father was a Democrat,
and all my people were Democrats, but
like myself they are for the party now that
is for sustaining American industries. I
see no reason to change now, except that I
cannot agree with President Cleveiand and
his policy. I am opposed to anything that
tends in the least toward free trade, and I
regard the Mills bill with exceeding dis-
favor. It is not a question whether we
prefer Cleveland to Harrison, or Harrison
to Cleveland; it is not a guestion of men
so much as it is of American principles,
The issue during the campaign is: ‘Are you
in favor of protection to American indus-
trics, American homes, and of sustaining
American labor and wages, or are yon in
favor of reducing the tariff and thereby as-
sisting the manufactures of Europe and
compelling our people to come down to
the level of pauper labor of foreign coun-
tries?’

“ It seems to me that the question is
right there and the intelligent working-
men of the country will answer in no un-
certain tones at the polls next November.
I know a number of gentlemen who always
voted the Democratic ticket who will this
year vote for Harrison, because they find it
will be to their individual interests to do
so. Especially is this true of manufactur-
ers and large empiovers. Harrison is as
good a candidate ascould be selected. I
have arrived at this conclusion after look-
ing the field all over, although John Sher-
man was my first choice.”

Shayne was one of the most prominent
figures in the last campaign, and contrib-
uted largely of his time and money to
boom Cleveland. He was one of the com-
mittee appointed to carry to Gladstone the
American testimonial, paid for by subscrip-
tions through the New York World, in
honor of his services to Ireland. He is
also secretary of the Irish relief fund, of
which Eugene Kelly is treasurer.

A dispatch to the World from Cleveland
announces that J. H. Wade, partner of Sen-
ator Payne, the most prominent and
wealthy Democrat in Cleveland, has
renounced the Democracy because of the
stand taken by the party on tariff issues.

TERRIBLE ACCIDENT,

A Train Goes Through a Trestle and
Seven Persons are Killed.

ALEXANDRIA (Va ), July 12th.—A train
on the Virginila Midland Road went
through the trestle near Orange Court-
house last night.
