fining from Jerusalem our course ltiv by
the way of the Pool of Gibeon, through
Bethel and Shiloh to Shechem. We then
p»o»ed the hills of (ialilee and the- moun-
tains of (Jilboa and Tabor, aud ret>ttd over
the Sabbath in Nazareth. At Bethel I
saw a man atjleep in the shadow of a
ruined house with a stone for a pillow,
reminding of the night Jacob wrebtled
there with an angel more than 3,-jOO years
ago, and after which he took the stone he ;
had used as a pillow and set it up for a I
pillar ofcommemoration.

Whatever doubts exist about the posi- I
live identity ol other sacred places, they j
disappear at Jacob's well. This is without

'
doubt the well where Jesiisconversed with!
the Woman ofSamaria, itis a ruck-hewn i
well near Mount (icrixim, and w:is in!
fornicr times the only deep water fountain j
in the vicinity. It is 75 feet deep and nine i
feet in diameter. Curious travelers have ,
thrown -tones into it, and the natives have I
not had interest enough in it to clean it!
out, hence no water is found in it to-day. ;
The general destruction that visited nearly j
all Scriptural places is also here seen. The
building which stood over the wol] is in
ruins. The same is true of Joseph's tomb,
which is near here.

Prom the wellwe passed between Mounts
(ieri/iin and Eoal

into Nablous,
ancient Shechem. Itis.a very ancient city,
dating back to 1900 8.C., aud was appoint-
ed as a city of refuge. It was here the re-
bellion of the ten tribes against Kehoboam.
the successor to the throne of Solomon,
took placi. Near here Vespasian built
the city of Flavia Neapoiis,the birthplace
ofJu.-tin Martyr. The present city con-
tains about 8,500 people, whose principle
industry is the manufacture ofsoap, which,
from ail appearance of native iilthine-s, is
all sent away.
Ihad an interview with a Baptist

missionary by the name of Klkari, who
told me many incidents of his personal ob-
servation here. He has labored among
the Shechemites for the past nineteen
years, both as a missionary aud in the edu-
cational work. He told me of the open-
ing of the schools of Palestine and Syria
by the Amwimp Minister at Constantino-
ple. The Turkish Government had closed
allmission schools, except those having a
finnan from the Government direct. The
United States Minister made a visit to
Palestine abd Syria and took such an in-
terest in the removal of the objections the
Government had filed against the school,
tiiat the protest wa-s removed at once and
the work of educating the people goes on
more permanently than In-fore.

Said Klkari: "The American nation I
has more influence over the Sultan than
all otiier nations combined. The reason is
this: Rossia, Germany, England, France,
theoe have always dealt with the Sultan in
a manner that made him feel that they
were planning to secure a portion of his
dominions; but American has not so dealt
with him, and whatever they advise re-
garding questions of general concern is
always treated with the profoundest re-
spect."

Al>ove a hundred schools were opened
through our Minister, and thousands of
parents ard children that had been made
sad took heart again. It willbe remem-
bered that the successor of GewM-.l Lew
Wallace is a Jew; but he is also a true
American, aud is 8 credit to our nation.

Of the Samaritans there are (• lv about
twenty families remaining inNa :ion-, and
the entire population does not exceed 135
souls. Mr.Elkari secured us au audience
with Yainob, their high pri ot, who
showed ua the Samaritan Pentateuch, said
to be 800 years old.

The inhabitants of Shechem are not all
to he trusted. Our dragoman felt unsafe,
and employed seven Turkigli soldiers to
guard our tents the night we can \u25a0<! near
the city. In the morning we sa .: wan-
dering Arab tied to a tree and unde;
guard. He had been captured in the at-
tempt to rob one of the terns, aud was
held to answer before the Court of the
Sheik of Nablous. Imprisonment and
fine is the ordinary method of punishment
for petty ollynses.

The ruin.s of ancient Samaria would
form an interesting chapter. The Ivory
Palace of Ahab, ami later, the Colonnade
of Herod and his amphitheater, were of
themselves marvels of architecture and
wealth.

The valley of Esdnteloo, waving with
wheat that began to show signs of the ap-
proaching harvest, was quite a relieffrom
the barren hills of Judea. ivisited the
sight of ancient Jezreel and the vineyard
of Naboth, ai.d stood on the elevation
from which the inhabitants Raw Jehu
''drive furiously" up the valley from the
Jordo:«. This valley is the battlefield of
"Megiddo." Here, Syrians, Philistines.
Amalekites, Midiunites anil Canaanite-
fougiit their great battles. Assyrians,
Greeks, Romans, Turks and later nations
al-«i . thered their armies here and settled
the:i- differences by the terrible arbitra-
ment of the sword. After a visit to Shu-
uem and Nain we passed near Endor
(where Saul consulted the witch), and
then hastened through a rain, that came
down in torrents, to Nazareth. Our tent-
weie wet and the eround so muddy that
the rugs used as flooring soon became
damp so that we were chilled through,
and only became warm by going to bed
\\out! is a scarce article in Palestine and
fires arc not made exi-ept tocook and bake:

we had to re.-ort to early bed tokeep
fromchilling.

The "-Fountain of the Virgin" is
crowded with women with their ancient
waierpota, which are stillcarried on their
heads as in the days of the virgin who re-
sorted thither. The pots contain from one
to five gallons, and are carried up rugged
steeps and great distances. The leather
water Uittles used in Southern Palestine
are not ia general use here, and men are
init seen carrying water.

The Latin Convent occupies the tradi-
tional site of the house of Joseph and
Mary. We were shown two underground
chambers which were said to have been
the hoaie of the holy family. Theeiv-
erns are very low and gloomy. Why tra-
ditionshould cite to so undesirable a place
their abode, Icannot answer, unless it be
iorarround it with mystery. Inanother
ii:lof the city a lnrgs stone is exhibited
a- the iarpenter's bench where the

laliored; also the dinins-
table where the Lord and his Ajiostles
often ate. Recent improvements upon the
narrow streets, indicate that itL,the pur-
pose of the citizens to make their city a
more desirable place. The present popu-
lation is 3,200, aud the modern name is
En Narirah.

Then 1 .-aw two women grinding at a
mill, and at another place the baking of
unleavened bread in an oven. A rude
knife is manufactured here in the shape of
ipocket-knife. Instead of a spring in the

handle to prevent the blade from living
back, thty rivet a ring inthe end, so "that
when the knife is opened the blade is pre-
vented from going backward. It is an
awkward concern, and can be bought for
five cents. Our pocket-knives were great
euri'i-ities to them, and to have possessed
one would have made them feel more
wealthy than a1auu-owner and as proud as
the American boy with his firstbarlow.

Nazareth is on the sunny side of a hill,
and is truly beautiful. There are many
elevations that corroborate the story of the
SWaged Nazarines whosought to ca.st the
Savior down the librow of the hillwhereon
thoir city was built."

We were oildelighted to learn thai a
night would be spent in the ancient walled
vity \u25a0 Fiberiaa, tod at soon as we came in
sight ofit,realized another dream of life,
it i- iicated mi the western edge of the sea
bearing its ofnner name. Itis now called
i irjih, and has a mote.lv population of
2,100 people. It is tme of the four holy
cities of Palestine

—
they being Jertraletn,

Bethlehem, Nazareth and Tiberias. The
walls are übuiit twenty feet high sind
six feet wide, :»n.(l are iiithe shape of" an
irregular parallelogram, Oa the west arc
ten towers; on the north iiv<- ami on
the .-unit eight; while on the east the
city ;\u25a0- protected by the sea. From here
the ;" -t viuw of this historic basin can he
had. Iti.~ in the shape ofanirregular oral,
with the smaller end to the north, ami is
fourteen miles long and nine wide at the
widest j'lac.-. It lies G62 feet below the
Mniitt•rreanean. The table lands on the
east are suddenly broken and st;ind fortll
like mighty walls 2.000 foot high. They
are the mountains of Bashan. The cliffs
aruond the lake are a hard porous and
flinty basalt, showing volcanic action. In

\u25a0 1837 an earthquake shattered the houses
!and walls of the city, and 600 perished in
;the ruin-*.

From Tiberias it is -ix miles to Gaper-
j ttaum, where we gpent a day and a night.
|The course was northward. About three
:miles from Tiberias is Magdala, where
jlived Mary Magdalene. Not a vestige of
Ithe old city Ls recognizable, except the site.
;The filth of the natives is unnaznable, and
!to tarry long undesirable to us; so we press
lon through the jungle undergrowth along
Ithe western shore towards camp. Anhour
ipasted and we are here; hut where is Ca-
pernaum? where is Cliorazin, and where
IBethsaida ? Palace and temple have dis-
appeared, and the ruins that locate them
become the dispute of writers. The site of
Capernaum L> now fixed at the northwest-
ern terminus ofthe lake, but the other re-
mains in doubt. We heard the hideous
how] of the jackal in the ruins at night.
It is nevertheless inspiring to be here.
The pure, sweet water, clear as crystal;
the rivulets playing with the pebbles on
the shore*. :-.!«! the handsome periwinkle
.-hells thu; dot the beach, holds one
spoll-bouiul; and associated with it
all is the history of him whose foot-
steps have consecrated the place
to all generations. Once it was surrounded
it busy cities, its waters exhibited the
brown shrouds and bleached s;iils of nu-
mirous .-hips :life and thrift were charac-
teristics of its people To-day a few sloth-
ful Arabs and .lews aic seen, whose fa=t
waning enterprise is followed by wreck
and ruin everywhere about it,and utter
desolation mark* all that the toilof their
fatiiers left them. Isut Gennesaret and its
surrounding hillsare sacred still. Of the
beautiful lake 1 can truly cinq withMc-
Chcyne :

Of all placet in the HolyLand, this to
me is the luost beautiful and lovely. I
gathered pebbles and shells on its shores,
and bathed in its hallowed waters. I
listened to the song of the water on its
banks. Igathered it>> trailing mosses and
wove them into wreath.- and pressed them
to carry home, and even dipped np a
measure of the natural sands of the strand,
filled with shells and marbled stones of
ob>idian formation, from the size of a fil-
bert to the smallest granule visible to the
eye. But 1reluctantly lift the pen from
the scene to write ofother places.

We now cross the hills of Xaphtali,
pass the lvahn of Joseph to Lake Hulch
(Merom) and ride around its marshes to
Dan. The oldKoman bridge near here is
stillintact. It crosses one of the Jordan
tributaries, viz... Hatbaay, and is lh? only
bridge that crosses the-.Jordan or any of
it- branches. The fountain at Dan would
equal a stream two feet deep and twenty
wide. It rushes down the rugged eleva-
tion roaring like a Niagara. The banks
are covered with jungle that is simply im-
penetrable, prominent amODg which are
the oletnder, blooming with crimsoned
petals and adorned witli emerald foliage.
Within the limitsof a half hour Igath-
ered above sixty specimens of leaves,
grasses and flowers within the mace oftwo
acres, and proved the record of its former
fertility and numerous productions. Sam-
uel telis us that, "Itis a place that lack-
eth not anything that is in the earth."

Biniaa, ancient Cesarea Philippi, it, at
the foot of Mount Heimon. Like Dan, it
scarcely leaves the marks of its former
greatne-s. Rained walls and arches, how-
ever, invite inspection. The Castle of
Sabeibah, so famous in the wars of the
Crusaders, stands in ruins 1,000 feet above
the city of Binias. 1did not go up to sec-
it. The horses were already fatigued with
the journey, and 1 took the advice of a
traveler and writer, who said that often
much was gained by mis-ing sights of
trivial interest. Icannot speak of its
temple-, pala.es, theaters, fountains and
par!;:-, as they adorned the banks of the
mammoth fountains that rush down from
the cleft of the mountains, nor of the
mountain grottoes and weird oracles, and
the great temple of Pan.

This is the northern limitof Palestine,
and marks the limit also of the journey of
our I/jrd northward. We now ascend the
Mount of Transfiguration. I'art of the
the time we are in the clouds :then above
them. Now we are 5,000 feet above the
valley, and l',ooo feet above us MountHer-
uiou still liftshis fleecy crown. The ther-
nionßter indi.-ated 87° three hours ago,
and now it is 45°.

After passing a village of Druses, we
begin again to descend, but ride the
remainder of the day through the Anti-
L<-ii;iiion range, across a branch of the
Pharpar, and along numerous rock-hewn
tombs, and camp at Kefe Kauwar, near the
reputed tomb of Nimrod, the mighty hun-
ter.

Next day (April 21st) we entered
the gales ofDamascus, and remained until
the 21th. The river Abana passes through
the city in an artificialcanal. The places
ofinterest are the famous Mosijue of Dam-
ascus; the house of Judas and that of
Ananias; the leper's hospital, said to be
ou the spot where lived Naaman, the
Syrian leper ;the ancient gate and the
street called Straight. Of traditional sites
Iwill make no mention. The bazaar.- of
the city are numerous. They deal in a
gMat variety of articles, but boast more of
the Damascus blade than any other thing.
Idid really see a dealer bend a loiig blade
until the point touched the handle, and
it flew hack perfectly straight and not
dinted. Damascus is a busy metropolis of
Syria, and since the French diligence con-
nects it wih Beyroot it has assumed Eu-
ropean airs, and bids fair to become the
rival of her sister on the coast. Its pres-
ent population does not exceed 140,000, of
whom 12,000 are Christians, and 12,000
Jews. In IS6O, July 9th, the Christians
of the city and of Lebanon district were
cruelly massacred.

So beautiful is the approach of Damas-
cus that it is said of Mohammed, who
purposed to visit it,that he turned back,
saying: "lean only enter heaven once; I
willDot now go there."
_Of Baalbec 1 have no space to write.
The colossal ruins strike the beholder with
awe. Stones 63x8, 10 feet high, placed in
it- walls overwhelm you with amazement.
AH that we can most say of it is that the
buildings grouped together here were tem-
ples of heathen glory, and are not ex-
ceeded in magnificence and splendor ol
stone architectural design and complete-
ness in either Africa, or elsewhere in Asia.
Imust now abruptly break the journey

of the Holy Land, having touched Baai-
bec as a mere point of travel, and hasten
across Lebanon proper to Beyro.it, where,
a'ter visiting the mtirionn. churches and
iii!!e-j;e>,Ibid adieu to sacred soil and
eater the wake of Paul's missionary jour-
ney through the Mediterranean to Cyprus,

IIlhodes, Smyrna, Ephesus, Corinth, and
:on to Rome, ot which later conununi<M-

tions willspeak.

A suuimarv of tiie resources and cus-
toms of the people of Palestine and Syria
is simply this : They import sugar, coffee,

!tea, rice, Hour, cheese, shoes, cutlery,'
jewelry and watches. They export olives,

jiifps, jiomegranates, lemons, oranges, kid,
