IMPORTANT MEfcTI • 6 AT THE FOL«
SOM PMSO.N SATURDAY.

Kcport or Direc tor Lnttrcll—He
Kecoimnend* Several New In-

dustries at i'lii-oni

The Statd Board of Prison Directors met
at the Futon i'rison at "p.m. Saturday;
present the full Board, Director Devlin in
the chair. Billsand pay-rail for the month
of June were examined and approved, also
the quarterly report of the Warden of the
receipts and di>burstments for the quarter
ending June 30th. Director Luttrell, the
Inspector for the month of June, protented
an exhaustive and highly {Uttering report
of the condition of the prison and its
various department*, going over each in
detail. Inregard to the quarry and work
on the darn and canal, he says: "The
stone qua-ry is in excellent condition :re-
cent work baa developed tba Bneat granite
yet found in the quarry. The demand for
building stone, curbing, crosswalk, etc., is
greater Man ever before, at much b.'i:er
prices than heretofore obtained, At pro-
mt rate* prisoners can earn from $1 23 to$2 per day tar h.

To aid tbe
spirit of prosresa thai has taken hold ofour
Staie in the ln*t twoye^rs, i'would seem to
be good policy to keep the State quarry
running toits iullest capacity. Nor would
this necessarily be .i detriment oreven in
competition with the free labor in other
quarries?. On the C'jutrary. il the boildiue
uf granite busmen; booses and public
buildings could be once started thy de-
mand torgranite woik woul.i be beyond
the anpp'y and wonld t;ive employment to
thousands of quarrytuen at:d stonecutters
where there are now scarcely hundreds.
There is already strong talk of building [he
;;e'.v

Ofgranite, ifthi< is done, oilier bniidiaga
willrapidly follow.

"When these things are accomplished at
the prison, less than one-tourth of tux
power willbe utilized. The iai^e belt of
*ui;nr f-itie on the South Fork of the Amer-
k-u-i river willsoon be available by rail-
way, or can he lopped down the stream
with bat Ittiit" cost and sawed up at the
prison, which would suggest a door and
ea-h lactory: or,if the policy of the State
is to extend the manufacmre of jute good*,
with power comparatively free, oags can he
turned out at a nominal cost and disposed
of to better advantage than elsewnere,
thereby enabling the prison to supply
grain bags to the farmers at low rales.

"Inconclusion. Ican safely say that our
State Prisons were never in belter condi-
tion than they are to day, and Ibelieve
that in the near future we will be able to
nuke our piisons self-supporting, thereby
relieving the people of taxation for the sup-
p irt of the convicts. Kvery facility was
atlirit'd me by the Warden and offic re to
uiufce the inspection thorough."

The report was ordered died.

LAB)R ON THE CANAL.
After the reading of the reports of I)i-

--rector Lottret] and Warden Aull, H. P.
Livennore, Manager of tbeFnlsom Water-power Company, and P. A Humbert, the
Engineer in charge, appeared before the
Board. and discussed at some length the'
necessary labor requirements to properly
adrance the work of cod i-oa ou the
dam and ran i!. An examination oi the
various departmenta of the priaon demon-
tinted that 240 men would be the maxi-
mum available force that could be placed
on the work, both Mr. Livermore and
Mr. Humbert contended that this force was
inanffldent to properly take advantage of
tbelow-watei season, beginning abon Au-
coat Ist Mr. Uvermore explained that
his demand furlGO men, under the H. CJ.
Uv,rmnre contract of 1878, was in further-
ance of the canal work. He said that dur-;;': '\u25a0 \u25a0 ;hty or 100 days ol the low-water. be would place thesn on ihe dun
and quarrying atone for the same, and at
the same tinia pay tba State fiftj oantaper
day foreach man, alibooxb tbeßtatehad
already agreed to furnish all the labor forI

this important period of the workhe was
willing topay tor it aadrrtbe li G. Liv-
ennora contract, during the low water tea-
sou, wbicii wi.uid yield a revenue to the
Siata oft&OOO for 100 daya 1 work, alter
ttlii.!i be would work them on liia own ac-
count.

That plaintiff was compelled to
secure medical attendance auri services,
nurses and medicine, at a cost of $600. for
which she demands special damages That
by reason of said injuries and the neult-
g-nce nf the defendants aforesaid, the
plaintifl has been damaged in the. Mini <>f

judgment in the sum of $20,000, and the
