. HOW THEY ARE ENTERTAINED IN:

SAN FRANCISCO.

The Headquarters —The Opening
Exposition — Hospitality Un-
bounded.

Sax Fraxcisco, july 18, 1888,

In the matter of the reception of the dele-
gates to the National Educational Associa-
tion. the San Francisco teachers and their
managing committees have done them-
selves great credit, and the State very much
more. The Recorp- UnioN representative
during four days last past bhas had excep-
tionally good opportunities to form a cor-
rect judgment as to the receptions and
notably those on the trains, many of which
he has witnessed having traveled with seven
different committees, while he has visited
all the headquarters in this city, and wit-
nessed the methods of hospitality and
welcome adopted. The committees sent out
upon the trains have met the guests at var-
ious points between San Pablo and Dixon.
In every case they have been composed
equallv of ladies and gentlemen, and have
been met and welcomed the guests in a
manner wholly sincere and peculiarly Cali.

fornian in breadth, warmth and solicitude,
These committees mude no distinctions,they
gave precisely as much care to one asto an-
other; they proceeded at once, on boerding
a train, to hunf out teacliers and friends ac-
comnypanying them, to welcome them

SIMPLY AND CORDIALLY

And then to consult them as to their
wishes as to location while in San Fran-
cisco, and the style in which they desired to
live. Tbis ascertained, they gave them
cards on which to fill out details for the
Registry Clerk and Room Committee, so
that immediately on arrival they gpuld be
assigned to quarters to suit tastes.” Arriv-
ing in the city the committee personally
escorted the teachers to the reception
rooms at the DPalace Hotel. Here they
were registered, given rooms, informed
concerning all entertainments, excursions,
etc,and al meetings of the Association
and its departments, and every other detail
necessary. Meanwhile refreshments were
served to them, their baggage lcoked after
and sent to quarters, and finally the guests
were escorted to their rooms. When rested
sutliciently other committeemen and wo-
men put in appearance and escorted the
guests to the Flood Building, where the
local executive managers and committees
are to be found in great number, every de-
partment of the work being represented in
detail with a clerk and a committeeman
for each in constant attendance. Thus
these great rooms are lined with the desks
of Committee on Badges, on entertain-
ments, on excarsions, on halls, on kinder-
garten work, ou Normal shools, on sessions,
on programmes, on membership, on fra-
ternities and a half-score of others. When
the guest has gained ull the information in
every detail he or she desires, he finds all
manner of devic.s of hospitality afoot for
his comfort.
HEADQUARTERS

Of the various State delegations are main-
taiced in halls and hotels centrally lo-
cated, and several of the counties of
our own State have rooms where
thev receive and entertain. Thus Colusa
county teachers have Irving (Dashaway)
Hall, on Post street, and Monday night
opened their headquarters with a lecture
by Rev. Dr. Simmons, of a very humorous
character and retrospective of old-time
school work. Here, too, the fruits and
flowers of Colusa, its growth and products
are shown in abundance. Alameda county
also has headquarters at the Nucleus,where
they entertain with unbounded liberality.
Humboldt county headquarters are at the
Lick House, Napa at 727 Pine street, San
Benito at the Russ House, Santa Croz
county at the Pleasanton; Solano, San
Joa%uiu. Contra Costa and San Mateo are
at the Lick House; Shasta, El Dorado,
Amador, Sonoma and Santa Clara are at
the Palace. The normal schools of the
State have headquarters at the Palace. [
have looked in vain for a Sacramento
headquarters, but it is said they will be
established to-day. -
THE PRESS GANG,

At the Occidental Hotel rooms 39 and 40
have been richly and tastefully dccorated
and opened as a press headquarters. Sec-
retary H. J. Lask and his assistant, Mr.
Pease, are in constant attendance riceiving
visiting journalists and providing fur their
entertainment unwearyingly and with an
ease and grace worthy the occasion. Thus
they secure them the press courtesies for
the theaters, tickets and badges for admis-
sion to the sessions of the Iduc:tional
Association and to all entertainment _iven
by the General Committee. They have a
longl ist also of press excarsions, as, those
through Chinatown (taken Monday night),
to the Stanford University, to the beautiful
home of Daniel O'Connell, to the Cliff and
other points. There is no headquarters
that really contributes more or as much to
the comfort and real satisfaction of guests,
indeed, as the press headquarters. It isa
veritable bureau of information and kindly
favor, and does honor to the city, the State,
and to California journalism. There is
not in this commmendation a particle of sen-
timent born of a fellow feeling, but simply
the record of fact. And it is sustained by
reason, since the best posted men, those
best adapted to give information concisely,
direct and to the point are the men of the
press.

THE LOCAL TEACHERS
Are doing a very handsome thing in en-
tertaining at the Art Association rooms.
They have the aid of the Art Association
also, and between the two an example of
California hospitality is given that I have
rot known to be equaled anywhere. The
Teachers’ Mutual Aid Society, in the His-
tory building on Market street, entertain in
royal style, also. So, too, the Woman'’s
Temperance Union, on McAllister street,
keep open-house for the State’s guests, and
their rooms are thronged constantly. Neat
cards are to be found posted at all head-
quarters, and in all committee rooms, in-
viting the people to visit the Union rooms,
and this bit of thoughtfalness is blessed by
many a person who otherwise would not
be likely to find the rooms of these philan-
thropic workers.
THE OPENING

Of the session of the Educational Conven-
tion took place last night at the Mechanics’
Pavilion. I place the number present at
not to exceed 8,000, and nct less than 6,000.
Of these, I think fully 5,000 were teachers.
But there were 600 persons in the chorus
loft, and I am told fully half of these are
local teachers. Probably 500 did not attend
the opening session, which was not to be a
business one, and I therefore estimate the
namber of teachers from home and abroad
now in the city to be fally 6,000. With
those from other States came many friends,
fathers, brothers, wives, husbands, chil-
dren, and so on. In several delegations
witia whose members I have met, the
“outsider” tourists exceed the *‘ regis-
tered ' teachers. Itis therefore safe to es-
timate the gathering thus:

The musical poriion of the opening ex-
ercises was very creditable, the choruses
being especially strong and well delivered,
but not so effectively as at the concert Mon-
day night.
THE WELCOME.

As the oflicers of the Association marched
into the crowded hall and to the stage,
richly draped in flowers, there was im-
miense applause. State Superintendent
Hcitt spoke a few words of welcome, and
then introduced Governor Waterman, who
extended a hearty greeting. Mayor Pond
and Superintendent Anderson of San Fran-
cisco fullowed, and then President Gove of
Colorad)» replied, followed by W. E. Shel-
don of Boston and Hon. H. R. Dawson,
United States Commissioner of Education,
F. M. Campbell of Oakland, and J. K. Wil-
son., Chairman of the Reception Commit-
tee. All the speeches were of the right
character, none introduced heavy subjects,
none were long and all the speakers proved
entertaining, a combination rarely met
with in a gathering so large and where so
mapy speakers appeared. To-day the ses-
sions of the Association begin at the Grand
Opera House, and will be held morning
and evening, leaving the afternoons for
committee work, recreation and private en-
tertainment.

DISTINGUISHED EDUCATORS.

There are very many distinguished edu-
cators and writers upon education in the
Association, nearly every State represented
sending one or more. Many of these hail
from universities, more from the field of
literature, some from the pulpit, a few

from the bar, and resentatives from
educational journals, cannot begin to

1 .
name these since they are 8o nuamerous,

but no such congregation of men and wo-
men devoted wholly to intellectual culture
bhas before assembled upon this ccast.
Probably the kindergarten has a larger
number of representatives here than any
other special branch of education, and
they are very active and earnest, holding a
special Convention illustrating the kinder-
garten method and giving and hearing
lectures and papers upon the system.
These sessions are held in Odd Feilows’
Hall.
THE EXPOSITION

Of school work opens to-day at the
Mechanics’ Pavilion. It occupies the en-
tire line of galleries and embraces the
work of several hundred thousand school
children of the States and Territories. It
is simply impossible at this time to gfve
any adequate description of it. It must
suffice to say that it is well worth a long
and tedious trip to see it; that it shows
clearly the capacity of the pupils in hand-
writing, drawing, arithmetical work, map
making, modeling, weaving, plaiting, me-
chanical drawing and designing, artificial
flowers, embroidery, manner of kinder-
garten work, iron and grass work, and goes
even to the extent of operative machinery
made by pupils of manual training and
trade schools. Unquestionably the St.
Louis schools make the most interesting
exhibit, especially in kindergarten work
and in the products of the St. Louis
Manuel Training School.

THE SACRAMENTO EXHIBIT

Is very creditable, plain and simple, but
showing care in teaching and patient and
well-directed effort on the part of the pu-
pils. There are some very handsome ex-
hipits from the Academy of Notre Dame,
Marysville; St. Joseph’s school, St. Au-
gustine, Florida, and the Benedictine
colleges of Oregon. The San Francisco
schools have an immense display, showing
paper flowers, penmanship, book-keeping,
map making, water color and oil painting,
models of cars and machinery, sewing,
crotcheting, anatomical drawing, skeleton
work, wire and straw work, etc. As I have
said, it is impossible to give any adequate
description of the exhibition—it must be
seen to be appreciated, and if all else ex-
cept the splendid kindergarteh display were
removed, it would still be worthy the time
and attention of anyone for an entire day.

THE SENATE

Of the Association, otherwise the Council,
held its sessions on Friday, Saturday and
Monday and adjourned. The main body
of the Association, which is the House of
Representatives of the organization, in
fact, is in session as I write, at the Grand
Opera House on Mission street, the session
beginning at 9 A. M, President Gove presid-
ing. The spacious structure is crowded by
attentive listeners. The committees have
been appointed and the reading of papers
has begun, the first being by Professor
Horace E. Scudder of Cambridge Mass.,
and 1s upon “The Place of Literature in
Common School Education.” Heis to be
followed by Professor Halsey of Michigan,
upon “‘On the Practical Use of Literature
in Teaching Children to Read;” by Miss
M. L. Beecher of Tennessee on ** The Prac-
tical Value in Life of a Taste for a Good
Education;” by Professor Harris of Con-
cord on the question, * Qught Young Girls
to Read Daily Newspapers?”’ These pa-
pers are to be discussed by the members.
OTHER FEATUEES,

I have by no means completed the list of
features of this great gathering, nor can it
be mow undertaken, further than to men-
tion the fact that the enthusiasm of enter-
taining has led the ‘* Native Daughters of
the Golden West’ to open reception par-
lors; that Oakland has already given the
gpuests a reception; that Stockton is to
feast them next, and San Jose this week;
that the *‘Easterners” declare they have
never met with such hospitable treatment
before, and are moving in a manner that
will result in expression of their views
upon the subject as a body ; that the Art,
Industrial Education, Secondary Educa-
tion, Higher Education, and the music, the
Normal, and other departments of the As-
sociation began their sessions to-day, and
that these will prove equally as interesting
as the deliberatious of the greater lodge.
The truth is, that with alumni reunions, Su-
perintendents’ councils, department work,
excursions, the exposition, the entertain-
ments, the Association deliberations, etc.,
there is enough * going on ” among these
teachers to fill many pages with even an
ordinary report.
