Wamiisoton. July 19th.—The Millsbill
passed the House in C.jmniitiee <if the
Whole this afternoon, and it will probably
be put to a vote next Saturday. Then
there willbe a roll call and aye and nay
vote. The Republican members of the
Finance Committee of the Senate are en-
gaged in the preparation of a bill to be
substituted fur the Mills bill. This bill
wilinot dodge nor evade the issues raised
by the Democrats of the Hou*e on the
tariff question. It will take irround in
favor of protection. It will remove all
taxes upon tobacco, upon spirits used in
the arts, and upon fruit brandy. It will
probably reduce the, duties upon sugar
titty per cent., and willreduce thesnrpluß
in the Treasury —by Increasing the duties
on certain articles that can be produced in
the United Slates —to such a figure that
there willbe do foreign competition.

Seuator Joneß, ofNevada, who is a mem-
ber of the Senate Finance Committee, is
actively engaged in the preparation of this
bill. He says tbat there is no prospect of
an adjournment of Congress before Sep
tember Ist, and that th9issues of the cain-
paign willbe made by the Republicans be-
iore adjournment. Senator Jones says that
the R-publicans willoffer a substitute for
the Millsbill which is intended to revise
the tariff from v protection standpoint, go-
ing through every schedule of the existing
tarit! law. There will be no dodging nor
hedging, nor attempts to evade the main
is-sue, and when the Republican bill is
published the people of the entire country
can see what

Are between the two parties. The Mills
bill,&a passed bvthe House in Committee
of the Whole to-day, changes the existing
rates to a very considerable, extent, but thr
reductions are not to great as those origin-
ally eontem platedby the Ways and Means
Committee. The committee's estimate of
the reduction of the surplus is about tifty
million dollars. The original reduction
contemplated was $22,000,000 p]- Whether
a reduction ol duties will lead to an en-
largement or reduction of me surplus is
something that cannot with any accuracy
be predicted. If importations ahouid in-
crease under the lowering of rates, the stir-
olus would be enlarged. On the other
hand, if the importations should decrease,
the amount of revenue rectivt-J from cus-
toms would falloff.

PIJCADIKO FOX rKOTKCTION.

Concregsiuan Keltnn Argues inFavor of
I'nJiiui'u! iInduntrirg.

Washington, July 19th.—Representative
iVitoti appeared l)Liore the fubconimitlee
of tbeSeuate finance Committee yesterday,
which is drafting a measure to be substi-
tnted lor the Millsbill. Mr. Kelton ap-
peared in beha'i of four interests. Pint,
he urged that the taritl on prunes be in-
creased from Ito11 cents per pound. He
stated that the countries iv Europe which
producvu pruiifa had a tariff on them, and
also thai Kuglaud has a larifl of 14 cents
a pound on prunes. He stated that the
lviglish tariil", which is higer than ours,
made the American market the dumping
ground for the surplus cn.p of all the coun-
tries inEurope. He desctibed theKrowtu
ot the prune iudusiry in California, and I
sti'ted tli«t within live years the tret^i
already planted in that State would supply Jth« entire UnitedStates market and it ake
prune:" sociieap that they would no longer
be a luxury, but within th(? reach of every
person in ihcland.

He said that only 20 per cent, of the trees
planttn in California are bearing. Hesaid
that the agriculturists engaged in this in-
dustry had begun it and had invested their
means in developing it. Their ojchards
were not yet in full bearing. Only about
one-fifth of the trees planted are now
yieldic.L;a crop so that the peoj le who
nave entered upon this work are at a dis-
advantage. He hoped that the Senate
Committee would not deprive these people
of the slight protection which 1 cent a j
pound now gives, but on the contrary
would increase tbe protection to 1J cents a i

pound, 60 that the surplus crop could not!
be dumped on the American market to
tbe disadvantage of the California grow-
ers.

He neit spoke iv defense of the raisin
industry. He stated that the Mills billre-
duced tiie tariff on raisins iroai 2 cents to15 cents a pound, a reduction of 25 per'
lit He then described the condition of'
the raisin Industry in California. He told
at what g^eat expense the raisin producers |
in California had been experimenting to j
ascertain where raisin vines grew best. He i
said that ithad cost a great deal of oioney I
to find out what localitits in the State

vrere suited to raisins. He said that thia |
capital had been sunt. He stated further !

tha: very few of the raisin vineyards in i
California were in full bearing, so that the
owners of them got only a partial crop.

borax would be so small that the operation
of tha mines would be suspended.

He nest urged the committee to restore
the tarirt on quicksilver. He explained,
as he did in the House when that item in
the Mills biilwas under consideration, that
the entire foreign product of quicksilver
came from twosources, Spain aiid Austria,
and that the mints of boih of these coun-
trits were owned by the Governments of
thu^e two countries respectively. He stated
that both of these mines were richer than
the mines of California, and that those
Governments, if they saw the opportunity
to drive out the American product and
force the American mines to shut down,
they would do so.

Itis probable that the committee willin-
crease the duty on prunes half a cent, and
»ill restore the duty on quicksilver, and
probably change it from 10 per cent, ad
valorem to 10 cents a poond. Mr. Felton
feels certain that the committee willrestore
the tariff on raisius lo its present rate, and
also increase the, duty on borax.
