CRITICISING THE MINISTER.
Itmay lie wise to state at the very out-

set that this article does not
"

mean any-
body,*1 is not aimed at any one parish,
but is rather the fruitof many year's ob-
servation of the ways of parishes with
their ministers

—
ways by do meaih [\u25a0ecu-

liar to one denomination.
'When the mini.-ter is Brat Bettled, every-

thing was '\u25a0 heavenly" —
ton heavenly to

bttt Wherever two or three ofthe parish
meet together, felicitations art- exchanged
upon their good fortune, and the new
mininlcr's praises are loudly chanted.

The new minister introduces some in-
novations in the service, the parish work,
etc., whose novelty pleases ;and every one
seconds all his ideas with enthusiasm.

Let not tlie minister, however, deceive
himself by dreaming that this ide;ii state
of things will!a>t. His trialhour has not
yet come. But it will. Generally, in the
second or third year of his pastorate, the
reaction sets in. The novelty has worn
off; and his people, having become ac-
customed t" his special gifts and graces,
accept them as a mutter of course. The
wave of enthusiasm has subsided :and a
cold wave ol criticism sets in. swelling as
it rolls.

The time is always to be dreaded when,
at the seeing society, Mrs. Brown iirst
ventures to remark that Mis. BobJason
told her that Mrs. < 'olonel Smith said >he
thinks Mr. Clank's sermons are too long
and dry, or that his gestures are so awk-
ward, or what not. It seems a little
thing ;but it is the beginning of the end,
the
"

Littlerift within the lute,
That by and by willmake the music mute."
Mrs. Brown's remark invariably calls

forth corroborative testimony from other
laui!.-, who do not wish to appear deficient
in critical acumen. Each adds her little
drop of depreciation to help make the
"mighty ocean" which will, perhaps,
eventually sweep the minister from the
pulpit. The wife goes home and enter-
tains her husband with the comments ot
the sewing circle or the gossin she had
picked op in t round of calls. And the
next day, in store or bank or wherever
male gossips most do congregate, the hus-
band say- :

'•People don't seem to likeMr.Blank a-
well a-s they did at first. My wifeBays,"
etc., etc.

Then each of the male gossips pluck a
feather or two from the plumage of the
;i:ini?;er's once admired virtues, untilhe is,
so fur as character goes, literally picked to
pieces.

People now go to church in a critical
mood instead of an admiring one, which
makes a deal of difference how a sermon
sounds to one. Itis so much easier tocrit
ictse a sermon than to write one! More
often, however, it is not the minister's ser-
mons which give dissatisfaction. Ihave
seen

every one has

—
able men of excellent

character criticised out of their pulpits for
the most trivial nothings. It might be
some insignificant personal eccentricity,
some peculiarity of dre;^ or bearing or
manner. Itmight be because he was con-
sidered to slight his sermons, and spend too
much time running about the parish call-
ing, or in working in outside charities and
town matters. Or it might be because lie
spent too much time i;i his study, writing
indeed mo.-t admirable seruions, liut

three months .-nice he has called on Mrs.

A wise old physician of my acquaint-
ance, used to Bay that nothing insured a
young doctor's succeSßßO eertai.lv as "a
good how d'ye do."

Whatever the special ground of com-
plaint, the period of criticism is certain to
come, aud the minister may as well l>e
mentally prepared to undergo it. If,how-
ever, he be a l."»"I man and true, "let
nothing him dismay." Let him go straight
mi, doing hi- duty conscientiously a.- < Jod
gives him to see it,and ten to one lie will
come out like Christian of "Pilgrim's
Progress," when he espied

two lion;,'' in

the narrow way he needs must go. And,
the period of criticism once out-weathered,
the minister may consider himself well
settled in the saddle tor a long trip.

Two or three things it would lie well for
us of the pariah to reiuemlier. First, be-
cause we pay the minister a small gam for
services faithfully rendered, we do not own
him. lie i- not a teetotum to be spun at
onr pleasure. He isan independent sju!,
accountable not to the parish, but to God
alone, for bi>opinions and the conscienti-
ous use of his powers. If the minister's
idea of his duty and his people's are so
radically opposed to each other that com-
promise i- impossible, then there is but one
remedy. Let them 'part in peace," in
mutual dignity and selt-respect.

Secondly, we most remember that the
minister is human

—
indeed makes no pre-

tensions of l>eing otherwise. First-class
angels are almjgt as rare in the pulpit as
in the pews. The secret of his power lies
in the very fact that he speaks to us from
the level of our common humanity. Be-
ing human, he will necessarily have im-
perfections. But do not let us look at him
through a microscope, exaggerating each
littleroughness into a mountain. Let us
stand fir enough ofl' for the proper per-
spective, take the large view, and get the"

all-together" of him. If,on the whole,
Been thus, we find him to be earnest, sin-
cere, faithful to the best he knows, doing
his duty as in God's sight, do not letus
block his way with our petty criti.-i.-ms.

IMPURE ICE.
Pond Ice Is Ltalile to Coutaiu Ulnease

Germs.
The danger of an impure ice supply has

been the subject of a very thorough inves-
tigation by the Massachusetts State 15oard
Of Health, which attributes many cases of
typhoid fever occurring in cities in au-
tumn, to bad water and the results ol bad
drainage or none at all, in the summer re-
ports. The l«iard, therefore, urges upon
people who are considering the question
where to spend the summer, the imjiort-
ance ofselecting places which have proper
drainage and pure water supply. In places
where ponds are made fur the purpose of
collecting water for a supply of ice, it is
almost certain to be contaminated with
sewage, as freezing does not killbut only
conceals bacteria. A most mysterious case
of wholesale poisoning at a summer hotel
was finallytraced to the impure ice which
had been secured from neighboring shallow
ponds. Upon analysis the melted ice was
found to contain, in suspension, a large
quantity of decomposed vegetable matter.
The organic matter mostly settled at the
bottom of the vessel, hut the lighter matter
remained dillu-od through the water. The
pond, the source of supply, was examined
and found stagnant, and at one end a pu-
trescent mass omitted an intolerably offen-
sive odor. It was reasonably supposed
that the ice was the cause of the sickness,
and upon its disuse the epidemic abated.
Professor Kaphael I'umpelly, who made
investigations for the National Board of
Health, has no doubt that ice can carry
any disease that the water from which it
is frozen, can convey, and that there is
even more danger from the ice than there
U from the water itself, since sewage is
more easily decomposed in summer than
in winter. While in rities the greater
part of the ice received is pure, in towns
where tho supply is taken from shallow
ponds, both the water and the ice may be
a source of danger.

California Raisins Ahead.
"We handle exclusively American fruit,"

recently said a large dealer to a Mail asti
Exprest reporter."

You don't mean to say that these rais-
ins are a product of native industry I"

"Yes, sir,Ido. They conic from the
West, i'lie California raisin industry is
growing into greater prominence every
yt Mr. The Muscat grape isgenerallv used
for making raisins. When the grapes are
sufficiently ripened Chinamen go into the
vineyard with wooden trays live feet
square and three inches deep, cut off the
branches and lay them in the trays, being
careful that the grapes do not lie U|K>n
each other. The trays arc then laid in
the sun and left there. Ten days later the
Chinamen go into the vineyard again,
each one with an empty tray. They find
the exposed side of the grapes cured, and
of a richpurplish color. The empty trays
are now laid bottom Dp on the filledones
and they are turned over together, so that
the ancured side is exposed in the new
trays. They are left thus in the sun for
another ten days, and are then taken to
the cool ng house, where they arc kept
for about two weeks. They are then
parked in boxes for the market in what is
known as the

'
London layer' style. There

are no better raisins in the world;indeed
there are few thai cjnal them. The pro-
duction hi<t year was si 10,000 boxes. In
! it w:is only <i,OOH. This year it isex-
pected the figures will reach nearly one
million.

Work With Grapes.

Grapes should he most thoroughly cul-
tivated tiiis month, carefully sackered and
pruned and sulphured. There ;irc two
metbodß of sulphuring advocated. One i~
to dust the sulphur into the leaves when
they :irc wet with dew. The other is to
dust the sulphur into the ground under the
rine on the windward side, so that the ris-
ing fumes caused by the heat of the sun
willrise through the vine, permeating all
parts of it. As sulphur i-;cheap, nntl there
IS no danger oftisin^' too much, both meth-
ods might safely he adopted. Sift a little
over the vino and :i littleunder. This
would mak'.' a sure thing of it. Where
tlure is any danger from mildew we would
recommend tuo or three tunes daring the
season, Bay in May, June and July. My
motto for summer pranrng is little and
ol'ten. Never shock the vine by cutting
oil too much Of the leaves, which are the
lungs of the plant When the vines have
attained :i few leaves beyond the last bunch
of grapes, go through with a sharp sickle
or butcher kni(e and clip the ends of the
vines. This will deflect the How of the
sap into the fruit arteries. When the lat-
erals Imvi- attained a lew fret in length
treat them in the same way. Go through
your vineyard several tunes during the
Reason, dipping the ends of the vines.

An Expert on Wines.
'"Does wine get seasick?" asked a re-

porter of a champagne expert."< ertainly it does," he answered,
''

and
it does not recover from ituntil it has laid
a month undisturbed in a cellar where the
temperature does not vary. In warm
weather it requires longer rest This is
why our firmimports as littleas possible
during the summer months. Fror-t is also
a great enemy of pure champagne, and it
is dangerous to import it during very cold
weather. When touched by frost wine be-
COtnea flaky, and it often takes months for
it to recover. The facilities for protecting
wine from frost whileintransit from Reims
to the seaboard are very poor, even if the
wine was not affected l>y the voyage.
Clarets and Burgundies should rest a
month to recover from the eflects of a sea
voyage. Rhine wine cannot be imported
at all in summer except in glass, and even
then it need'; rest. Englishmen imagine
that champagne is not fit to drink until it
becomes mellow with age and has lost its
sparkle. This is an absurd idea. In this
Condition it is reallya kind of Chablis.
Clarets, with rare exceptions, are unfit to
drink after becoming ten years old."

1 have recently met with several cases of

insomnia due to over-taxation of the
American nervous system, and have been
requested to prescribe some drug that
should be effective to produce sleep and be
at the same time harmless. Xo such drug
exists.

There is not one medicine capable of
quieting to sleep voluntary life that has
been working ten hours at high pressure,
except that itbe more or less poisonous.
Consumption of chloral, bromine in some
form, or opium, has increased in this
country to an incredible extent, is still
growing, and a large imml>er of Americans
go to bed even- night more or less under
the influence of poison. Sleep thus ob-
tained is not restful nor restorative, and
nature sternly exact her penalties for
violated law, more severe in these cases
than in most others.
