During their absence ti:e meeting was
addressed by Rev. Filben.who :i:ade a ring-
ing Republican speech, fullof patriotism
and strongly anti free trade and anti-boss.
He referred, with pride, to the downing of
the boss faction at the spring election, and
said what was a good dos-e in the lir.it part
of the year would b? good medicine in the
fall, at:d from v careful diagnosis of the
case, it was the same old disease and could
be only cured by a double dose. He be-
lieve the election on to-day would settle, for
some time at leas', the would-be bosses
of this city aud thoroughly cleanse
the local Dolitical atmosphere. He had
never voted any other ticket but the Re-
publican. He had never acted with any
other organization but the Republican, and
he did not C insider any man was Icnal to
to the party who would see it drawn into
the slums by bosses whose devotion to the
party was the extent of spoils they could
obtain by corrupt intriguing. The time
had come in Sacrameuto county when the
party, if it wished to maintain its self-

Arrest AllIllegalVoters To-day.
The primary of to-day has been called

under the Porter primary law, making the
balloting es sacred as at a city elei
The Republican City Centra! Committee of
twenty-six, which Bet on foot the .silendid
work for the ai rest and'punishment ofiile-
gel voters at last spring s election, is again
to the front in this wholesome enterprise,
and offer a reward, of not to exceed $100,
for each arrest and conviction of persons
seeking to vote illegally :.: the primary to-
day. Tiie tnuls and convictions of im-
ported ballot-box Bluffers which followed
the spring election, it is believed has
had a salutary effect, and proba-
bly not a large number of roughs
and ballot-box stutters will be seen in the
city to-day. Ifany appear, and are de-tected, they willbe arrested instanter, and
no time nor expense willbe spared to con-
vict them and bend them to Folsom or San
Qaentin for the longest term permitted
under the law. Several are undergoing
sentences who sought to help "

run the
machine" in March !n.-t. ami if there are
any who wish to join them behind State
Prison bar-s. let them present themselves at
the Vallot-box to-day and attempt any
fraudulent practice upon the elective fran-
chise, known to the law.

Itis known that voters have been colon-
ized at some points in the lower portion of
the city for the purpose of illegal voting.
Let them take due notice and change their
minds— as also the bosses who have con-
tracted with tbem to do this thing— for it
is a dangerous piece of work just at this
time. The people are extremely tired of
this class of work, and are not longer to be
trifled with. The sooner this is known and
heeded the better, for not only those who
commit the overt acts will meet with con-
dign punishment, but those also who pro-
cure Hiid conspire with them to commit
such crimes, and then feck to shelter them
from the penaity of the law, by influencing
exa-uininu magistrates, and otherwise.

Inaddition to the rewards offered by the
Committee of Tw>-nty-six for the arrest
and conviction ofillegal voters, a petition
was last evening filed with the Sheriff for
the appointment of deputy sheriffs to be in
attendance at the polls to-day. The Repub-
licans of the city may rest assured that it
there is any "funny business" attempted
about the ballot-boxes to-day. intended to
prevent or interfere with a fair ballot and
an honest count, it will receive prompt
attention without time being lost in asking
needless questions.

These are the art of
tempering copper so as to give it as keen
and enduring edge as steel, and the burial
place of the Incarial treasures.

FrUTHER EXPRESSIONS OF RE-

Now, when we have said this, the con-
sumer willnotice that he gets no benefit
whatever from the low price of the raw
materials, for they have to pay just as
much for shoes, harness, etc .as ifsufficient
duty was imi>osed upon them to reduce
the amount of foreign imports. It is a
general thing with butchers to expect to
make enough out of the hides,
tallow, etc., to pay for cost of slaughtering
and marketing, but at present prices for
hides we have to increase the price of
meats to make up for what we ought to
make ont of the hide?, and which we
would wer,^ itnot for the heavy importa-
tions. Thus it willbe seen that lieprice ol
meat paid by the public is directly in-
creased by the damaging effect of lrte
trade in bldls.

As to luc.il political matters, I hope we
willlave do recurrence of such disgraceful
scenes as we have had at laic primaries.

DARING ENGINEERING FEAT.
Renewing the Niagara Suspension Bridge .

—A Great Work.
The Niagara Falls railway suspension |

bridge carried successfully a heavy traffic j
for twenty -six years ;it was then found j
that some repairs to the cable were re-
quired at the anchorage. These repairs
were made, and the anchorage was sub-
stantially reinforced. At the same time i

it was found that the wooden suspended j
superstructure was in bad condition, and
this was entirely removed and replaced by
a structure of iron, built and adjusted in
such a manner us to secure the best possi-
ble results. For some time it had been
noticed that the stone towers, which sup-
ported the great cables of the bridge,
showed evidences of disintegration at the
surface, and a careful engineering exam-
ination in 1885 Bhowed that these toners
were in a really dangerons ooadition. The
reason Cor iliis was that the saddles over
which the rallies pass on the top of the j
towers had not the freedom of motion j
which was required for the action of the I
cables, caused by differences of tempera- !
t vir<- and by pausing loads.

A im>>t interesting and successful feat I
was accomplished in the substitution of i
iron towers for these stone towers, without
interrupting the traffic across the bridge.
This Has been accomplished very recently
by building a skeleton iron outside of the

'
stone tower, and transferring the cables
from the stone to the iron tower by a must
ingenious arrangement of hydraulic jacks.
The st.iiic towers were then removed.
Thus, by the removal of its Bnsp< nded
structure and the replacing ofits 1
the bridge lias been given a new lease life, ]
and is in excellent condition to-day.

This Niagara railway suspension bridge
has been so long in successful operation
that it is difficult now to appreciate the
general disbelief in the possibility <>f its
Success as ;irailway bridge, when it was
undertaken. It was projected and exe-
cuted by the late John A. Buebling. IV-
fore it was finished, Robert Stephen y.iul

to him, 'If your bridge succeeds, mine
(the Victoria tubular bridge at Montreal)
is a magnificent blunder." The Niagara
bridge did succeed.

Cork-Screw Tunnels.

Among the great tunnels which have
been excavated the St. Gothard i.- the
must remarkable. It is 1)', miles long,
with a section '2>'>\ feet wide by 19J feet
high. The work on this tunnel was con-
tinuous, and itrequired nine- and a quarter
years for its completion. The Mont Cenia
tunnel, 8j miles in length, was completed in
twelve yens. The 1loosac tunnel, -1, mile-
in length, -t> feet wide and 21J feet high,
was not prosecuted continuously; it was
completed in 1876. These tunnels are
notable chiefly on account of their great
length ;there are others of more moderate

I which have peculiar features ; one
is unique. This tunnel is a portion of the
St. ( rothard Railway and not very far dis-
tant from the great tunnel referred to
above. In the descent of the mountain it
was absolutely necessary io secure a longer
distance than astraight line or an ordinary
curve would give; the line was therefore
doubly curved upon itself. It enters the
mountain at ;; high elevation, describes a
circle through the rock and, constantly
descending, reappears under itself nt the
side; stilldescending, it enter.-, tin1mount-
ain at another point and continues in
another circular tunnel until it finally
emerges again, under itself, but at a com-
paratively short horizontal distance from '\u25a0

its first entry, having gained the required
descent by a continued grade through the
tunnels.
