VERDICT OF GUILTY.

Heartrending 3ceu« inJudge Armstrong's

Court.
George Mathena, James Co3tello and

Charles M.insell have been on trial inDe-
partment One of the Superior Court for the
past two days on a charge of maliciously
destroying a structure attached toa railroad.
The case was tried about a week ago and
the jury disagreed. Yesterday after all the
evidence was in District Attorney Brunermade the opening argument, W. A.Ander-son and K. C. Hart argued for the defend-
ants and C. T. Jone.s closed the case for theprosecution. The jury was instructed by
Judge Armstrong and retired at :t o'clockThirty-live minutes later they came intoCourt and rendered a verdict of guilty.

During the trial Mrs. Mathena was pres-
ent with ber two children,a little boy and
girl. When the verdict was rendered she

down completely and a scene fol-
lowed which brought tears to the eyes of

tevery one present She clung fras-
to her liusbaud, protesting his inno-
c.-ying hysterically, "Oh, George,

you must not leave the children.'' Both
ciiiMren were also crying loudly. The
jurors were all ou of ihe building in less
thai :. minute after lhe verdict was ren-
dered. Judge Armstrong mercifully per-
miltod Mathena to accompany his wife
home, telling him and the other'defeudants
to appear for sentence at 10 o'clock this
morning. The lowest punishment that
'Ta.i be iT.llioled is S'x months in the County
Jail ana the highest live years in the Stale
Pri=on.

The evidence showed that the men were
mien iv the employ of the Southern

Pacific Company. One night, some weeks
Lhe men and some others quit work

and we:it on a spree, during which they
smashed np the little house at the east end
of tiie railroad bridge. On the same night
n n'.nnbi r of switches were found turned
and left so as to derail any train that came
along. This charge was also entered against
them when they were first arrested, but in

ilioe Court Judge Buckley did not
think there was sufficient evidence to hold
them on it. They were accordingly only
tried on the charge of maliciously destroy-

be dag- house.

Thete tacts having come to the attention of
Mr.A.N.Towne, Genera] Manager of the South-ern l'acilic Company, the very natural sugges-
tion has arisen in bis mind as to whether the
labor of indnstrtoni boys and girls cannot beutilized in the oichards and vineyards of the
State. The very high advantages to all parties
Concerned from this proceeding will be at once
obvious. The agricultures aud horticulturists
of the State will be supplied with the labor
they so much need, while the boys and girls of
suitable age willhave their idle time profitably
occupied, willbe adding to the general wealthol the Slate by the product of their labor, andwillbe acquiring habits of industry and thrift.
Inaddition to this, it is believed that the intio-
duction of the growing boyi of the State to aknowledge of its horticultural industries will
inspire in their minds a desire to become them-
